JENNI FER PI GGOTT: Good afternoon and wel cone.
We're going to have a brief presentation by the Surface
Transportation Board, and then we will nove into the
oral comment portion of this afternoon's neeting. So
I'd first like to introduce fromthe Surface
Transportation Board M. Ken Bl odgett.

KEN BLODGETT: Good afternoon. And thank -- |
woul d |Ii ke to thank everybody for com ng this afternoon
to today's public comment neeting on the Draft
Envi ronnental | npact Statenent for the proposed
construction and operation of the Tongue Ri ver Railroad.

My nane is Ken Bl odgett, and with ne here
today is Danielle CGosselin, and we are here representing
the Surface Transportation Board' s Ofice of
Envi ronnent al Anal ysi s.

Al so seated at the table is Alan Sumervill e,
t he project manager of our third-party contracting team
ICF International, and Elizabeth Diller. And Jennifer
Piggott will act as our facilitator this afternoon.

The Surface Transportation Board is the

f ederal agency responsi ble for the regul ati on of
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Interstate surface transportation within the United
States and for granting authority for the construction
and operation of newrail |ines and associ at ed
facilities.

The board's m ssion is to ensure that
conpetitive, safe, and efficient transportati on services
are provided to neet the needs of shippers, receivers,
and consuners. |In all of its decisions, the board is
commtted to advanci ng the national transportation
policy goals as established by Congress.

The O fice of Environnental Analysis, or OCEA,
is the office within the board which is responsible to
ensure that the board is in conpliance with the
requi renents of the National Environnental Policy Act.
We fulfill this responsibility through i ndependent
environnental review of railroad actions, which require
t he board's approval.

On Cctober 16, 2012, the Tongue R ver Railroad
Company filed an application with the board to construct
and operate a rail line fromMles CGty, Mntana, to
Ashland -- to two endpoi nts near Ashl and.

On Decenber 17th, 2012, Tongue Ri ver Railroad
filed a supplenental application in which it identified
its preferred alternative for the proposed |line as the

Col strip alternative, between Colstrip and the Ashl and
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ar ea.

The Surface Transportation Board is the | ead
agency responsi ble for preparing the Draft Environnment al
| npact St at enent. Four cooperati ng agenci es worked with
the board in preparing the Draft EIS: The
Bur eau of Land Managenent, the Corps of Engi neers, the
United States Departnent of Agricul ture, and Mont ana
state agencies. These cooperati ng agencies all have
deci si on- maki ng authority i ndependent of the board and
are agencies from which Tongue Ri ver woul d obtain
separate approvals or permts prior to construction.

The purpose of today's neeting is to receive
comments, both oral and witten, on the Draft
Envi ronnent al | npact Statenent, which was served and
made avail able for public review and comment on
April 17th. The Draft Environnmental |npact Statenent
refl ects our analysis of the potential environnental
I npacts that could result fromthe construction and
operation of the proposed rail I|ine.

Public invol venent is an inportant conmponent
of the environnental review process, and our hope is
that the comments you provide will help ensure that our
office fully addresses your concerns and the potenti al
environnental inpacts that could result fromthe

construction and operation of the proposed |line as well
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as appropriate mtigati on nmeasures.

The Draft EI'S public coment period wll | ast
until August 24th, 2015. After the public conmment
period has cone to a close, we will consider all
comments received and address each comment in the Final
Envi ronnental | npact Statenent, which will present our
final conclusions and our final, recommended mtigation
nmeasures. The board will then nake a final decision on
the proposed rail |ine construction.

In maki ng that decision, the board w |
consider the entire environnental record, including all
comments received, the Draft EIS, the final EI'S, and
OEA' s final, recommended mtigati on nmeasures. No
project-related construction may begin until the board's
final decision has been issued and that decision has
becone effective.

I f you have not already done so, | would
encourage you to sign in at the table |ocated at the
entrance to the school, the front doors of the buil ding,
and those that have indicated that they would like to
make a public conment on the Draft EIS at this neeting,
which will be recorded by the court reporter, will be
call ed upon to speak in the order in which they signed
in.

If you would like to provide handwitten
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comment today, there's a comment area outside in the
open house area where you can -- there's forns and boxes
where you can place your comment. Comments can conti nue
to be provided in witing to the board through

August 24th by mailing themto us in Washi ngton, D.C.,

or by visiting the tonguerivereis.com Wb site and

filing themelectronically fromthe Wb site.
All oral and witten comments will be given
equal wei ght and consi derati on. I n preparing your

comments, we encourage you to be as detail ed as possible
regardi ng the content of the Draft Environnental | npact
St at enent .

That concludes ny remarks and I will now turn
the floor over to Alan Summerville, who will provide a
little informati on on the environnental review process.

Thank you.

ALAN SUMMERVI LLE: Good afternoon. During the
open house portion of this neeting, we provided
informati on on the environnental review process and on
the project. Now l'd |like to take just about three
m nutes to sunmari ze the information for those of you
who weren't in the open house session or to provide a
recap for those who were.

In the neeting brochure and on the poster in

the other -- one of the posters in the other room
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there's a figure depicting the environnental review
process. To initiate the scoping process, CEA issued a
notification of its intent to prepare an EIS to the
public; elected officials; federal, state, and | ocal
agenci es; tribal organi zations; and other potentially

I nt erested organi zati ons.

OEA issued a Draft Scope of Study and held
agency and public scoping neetings to obtain conments on
topics that the EI'S should anal yze and possi bl e
alternatives to the TRRC al i gnnent. I nt er est ed agenci es
and persons were invited to participate in the scoping
phase by reviewing the Draft Scope of Study, submtting
comments in witing, and attendi ng scopi ng neetings held
in the project area.

After considering the comments received
t hrough the scopi ng process, the board published a
notice of the Final Scope of Study for the EI'S on
March 22nd, 2013.

Thr oughout the devel opnent of the Draft EIS,
OEA net in person and through tel econferences with
federal, state, and | ocal agencies, as well as tribes.
OEA prepared the Draft EI'S by anal yzing the potenti al
environnental i npacts of the proposed Tongue Ri ver
Rai | road and the reasonable alternatives, including the

"No- Action" alternative.
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The Draft EI'S al so addresses the i npacts of
trains traveling to destinations outside of the project
area, also known as downline inpacts. Any of the build
alternatives could have mnor to highly adverse inpacts
on the follow ng resources: Transportation, dgreenhouse

gases and cli mate change, noi se, bi ol ogical resources,

wat er resources, visual resources, cultural and historic

resources, |and resources, geology and soils,

soci oeconom cs, and environnental justice. Al of the

ot her resources woul d experience negligi bl e inpacts.
The Draft EIS al so includes OEA' s prelimnary

recommendati ons for environnental mtigation. These

mtigati on neasures will be considered by the board as

potential conditions if the board decides to grant TRRC

authority to construct and operate the rail |ine.
The Draft EIS was nmade -- was distributed and
made avail able on April 24th to interested nenbers of

the public; parties of record; elected officials;

tri bes; and appropriate federal, state, and | ocal
officials. CEA provided extensive notification through
vari ous neans to the project area and downli ne

communiti es.

As Ken stated, the Final EIS will consider and

respond to all coments received on the Draft EI'S and

wi Il include any appropriate changes and reconnendati ons
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for additional mtigation neasures. It wll also
identify OEA's preferred alternative.

Conpl etion of the Final EIS wll be announced
to the public in a Notice of Availability published in
the Federal Register and by notification to the
I nterested parti es.

At this tine I1'd |like to hand the neeting over
to our facilitator, Jennifer Piggott, who will go over

sone ground rules, and then we can begin to hear public

conment s.

JENNI FER PI GGOTT: Great. Thank you, Al an.

W will now begin the oral comrent portion of
today's neeting. Before we begin, 1'd like to go over a
few things. |If you haven't already done so, please

sil ence your phones so we don't interrupt the neeting.
If you would lIi ke to speak and did not sign up when you
arrived at the neeting, please raise your hand now so we
can get you registered.

A court reporter will transcri be your oral
comments for use in preparing the Final Environnental
| npact Statenment. Please do not provide any personal
informati on in your comments that you would not want to
see published in the final docunent.

Pl ease speak slowy and clearly so that the
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court reporter can easily record your comments. Pl ease
state your full nane and spell it out for the court
reporter and indicate if you are representing a group or
organi zati on today.

Each speaker will be allotted three m nutes.
You do not have to speak for the full three m nutes.
However, when 30 seconds remains, a yellow card wll be
raised, and a red card will be raised when the tinme has
ended. Qut of respect for others, we ask that you
pl ease honor your three m nutes.

If you think you have nore comments than you
can present in the tine allotted, please nake the nost
i nportant comments first. This tinme limt has been set
at each neeting to ensure everyone who w shes to speak
has a fair and equal opportunity to provide their
comment s. If you did not get a chance to voice all of
your conmments, you can submt themin witing. If you
have a witten statenent already prepared, you nay read
it out |oud, and we recommend you also submt it as a
witten comment.

At the end of the neeting, we will invite up
addi ti onal speakers and anyone who did not get a chance
to finish their comments. Please feel free to provide
your conments in either witten or oral form Both

types of comments will be weighed equally in the final
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docunent .

Finally, this portion of the public neeting
all ows you to provide comments that wll be transcri bed.
OEA wi Il not answer questions or respond to comments
during this portion of the neeting. OEA wll respond to
comments in the Final Environnental |npact Statenent.
This will allow as nuch tine as possible for nenbers of
the public to coment.

Wth that, our first speaker is Rosebud County
Comm ssi oner Doug Martens.

DOUG MARTENS: Doug Martens, Ma-r-t-e-n-s,
Rosebud County Conmi ssi oner.

I guess sone of the comments that | want to
bring up are -- have to do with the services that we
provide to the residents of the county. One of themis
fire control.

| read in the EIS sone information that is in
there that looks to ne like it's nore of a statew de
collection of data rather than a local set, and | wll
provi de sone |l ocalized information as to nunber of fires

that are started by the trains, and how many fires we

have human- caused versus natural - caused. I just think
sone of the data that you have is -- it doesn't fit this
area very well. So | wll provide that.

The access for fire engines to both sides of

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the railroad tracks is a huge issue. There's -- the
railroad tracks that are already in existence from
Col strip to Forsyth has very Iimted access. There's
not very nany crossings in it. Wen you get down onto
the main line on the river, there's a lot nore
crossings. And if you have a crossing that's 10 m |l es
apart, or even 5 mles apart on the railroad, there my
be no way to get across the tracks, cone al ong through
the pasture to get to the next crossing. You nmay end up
driving 15, 20 mles to get a nmle away from each ot her.
| did see in the EI'S that you quoted sone
state code that it required railroads to do fire
preventi on neasures. | think that's really good and |
Wll -- in our witten data that | give you, |I'll give
you sone nore stuff along those |lines.

Sonething else that | wanted to bring up al ong
wth the fire access is the nunber of fires that a train
starts is really not a big issue. |It's the nunber of
fires that we have that we can't get access to. Ri ght
now our fire budget is pretty well exhausted, just from
the fact that we have coal seamfires all over this
county that started in 2012 and we're just -- they're
all over the place.

Anot her one | wanted to bring up was the road

real i gnnent. I would |ike to know if we can be involvedl2
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in the negotiation with the railroad when they realign
the county road to hopefully keep sone standards and
maybe some -- the |east anount of county road goi ng over
the tracks as possible. Bridges and culverts, want to
make sure we get bridges and not just culverts, and weed
control.

Qur next speaker this afternoon is Rex Rogers.

UNI DENTI FI ED SPEAKER: | coul dn't hear.

JENNI FER PI GGOTT: Those were the only two |
had signed up. Wuld anyone else |like to provide
comments? Comm ssioner, would you |like to expand upon
your comment s?

DOUG MARTENS: Just a little bit nore. | had
to rush through the bridges and the cul verts.

We hear a ot fromour |ivestock producers,
bri dges versus cul verts. I f you have a culvert, an
ani nal sees what we see. They see the big hole on this
side, the other end |ooks like a tiny little hole, and
they're not smart enough to realize that it gets bigger
as they go forward. So they |ook at that and they say
not going to go there. So we have trouble getting

cattle to go through cul verts.
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Bri dges, on the other hand, are nuch nore
open. They don't feel like they're walking into a trap,
so they are nore apt to go through it.

Weed control, | just wanted to bring that up.
One of the biggest problens we have with the railroad on
the main line is the transportati on of noxi ous weeds
fromother areas, other states, and |like to have
sonething in place to mtigate those concerns to at
| east control the weeds and spray for weeds, keep those
ki nd of things under control.

WALLACE Mt RAE: My nanme is \Wall ace,
Wa-l-l-a-c-e, Mc capital R a-e.

| testified in Ashland the other night and
there was an i ssue brought up, but it wasn't ne there,
but I think that it should be stressed. And I noticed
in the panphlet that you handed out today, and I'|
quote fromit, it says, under Project Purpose and Need:
"TRRC seeks authority fromthe board to construct and

operate a common carrier rail line. | f approved, the

Charles Fisher Court Reporting
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rail line' s operator, BNSF, a common carrier, would be
required to provide service to any shi pper upon
reasonabl e request.”

There's an assunption here, and it's al so
reiterated in the draft, that this will be a common
carrier railroad, because it hooks up with a comobn
carrier railroad.

One of the things as a concerned | andowner
that we did is we went to sone of the surface owners
north of Billings between the BNSF |ine or Mntana Rail
Link line -- I"mnot sure which -- and the Signal Peak
line, and we were interested in what experiences they
had faced wth federal condemmati on under em nent
domai n.

They weren't. There was no application under
em nent donmain for themto be a conmon carrier. They
went in there, the railroad went in there and negoti at ed
w t hout the threat of condemmati on and they got access
for every foot of railroad that they wanted.

Over 30 years, we have had not hi ng but
confrontations and constantly having the threat of
condemati on hanging over us. And | think -- I'"'mnot a
| awer, I"'mnot a judge -- but | strongly believe that
just because you hook up with a conmopn carrier railroad

does not qualify the Tongue River Railroad as a conmmobn
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carrier.

So | hope that you would | ook into that very
carefully, because there's an assunption here that |I'm
not necessarily convinced is true.
