I am writing to you in concern to the recent CN Rail congestion that is in consideration of developing through the Barrington, Illinois Community that my husband and I live in.   I am deeply concerned about the traffic that may occur in town, the time the freight trains will take to clear the intersections, the noise pollution, the effect on values of our homes, and the safety of the children and adults living in the Barrington, Illinois area. 

When my husband and I decided to move to this area over three years ago our main concern was will this be a safe community to raise our future children.  With the addition to freight trains running through our town and considering we live a couple blocks from where the trains would be running I am opposed to the additional rail congestion.  If I were to be in labor and needed assistance I would not be able to receive medical attention if needed in an emergency situation.  If I were to be at home and needed family assistant I would have to wait since I am the only family member that lives on the south side of the tracks.   I am also concerned that when I do have kids and they walk to school that something can happen if a train de-rails, rail road crossing signals fail, or etc… 

The Barrington area has daily train traffic running through our town and adding more to this would be a disaster.  I find myself coming back from work waiting 15 minutes to cross the train tracks to arrive home.  In one instance this past summer I had to wait over an hour due to a freighter once breaking down in the middle of town blocking all intersections to cross over to the north side of Lake Cook road.   So what happens if that occurs? We just wait?  Have you ever experienced that yourself?  It is not fun especially when you have an important meeting, appointment, or obligation to attend.  This is just the tip of some of the issues I have.  I understand that additional freight trains are good for the economy, but you have to consider the effects this causes in an already busy town that has train/freight traffic. Please understand I don’t oppose the additional freighters, but I just do not want the freighters running through the Barrington, Illinois town.
