Union Pacific Railroad Company ("Union Pacific") has received a request from the City 
of Lexington, Missouri ("City") dated July 31, 2013 seeking a 180-day extension of the 
negotiation period for interim trail use and rail banking under the provisions of 16 U.S.C. 
§1247(d) and 49 C.F.R. § 1152.29 regarding that portion of the Union Pacific's right-of-way 
known as the Lexington Industrial Lead, as defined above, a distance of2.91 miles in Lafayette 
County, Missouri. The current negotiation period is scheduled to expire on August 17, 2013. 

The Union Pacific is willing to continue to negotiate with the City concerning the 
acquisition of the subject property for trail use and supports the City's request for a 180-day 
extension of the negotiation period to February 13, 2014.
