ENVIRONMENTAL/HISTORIC REPORT 

'ITie New York, Susquehanna & Wcsicm Railway Corporation (''Applicanl") will be 

seeking auihoniy to abandon a segmeni of ils line of railroad which runs between milcposl 22 1 

in Wayne Township. Passaic Couniy, New Jersey and milcposl 26.3 in Pomplon Plains 

Township, Morns County. New Jersey (''Subject Line"). This Subjeci Line traverses through 

United Stales postal zip codes 07440, 07442. 07444 and 07470. 

Applicanl plans to seek Board aulhorizalion on or about Seplember 30, 2013 for its 

abandonment by filing a noiicc of exemption pursuani lo the provisions of 49 CFR 1152.50 

This report is being filed in connection therewith, and in accordance wilh lhc requirements of 49 

Cl'R 1105 7 and 1105.8. To prepare this report. Applicant consulted with various stale and 

federal agencies as required by lhc Board's regulations Sec ihe Iciiers allached as l'»\hibit A. 

Based on lhc wniien response received lo-daie by Applicant allachcd as Exhibit B, and ihe 

rcspon.ses (boih oral and wriiien) noted in the Response Log allached as Exhibit C. Applicanl 

stales as follows: 
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ENVIRONMENTAL REPORT 

(49 CFR IUI5.7) 

1. PROPOSED ACTION AND ALTERNATIVES 

Applicanl proposes lo abandon the Subject Line which it acquired tn April 1982 No 

local or overhead service has been provided between MP 25.96 and MP 22.1 for over twenty 

years. There has nol been any local service between MP 25.96 and MP 26.3 for over iwo years. 

Applicant plans lo remove and sell lhc rails and iraek, lo the extent ihcy are saleable Morris 

Couniy has indicated an inlcresi in acquiring the right of way for trail use 

2. EFFECTS OF THE TRANSPORT'ATION SYSTEM 

Because there has been no local or overhead service on the Subjeci Line for a 

subsianiial period of time, Applicanl believes that ihe abandonment would have no effeci on lhc 

transporiaiion system. Applicant sent a consultation letter regarding the proposed abandonment 

to Ihe New Jersey Office of CIS. as the sialc clearinghouse. See Idler attached as pan of 

Exhibit A. No I'esponse has been received 

3 LAND USE 

I Applicant is unaware ofany regional or local land use patterns with which 

the proposed abandonmenl would be inconsisicni. Applicanl consulted wiih ihe following 

agencies regarding the proposed nbandonmcnl thai may be concerned wiih land use issues: New 

Jersey Depanmcni of Environmenial Proieciion - Green Acres Program and New Jersey 

Departmenl of Environinenlal Proieciion- Division of Land Use Rcgulalion (collectively 

"NJDEP"), Louis E Imhoff, 111, Clerk lo the Board of Chosen l-rccholdcrs, Passaic Couniy; 

Thomas J Masimngelo. Freeholder Director, Morns Couniy Board of Chosen Freeholders, U.S. 

Environinenlal Proieciion Agency ("EPA") (Region 2); U.S National Park Service (Northeast 

Region). U.S Natural Resources/Soil Conservation Scr\'ice ("NRCS"), Morris Couniy Soil 
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Conservaiion District; NRCS Serx'ice Center (serving Passaic Couniy) and the National Geodelic 

Survey, United Stales Departmenl of Commerce, NOAA. N/NJS2 (Spatial Reference System 

Division) Copies of these letters arc aiiached as part of Exhibit A. As indicated in the Response 

Log allachcd as Exhibit C, NRCS staled in a telephone call thai ii anticipates no issues with lhc 

proposed abandonment A Idler is forthcoming and will be forwarded when received. Applicanl 

also received responses from NJDEP. attached as part of Exhibit B and summarized in ihe 

Response Log atlached as Exhibit C: 

• In a telephone call and various email correspondence, the NJDEP stated 
that as long as the abandonment docs not include tree removal, there arc 
no aniicipaicd issues. NJDEP may have issues concerning the 
development of trails, but thai would need lo be addressed by ihe irail 
developer following the abandonmenl. 

No responses have been received from any ofthe other these consulted agencies. 

it. Applicanl does nol believe thai the proposed abandonment will have any 

adverse encct on any prime agricultural land. Consultation notices were sent to the agencies 

listed in paragraph 3(i) above, and as indicated, no responses have been received except for the 

responses from NCRS and NJDEP that indicate that they have no issues wiih the proposed 

abandonment 

ii i. Applicanl docs not believe that the abandonnient is inconsistent with any 

coastal /one plans Applicant sent a consultation letter regarding the abandonmenl to the New 

Jersey Coastal Management Office, a copy of which is allachcd as purt of Exhibit A .No 

response was received, however, NJDEP indicated ihat lhc line is not in New Jersey's Coastal 

Zone ^ce email atlached as pan of Exhibit B, and the Response Lug allached as Exhihii C. 

iv Applicant believes thai lhc right of way inay be suitable for use as a trail 

or other public purposes Morns Couniy has cxpres.sed an inleresi in acquiring the land for trail 
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purposes. While Passaic County has noi raised issues specific lo the environmental impaci of 

the abandonmenl. in a telephone call, it requested the opportunity to comment on land use 

following the abandonmenl. 

4. ENERGY 

Since there has not been any local or overhead ser\'ice on the line between MP 22.1 and 

MP 25.96 for over twenty years and no local ser\'ice between MP 25.96 and MP 26.3 for over 

iwo years. 

i. The proposed abandonment will have no effect on the transportauon of 

energy sources; 

i i . The proposed abandonmenl will have no effect on recyclable 

commodities: 

tu. There will be no effect on overall energy cfllciency; 

IV. The propo.sed abandonmenl will nol divert any tralllc from rail lo inoior 

carriage. 

Thus, the effects ofthe propo.sed abandonmenl will not exceed the thresholds .sci forth in 49 CFR 

1105 7(e)(4)(iv) 

5. AIR 

Since there has nol been any local or overhead service on the line between MP 22 1 and 

MP 25 96 for over twcniy years and no local scr\'ice between MP 25.96 and MP 26.3 for over 

two years, the proposed abandonment will not result in any increases in rail traffic or rail yard 

aclivily. The effects ofthe proposed abandonnient will not exceed lhc thresholds set forth in 49 

CFR1105.7(c)(4)(v) 
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6. NOISE 

Applicant docs nol believe that the proposed abandonment will result in any increa.se in 

noise levels. 

7 SAFETY 

Applicant does noi believe that die propo.sed abandonment will have any adverse cffcci 

on public health or safely. Abandonment will allow the closing of seven public and two pnvaie 

rail-highway crossings (although crossings for possible irail use would still be neccs.sar̂ ')-

8 BIOLOGICAL RESOURCES 

i Applicant has consulted with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (Resident 

Agent in Charge) and ihe U.S. Fish and Wildlife Ser\'ice (New Jersey Ecological Services Field 

Office), as well as lo the following agencies that arc potentially concerned with biological 

resources NJDEP; EPA: U.S. National Park Ser\'ice (Northeast Region); NRCS; Morris Couniy 

Soil Conscr\'ation Disinct and NRCS Service Center (serving Passaic County). Copies of these 

letters are allached as pan of Exhibit A. Copies of lhc wTilten responses lo-datc arc allached as 

part of Exhibit B. Both written and oral lesponses are summarixxd on ihe Response Log 

allached as Exhibit C '1 he following is a summary of the respon<;cs received to date: 

• In an email and a Idler, the U.S Fish and Wildlife Ser\'ice expressed 
concern about the effects ofthe proposed abandonmenl. in particular the 
removal of trees, on the habitat ofthe Indiana Bai. Applicant advised Ihe 
agency that it did nol uniicipate removal ofany trees as part ofthe salvage 
ofthe Subjeci Line, but that i f any were removed, Applicanl would only 
do so during the recommended time penods. Based on ihcse 
representations, the Fish & Wildlife Service gave approval for the project. 

• In a telephone call. NRCS staled thai it anticipates no issues with ihc 
proposed abandonmenl. A letter is forthcoming and will be fonvardcd 
upon receipi. 

• In a lelephonc call and various email correspondence, the NJDEP staled 
that as long as the abandonmenl does nol include irec removal, ihcre are 
no aniicipaicd issues NJDEP may have issues concerning ihe 

iniivyiM - 6 -
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development of irails, bul that would need lo be addressed by the irail 
developer following the abandonment. 

ii. Applicant does not believe that there are any wildlife sanctuaries or 

refuges. National or Slaie parks or forests in the vicinity of the proposed abandonmenl. 

Consullaiion letters were sent to the agencies identified in the paragraph 8 i, and Applicant 

received the responses summarized above. 

9. WATER 

i. The proposed abandonment and any salvage will be handled in a manner 

that is consistent with lhc applicable local. Stale and Federal water quality standards. Applicanl 

consulted with the agencies identified in paragraph 8 i 

li. Applicant also sent a consultation letter regarding the proposed 

abandonment to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Philadelphia District). A copy of this letter 

IS allached as part of Exhibit A. No response has been received lo-daie. 

iii Applicanl does not believe ihai any Clean Water Acl permits will be 

required. Consuliation Idlers were .sent to NJDEP and EPA Copies of these letters are atlached 

as part of Exhibit A As indicated in the responses from NJDEP, no penniis will be required. 

See emnils atlached as part of Exhibit B, and Rcspoti.se Log atlached as llxhibil C. No response 

has been received from the LPA.

As noted above, the only hisloric structure 50 years old or older is a bndge over the 

Pomplon River located at milepost 23.32. Photographs ofthe bridge are atlached as Exhibii F. 

4 DATES OF CONSTRUCTION OF HISTORIC STRUCTURE(S) 

Applicant believes that the current bridge was construcied in 1915. Applicanl is not 

aware of nny major alicralions to the bridge. 

5. HISTORY OF CARRIER OPERATIONS IN THE AREA 

Bases on information in Applicant's possession, the Subject Line was built in the 1860*s, 

as part of New York and Greenwood Lake Railroad Eventually, the Subject Line became part 

of ihe Erie Railroad and then the Erie Lackawanna Railroad. The Subjeci Line was conveyed lo 

Consolidaied Rail Corporation in 1976 as p£irt ofthe Final Syslem Plan Applicant purchased the 

Subject Line from Conrail in Apnl. 1982. 
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6. SUMMARY OF STRUCTURE DOCUMENTATION 

Applicanl has a variety of engineering drawings dating from construction ofthe bndge in 

1915 

7. OPINION REGARDING CRITERIA FOR LISTING 

Applicant has given noiice of lhc proposed abandonmenl lo lhc New Jersey I lisiorical 

Society. In email correspondence from the NJDEP, Applicant was advised that there might be a 

need to file a separate Scciion 106 request with the NJDEP Historic Preservation Office 

Applicant will comply with any necessary rcquiremenis. llowcver. the bridge at mileposi 23.32, 

the only historical siructurc on lhc Subject will not be removed or altered. The salvage work that 

the Applicanl proposes will be surface work only and will nol disturb subsurface resources 

8. ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS 

Applicant is unaware ofany pnor subsurface ground disturbance or fill, or environmental 

conditions which might affect the archeological recovery of resources or the surround terrain.

HI Carol, below are my commenis to aid you in the removal process: 

1 Like Rich said, this area is NOT in a coastal managemenl area; 
2. As long as you do not remove any trees or woody shrubs and/or there is no significant movement/disturbance 

of soil as a result of this activity, there should be plenty of room wiihin the disturbed right-of-way that the 
Division would not regulate this activity and you would not need a permit. 

3. As for future pcrmttting for foot bridges or boardwalks, its hard to say without knowing the specifics of the 
design and the extent of any potential soil or vegetation disturbance Assuming that the foot bridges or 
boardwalk trails over/through regulated areas are proposed, simple Freshwater Wetland Statewide General 
Permits (like GP17) would suffice As for Flood Hazard Area Permits and again assuming that these stream 
crossings would be on lop of previously existing bridge abutments, than simple Permits-By-Rule would suffice If 
you folks need a new crossing, than worst case scenario would be Ihal you need to obtain a Flood Hazard Area 
Individual Permit-7 13-11.8 (foot bridge).
