As Mayor of the City of Louisville, [ am writing you in support of the Joint Use Application
recently filed by CSX Transportation, Inc. (CSXT) and the Louisville & Indiana Railroad
Company, Inc. (L&I). The proposed transaction would allow for significant investment in a rail
line that is vital in meeting the region’s growing need for freight rail transportation.

As proposed, CSXT would invest significant private funds over a seven-year period to upgrade
the L&I’s 106-mile rail line between Louisville and Indianapolis.
