Dear Ms. Brown:

As Mayor of the City of Crystal Lake, Illinois, a community of approximately 41,000 residents located 12 miles northwest
of Barrington, 1L, 1 am writing in support of the recent Village of Barrington petition seeking a railroad-paid grade
separation between U.S. Highway 14 and the EJ&E rail line with which it intersects.

U.S. Highway 14 is a major thoroughfare in the City of Crystal Lake and the means by which many of our residents
commute to workplaces located to the southeast of our City. As a four-lane regional arterial for the City of Crystal Lake
and many of the surrounding communities, it is vital that traffic flow on U.S. Highway 14 not devolve into a constant state
of vehicular gridlock due to the increase in freight traffic that will be operating on the rail line as a result of the Surface
Transportation Board’s approval of Canadian National Railway’s purchase of the EJ&E in 2008.

In addition to the new and compelling evidence of traffic impacts raised in Barrington’s petition, it is important for the
Board to consider that planned January 2012 increases in rates for the tollway that runs parallel to U.S. Highway 14
through the region are likely to drive additional traffic onto U.S. Highway 14. Absent a grade separation project at a
railroad juncture that will prove to be a significant bottleneck, the region’s vitality and livability will be irrevocably
harmed. 1 respectfully request that the Board use its oversight authority to hold Canadian National responsible for
alleviating a portion of the harms its operations are creating in the area by requiring it to underwrite a grade separation in
Barrington, just as the Board did in Lynwood, IL and Aurora, IL.
