According to DM&E, the purpose of the transaction is to promote the more
efficient and economical movement of freight by allowing DM&E continued handling of
traffic between DM&E’s Marquette Subdivision and SOO’s Tomah, Watertown, and

M&P Subdivisions.

As a condition to this exemption, any employees affected by the trackage rights
will be protected by the conditions imposed in Norfolk & Western Railway—Trackage
Rights—Burlington Northern, Inc., 354 1.C.C. 605 (1978), as modified in Mendocino
Coast Railway—Lease & Operate—California Western Railroad, 360 1.C.C. 653 (1980).

This notice is filed under 49 C.F.R. § 1180.2(d)(7). If the notice contains false or
misleading information, the exemption is void ab initio. Petitions to revoke the
exemption under 49 U.S.C. 8 10502(d) may be filed at any time. The filing of a petition
to revoke will not automatically stay the effectiveness of the exemption. Petitions for
stay must be filed by July 3, 2014 (at least 7 days before the exemption becomes
effective).
