They have invested their life savings to buy the property and live there the rest of their lives.  The farm environment is where I choose to live for many reasons.  Just because there is vacant land without buildings does not mean this land is not loved and cared for.  Please do not allow the GLB RR to build a railroad anywhere in the United States.
