Our family has resided in Barrington Hills for ten years. We have seen this community grow substantially during that time. Not only has our own community grown, but the growth beyond us has been nothing short of explosive. This has caused increasing traffic problems in our town with no end in sight. Our roads are ill equipped to handle the traffic that we already have, much less any freight induced traffic. The  lights at Main and Hough Streets, right by our Metra station are always a problem during rush hour. I have been held up there for 15 minutes or longer, trying to cross that intersection or even turn in the direction of the traffic.

Our freight tracks are right in the middle of town. We live on the west side so consequently, much of my shopping is done in the neighboring town to our west, because we cannot get to downtown Barrington, especially in rush hour. And this is before any freight traffic increase. Our roads are not only congested, but ill designed without separate turn lanes for right and left hand turns. 

We chose our community for a reason. We moved from the city to avoid all the congestion that it entails. If the train traffic increases, we will lose our peace and quiet that we so dearly desired when we looked for towns to live in. Barrington is 42 miles from the Loop. It is one and one half hour commute by car, and the train schedule is only   convenient on weekdays. 
Please consider the children of Barrington, the majority of who go to school on the other side of the tracks from where they reside. If there was any emergency, the children would be stranded in the schools and unable to be picked up. We had a tornado warning and a police situation just six months ago. The buses and schools were ordered on lockdown. Children were unable to be picked up by their parents. And the buses could not drop them off. We thank you for your consideration.
