After an initial review of STB Finance Docket No. 35095, I would like to express my concerns with the following issues:

1) The ROW takes are in excess of ARR needs.

2) The study fails to identify ROW takes per property as well as individual damages and, as such, costs for ROW takes have not been properly identified.

3) ARR alignments encroach into private property when it when it could be placed on public lands/ property.

4) ARR destroys existing and future vales of private property with no consideration given to those damages in the documents.

5) The east route seems to impact less private property.

6) ROW take compensation needs to be realistic and updated.

7) ROW take compensation needs to address access issues with the property owners.

8) ROW takes create unusable parcels without acknowledgment on how they are going to deal with these issues or compensation for them including crossings etc.

As this process continues it is hoped direct discussions with effected property owners will take place.
