If it is constructed the car show would not occur again…the continual sounds of the trains, smell, vibrations, etc. will make it impossible to have a car show.  An oil spill will devastate this small town.  People will move away even though their property value of their homes will have decreased significantly but they will not want to live there anymore.  Frank Patton announced at a recent meeting in Seneca that no property values will decrease, in fact they will increase.  Everyone at the meeting laughed. The railroad will affect disrupt our culture and the way of life in a farming community in many ways.
