 I am concerned about the rail grade crossing at county road 100 south in La Porte IN. At mt 2 to mt 2, this county road parallels the Norfolk/Southern tracks at this point. This would be a very long grade crossing and would be extremely dangerous because of the acute angle, making this one of the most dangerous in the state. 
According to GLB RR website maps, mt1 to mt1 I believe is a flyover, not a grade crossing as your maps shows. It is not clear if the new line flies over or under the existing Norfolk/Southern Line. If the new line flies over the NS this would mean a terrific amount of roadbed fill. The fill for the super structure on the north side may amount to an eighty foot high fill because of the deep gorge that exists on that side of the current line. Where would all of this earth come from?? With the embankment of mt1on the south side of the mt2 crossing, when coming from the west, the site line would be impaired also adding to the danger of grade crossing mt2 to mt2. 
County Road 100 south is a very highly traveled road and should never be considered to be closed. It is a school bus route. It is a main road between west and southwest La Porte County. Michigan City residents use this road to get to La Porte, and La Porte residents to Michigan City, because they can always get over the NS tracks at Wozniack Road or 700 west underpass. This road is also used to access the Indiana Toll Road at Westville and by students traveling to the Purdue North Central campus. 
This rail line also bisects New Durham Township in half. This is the most desirable and fastest growing township in La Porte County. It has a one township school system and this one township is all that supports this school. Out of this tax base is several hundred acers that don’t contribute to the tax base; this being the Purdue North Central campus and the Indiana State Prison south of Westville. This rail line will create more of a hardship on the school system by lowering property values even more but create higher property taxes for residents. This rail line would have a detrimental effect on New Durham Township and its residents.  
The construction period would be very disturbing. Personally we would be adversely affected by the long construction period and road closure for the crossing and flyover that would be necessary. Our television reception of the South Bend stations would be affected for the future as our Chicago reception is affected now by the existing Norfolk/Southern line each time a train passes. 
If this rail line is to go in the starting point should be just west of the La Porte County fair grounds heading directly south to hook up with the CN and CSX near Wellsboro and Union Mills. Then if another line is needed to access the KOP area, a shot spur between the CN and South Shore is all that would be necessary.
