The abandonment authorized by the STB Board in the docket listed above has not
yet been consummated due to an existing historical condition. However, Benton
County and Union Pacific have reached agreement on the terms of sale for the
right-of-way, bridges and culverts on the lines in question.

Therefore, Benton County requests that the Board issue a new Notice of Interim
Trail Use for 90 days on the Bailey Branch and Hull-Oaks Lead. The property
extends from milepost 682.25 near Greenberry to milepost 671.58 near Monroe
and from milepost 673.21 near Alpine Junction to milepost 680.06 near Dawson.
