Union Pacific Railroad Company ("UP") submits this verified Notice of Exemption 

pursuant to 49 § C.F.R. 1152, Subpart F --Exempt Abandonments and 

Discontinuances of Service and Trackage Rights for an exempt abandonment of service 

on the Thornton Industrial Lead from Milepost 29.52 to Milepost 30.02 near Belmond, 

for a total distance of 0.5 miles in Wright County, Iowa (the "Line"). 

Proposed Consummation Date: 49 C.F.R. § 1152.50(d)(2) 

The abandonment and discontinuance are proposed to be consummated on or 

after July 5, 2013 (at least 50 days after filing the Notice of Exemption). 

Certification: 49 C.F.R.1152.50(b) 

UP certifies that no local or overhead traffic has moved over the Line for at least 

two years. Therefore, there is no need to reroute any traffic. UP further certifies that no 

formal complaint filed by a user of rail service on the Line (or filed by a state or local 

governmental entity acting on behalf of such user) regarding cessation of service over 

the Line is pending either with the Board or any U.S. District Court, or has been decided 

in favor of the complainant within the two-year period.

(a) General. 

(a)(1) The railroad's exact name is Union Pacific Railroad Company. 

(a)(2) UP is a common carrier by railroad subject to 49 U.S.C. Subtitle IV, 

Chapter 105. 

(a)(3) UP intends to abandon the Thornton Industrial Lead from Milepost 

29.52 to Milepost 30.02 near Belmond, a total distance of 0.5 miles in Wright County, 

Iowa.

highways, and major roads in the area is attached as Exhibit 1.

(e)(4) Rural and Community Impact. 

The right-of-way of the Line proposed for abandonment is not suitable for public 

purposes, including roads or highways, other forms of mass transportation, 

conservation, energy production or transmission as this area is adequately served by 

existing roads and utility lines at the present time. There does appear to be local 

interest in use of the right of way as a public recreational trail for hiking and bicycle use. 
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The Line proposed for abandonment contains mostly reversionary property. 

Based on UP's records, the Line does not contain any federally granted right-of-way. 

Any documentation in UP's possession concerning the Line will be made available to 

those requesting it. 

After the proposed abandonment, UP will continue to provide rail service to 

Belmond from the Ft. Dodge Subdivision of UP. In addition, Belmond is served by local 

roads and highways. Belmond lies on U.S. Highway 69 and use of this highway and 

other state and local roads provides access to several junctions with Interstate 35 within 

15 to 20 miles of Belmond. 

No local traffic has moved over the Line during the past two years, and there is 

no overhead traffic or passenger service on the Line. UP has received no request for 

rail service on the Line in well over two years. No complaint regarding cessation of 

service has been filed, is pending, or has been ruled upon in favor of a complainant 

during the prior two years 

A map of the Line is attached as Exhibit No. 1. 

Labor Protection 

The interests of railroad employees will be protected by the conditions discussed 

in Oregon Short Line Railroad Co.-- Abandonment-- Goshen, 360 I.C.C. 91 (1979). 

Certifications 

Attached as Exhibit No. 2 is a Certificate of Service and Publication, pursuant to 

the notice requirements of 49 C.F.R. §§ 1152.50(d)(1), 1105.11 and 1105.12. 

Environmental and Historic Report 

A copy of the cover letter which accompanied UP's Combined Environmental and 

Historic Report ("CEHR"), containing the information required by 49 C.F.R. §§ 1105.7(e) 

and 1105.8, and delivered in accordance with 49 C.F.R. 1105.11, is attached as Exhibit 
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No. 3. The CEHR was electronically filed with the Office of Environmental Analysis 

(OEA), on March 6, 2013. The CEHR indicated that the proposed abandonment does 

not involve any historic properties. On May 13, 201 0 UP notified the State Historic 

Preservation Office of the State Historical Society of Iowa (the "Office") of this planned 

abandonment. After review of UP's notification, the Office sent to UP a letter dated May 

27, 2010 stating that the Office concurred with UP's determination that no historical 

properties would be affected by the proposed abandonment. A copy of the letter dated 

May 27, 2010 from the Office is attached to the CEHR as Attachment No. 8
