NOTICE OF INTENT

- NEVADA CENTRAL RAILROAD -

1. Robert Alan Kemp, D/B/A; Nevada Central Railroad, based in Henderson, Nevada, 89074,

bereby files his NOTICE OF INTENT to the Board with respect to the future filing by this Petitioner of
his (Offer of Financial Assistance) within this proceeding. Following direct and continuing communications
between Petitioner and the Union Pacific Railroad Company, hereafter (“UP”), as well as the recent |
execution of an On-Site Personal Inspection of the subject Rail Line by Petitioner in Lexington, MO, this
Petitioner has now decided as of TODAY (Wednesday) March 30%., 2011, to Limit his Acquisition of the
subject LEXINGTON INDUSTRIAL LEAD: [“Right of Way”] from Milepost 246.49 near Myrick,
Missouri, to a Point Appx: 100' East of the (East Side of the 20%, St. Railroad Crossing), in the City of

Lexington, MO. In terms of planned Rail Operations, this Petitioner intends to Terminate his Rail
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Operations at a Point Appx: 24-Feet West of the (West Side of the 20®. St. Railroad Crossing) in the City
of Lexington, MO., thus eliminating the current 20%, St. Grade Crossing, as well as any and all Rail
Operzations farther East all the way to MP-243.58. By Retaining the existing Railroad (“Right of Way”)
to a Point Appx: 100' East of the (East Side of the 20™, St. Railroad Crossing), NCR can Maintain Critical
and Necessary Drainage of Water from the end of its Right of Way/Rail Line in a direction to the East.

2. This Petitioner has already obtained an Oral Stipulation and Agreement regarding this NOTICE
OF INTENT from the Mayor of Lexiugton, MO., the Honorable Jerry Brown, outlining the agreement
concerning the NCR reservation and requirement for Continving Use and Drainage of Water at the 20®. St.
Grade Crossing, in a Direction to the East. This decision will effectively shorten the total length of the Rail
Line for which NCR in;aends to acquire from UP, from Appx: 2.91-Miles, down to Appx: 1.85-Miles. This
Petitioner on or about April 15%., 2011 will clearly MARK unsing (Fluorescent Orange Paint & Wood Stakes
and Flags), the contemplated END of his Rail Line to be identified within his OFA, at a point Appx: 24-Feet
West of the West Side of 20®, St., and will clearly MARK using (Gloss White Paint & Wood Stakes and
Flags), the contemplated END of his Railroad Right of Way, to be further identified within his OFA, at a
Point Appx: 100-Feet East of the East Side of the 20®, St. Grade Crossing. Following the provision and
acceptance by the Board of Petitioners OFA, Petitioner will File a Supplement to his OFA based on the
execution of a precise Legal Survey and Map specifically detailing the Precise Legal Description of the MP
location of the END of !'l_ls lfail Line, Appx: 24-Feet West on the West Side of the 20%,, St. Grade Crossing,
as well as the END of his “Right of Way” Appx: 148-Feet further East.

3 As a result of this decision by Pe.ﬁtioner, NCR hereby effectively Stipulates to the ABANDONMENT
by the Union Pacific Railroad Company of the Railroad “Right of Way” from a Point Appx: 100-Feet East
of the (East Side of the 20", St. Grade Crossing), in the City of Lexington, MO, to the end of the line at MP-
243.58. However this action by NCR concerning the “Right of Way” will NOT affect NCR’s continuing
rights to the Acquisition of any and all “Rail, Associated Hardware, and Roadbed Materials inclading
Ballast” located within the entire line from MP-246.49 near the Switch at Myrick Junction to the end o.i.‘ the
line at MP-243.58 in Lg.xington, as well as any and all Safety Equipment presently stored am.l or installed
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within the existing Right of Way.

4. This Petitioner is now in the process of transmitting a Proposal to UP outlining the contemplated
Realisnment of the Appx: 1.85-Mile Rail Line for which Petitioner intends to identify within his OFA, that
may provide the basis of additional Limitations to his OFA as 2 means to save UP costs ranging from Appx:
($250-K. to $ 500-K.), necessary to restore a Bridge unlawfully removed by UP located Appx: 1-Mile on the
line North-East of the Switch at Myrick Junction. This Realignment is also supported by the City of
Lexington, and further involves the provision by the City of Lexinlgton of Real Property to NCR as necessary
to enable NCR to Realign the Appx: 1.85-Miles of Rail Line at a Jocation in general running adjacent to the
existing UP Mainline parallel to the Missouri River. NCR will however first need to obtain the documented
support/stipulation by UP before terminating additional rights to the Acquisition of any portion of the
existing 1.85-Mile Rail Line and or Related Rail and Roadbed Material. Petitioner will continue to appraise
the Board of any and all developments regarding the potential to Realign his “Right of Way” generating

significant savings to UP.
