VERIFIED NOTICE OF EXEMPTION

Oakland Global Rail Enterprise, LLC (“OGRE”), a non-railroad, hereby files this
Verified Notice of Exemption, pursuant to 49 U.S.C. §10502 and 49 C.F.R. §1150.31, in order
that OGRE may construct and operate over tracks it will own within the Port of Oakland,
Alameda County, California (“Port”), and operate over tracks owned by the Port, the City of
Oakland, California (“City”), the BNSF Railway Company (“BNSF”) and Union Pacific
Railroad Company (“UP”), as more fully described below.

C. Agreement:

Applicant has entered into a formal Agreement with the Port, the City, the BNSF and the
UP by which OGRE will construct rail tracks within the Port on property owned by the City and
provide common carrier rail service to various industries within the Port both over its own track,
track owned by the Port, the City, BNSF and, on occasion, UP and various industry track owned
by the shippers. All shippers are being notified of this transaction and OGRE’s intention to
provide the described service.

d. Operator of the Property:

The OGRE will provide common carrier rail service over the lines of BNSF and UP.

e. Brief Summary of the Proposed Transaction:

2. Proposed Time Schedule for Consummation of the Transaction:

OGRE intends to consummate the transaction on or before January 1, 2015.

3. Description of the Subject Property:

The operations will be conducted over the following track:



(a) OGRE track:

OGRE is constructing 32,960 feet of track in the Port on property owned by the City.
The track, which is designated in green on the map in Exhibit A, runs from the Northwest
portion of the Port adjacent to West Burma Road to connections with tracks owned by the Port
and/or the UP in an area referred to as the Martinez subdivision. This North end of rail yard is at
UP’s milepost number 3.5

(b) Port Track:

OGRE will also operate over 60,670 feet of track owned by the Port, which is designated
in cobalt blue on the map in Exhibit A, which runs through the central Port area and is adjacent
to the tracks owned by UP that are designated as the Martinez subdivision. The Port tracks
connect to the UP at its milepost numbers 3.0 and 3.5.

(c) UP and BNSF track

OGRE will also operate over the tracks owned by BNSF (the tracks designated as dark
blue on the map in Exhibit A), that are known as the Wood Street Yard, which are adjacent to
Wood Street. In addition, OGRE may occasionally operate on small portions of the UP track,
(shown as red on Exhibit A), which connect with the Port track.

OGRE will also operate over various industry track in this area. There are no milepost
designations for any of this track.

4, The Total Route Miles Being Acquired:

OGRE will construct and operate approximately 6 1/4 miles of track and will operate
over approximately 11.5 miles of track owned by the Port, 1.4 miles of track owned by BNSF,

and, on occasion, approximately 500 track feet owned by UP.



f. Map:

A map of the line is attached as Exhibit A to this Notice.

g. Projected Revenue Certification:

OGRE hereby certifies that its projected revenues as a result of this transaction will not
exceed the amount that would qualify it as a Class III railroad.

h. Environmental and Historical Certification:

Pursuant to 49 C.F.R. §1105.6(c)(2)(i), the proposed transaction is exempt from
environmental review, because the actions proposed herein will not cause any operating changes
that exceed the thresholds established in 49 C.F.R. §1105.7(e)(4) or (5).

Furthermore, this transaction is exempt from historic review under 49 C.F.R.
§1105.8(b)(1). Under this section, a sale, lease or transfer of a rail line if rail operations will
continue over the line. Further, Board approval is required for any of the parties to this
transaction to abandon service, and there are no plans to dispose of or alter the properties subject
to Board jurisdiction that are 50 years old or older.
