This request is filed on behalf of the Indiana Trails Fund, Inc., which is an Indiana

Proponent requests issuance of a Public Use Condition as well as an Interim Trail

liability, in which case it need only indemnify the railroad against any potential
liability], and for the payment of any and all taxes that may be levied or assessed
against the right-of-way owned by and operated by the railroad.

This CSX Transportation property, known as the Northern Region, Great Lakes
Division, Indianapolis Terminal Subdivision, between north of West 29" Street,
milepost QY 3.69, and the end of track south of Langsdale Avenue, milepost QlY
2.20, a distance of approximately 1.49 miles of rail line in Indianapolis, Marion
County, Indiana.
