WHEREAS, NL Industries considered the option of the rail and tie 

removal in the early 1990's to salvage the scrap value and to provide property 

tax relief, AND; 

WHEREAS, The Towns of Newcomb and Minerva promoted a transfer 

of conditional ownership to the Essex County Industrial Development 

Agency to provide for property tax relief, AND; 

WHEREAS, the primary reasoning for the actions of the Towns of 
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Newcomb and Minerva was the recognition of the many assets located at the 

Tahawas site and the possible need for rail traffic to fully realize the potential 

job creation by the use of those assets, AND; 

WHEREAS, it is the interest of the Towns of Newcomb and Minerva, the 

County of Essex, and the surrounding Adirondack communities to utilize the 

assets located at Tahawus , AND; 

WHEREAS, the North Country Regional Council Plan, recently 

completed, identified restoration of rail service as a major component of the 

regions economic health and called for the retention of all existing rail lines. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Indian 

Lake fully supports Saratoga and North Creeks Railways's application to the 

STB and commits it resources to a grant of the railroad's application.
