Norfolk Southern Railway Company ("NSR") hereby submits a notice of exemption 

pursuant to 49 C.F.R. part 1152, subpart F (Exempt Abandonrnents and Discontinuances of 

Service and Trackage Rights), to discontinue service over an approximately 1.7-mile line of 

railroad (hereinafter, the "Line") located in Monroe County, Michigan. In accordance with the 

Board's regulations at 49 C.F.R. §§ 1152.50(b) and (d), NSR provides the following information 

in support of its notice:

The subject discontinuance will be consummated on or after October 19, 2013 (50 days

NSR is invoking the Board's two-year-out-of-service class exemption procedures to 

discontinue service over an approximately 1.7-mile line of railroad (the Line) located in Monroe 

County, Michigan, extending from milepost XV 0.0 (near the intersection ofE Front St.) to 

milepost XV 1.7 (near the intersection ofE First St. and Eastchester St.), all of which is located 

in the City of Monroe, Michigan

The Line lies within U.S. Postal Service ZIP Codes territory 48161. 
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Rural and Community Impact (49 C.F.R. § 1152.22(e)(4)): 

The Line has been dormant for at least two years due to a lack of demand for service, so 

NSR anticipates no rural or community impact from the discontinuance of its common carrier 

obligation. Because the Line has not been used for local rail shipments for over twenty-four (24) 

months, there will be no effect on regional or local transportation systems and patterns, and no 

diversion of traffic to other transportation systems or modes would result from NSR's action. 

The informational requirement of section 1152.22( e)( 4) (alternative public uses of rail 

property) appears to be pertinent only where the railroad proposes to abandon rail property. 1 

Here NSR seeks to discontinue service over the Line, not abandon it, and for this reason NSR 

has no opinion on whether or not the subject rail property might be appropriate for use for other 

public purposes. Although of questionable relevance here (because the proposed action does not 

entail abandonment of a rail line), NSR nevertheless states as follows: based upon the 

information in its possession, NSR is unaware of any condition that would affect the transfer of 

title to or the use of the railroad right-of-way for other than rail purposes. 

Labor Protection 

The interests of affected railroad employees, if any, will be protected by the conditions 

discussed in Oregon Short Line Railroad -Abandonment Portion Goshen Branch Between Firth 

& Ammon, in Bingham & Bonneville Counties. Idaho, 360 I.C.C. 91 (1979).

On or about August 28, 2013, Norfolk Southern Railway Company ("NSR") expects to file 
with the Surface Transportation Board ("STB") a notice of exemption ("Notice") pursuant to 49

Rights, to discontinue service over an approximately L7-mile line of railroad (hereinafter, the 
"Line") located in Monroe County, Michigan, extending from milepost XV 0.0 (near the

Norfolk Southern Railway Company (NSR) filed on August 28, 2013, a verified notice of 

exemption under 49 C.F .R. part 1152 subpart F-Exempt Abandonments and Discontinuances of 

Service and Trackage Rights to discontinue service over approximately 1. 7 miles of railroad in 

Monroe County, Indiana. The subject rail line extends from milepost XV 0.0 (near the 

intersection ofE Front St.) to milepost XV 1.7 (near the intersection ofE First St. and 

Eastchester St.), all of which is located in the City of Monroe, Michigan. The line traverses 

United States Postal Service Zip Code 48161. 

NSR has certified that: (1) no local traffic has moved over the line for at least 2 years; 

(2) there is no overhead traffic on the line that has been, or would need to be, rerouted; (3) no 

formal complaint filed by a user of rail service on the line (or by a state or local government 

entity acting on behalf of such user) regarding cessation of service over the line either is pending 

with the Surface Transportation Board (Board) or with any U.S. District Court or has been 

decided in favor of complainant within the 2-year period; and ( 4) the applicable requirements at 

49 C.F.R. § 1105.12 (newspaper publication), and 49 C.F.R. § 1152.50(d)(l) (notice to 

governmental agencies) have been met. 

As a condition to this exemption, any employee adversely affected by the discontinuance 

shall be protected under Oregon Short Line Railroad - Abandonment Portion Goshen Branch 

Between Firth & Ammon, in Bingham & Bonneville Counties, Idaho, 360 I.C.C. 91 (1979).

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address whether this condition adequately protects affected employees, a petition for partial 

revocation under49 U.S.C. § 10502(d) must be filed.
