Had the people known that
in just a few short years the CF would flip the track and elirminated access 10
Minneapolis/St. Paul, Mankato, Wuseca, Winona and Chicago. 1o name a {fow, 101s hard
o imagine the CP would have received the support it did for the acquisiion.

Several shippers have made considerable investmenis on e existing tracks w0
expand the shuttle loading facilities based on rai] availability 10 markets. Those
investmentis are now at risk. Other shippers have suspended additional mvestment i
expansion plans as a result of the CP’s recent announcement.

The Surface Transportation Board’s approval of the South Dakota petition would
allow the CP to publicly justify its belated effort 1o avoid these track upgrades and
service 10 the STE, South Dakota farmers, shippers and conununities who relied on thelr
representation.
