These two rail segments, which form part of a stub-
ended branch line, interconnect at mileposts PM 181 80/PY 2.60 as the attached map
reflects.

The City of South Bend has requested that NSR abandon these rail ines in order
10 facilitate economic development at Ignition Park on the City's southwest side. There
has been no rall traffic on either rail line segment for apgroximately eight years.
