Union Pacific Railroad Company ("Union Pacific") has received a request from the 
Friends ofthe Weiser River Trail ("FWRT") dated October 28,2013 seeking a 180-day 
extension of the negotiation period for interim trail use and rail banking under the provisions of 
16 U.S.C. § 1247(d) and 49 C.P.R. § 1152.29 regarding that portion of the Union Pacific' s right­
of-way known as the New Meadows Industrial Lead, as defined above, a distance of 0.28 miles 
in Washington County, Idaho. The current negotiation period is scheduled to expire on 
November 5, 2013. 

The Union Pacific is willing to continue to negotiate with FWRT concerning the 
acquisition ofthe subject property for trail use and supports the FWRT's request for a 180-day 
extension of the negotiation period to May 4, 20lf. A copy ofFWRT' s request is attached 
hereto as Exhibit A and is hereby made a part hereof.

I am writing on behalf of the Friends of Weiser River Trail, Inc. (FWRT) to request a 180-day 
extension of the deadline for negotiations with the UnionPacific Railroad Company (UPRR) 
regarding the Notice of Interim Trail Use in the above, captioned proceeding. Pursuant to th'e.May 9, 
2013, initial decision of the Surface Transportation Board, FWRTwas allowed to negotiate with 
UPRR for a period of 180-days commencing from the May 10, 2013 effective date of the exemption 
until November 6, 2013. 

FWRT and UPRR have agreed upon a purchase price and a draft Purchase and Sale Agreement 
has been prepared. A modification of the agreement is now necessary because the salvage operation 
will not take place until the spring of2014. Therefore, FWRT respectfully requests a 180-<lay 
extension of the NITU deadline to May 5, 2014, or such time so indicated by the Board. uPRR has 
agreed to this request for an extension of time.
