The City of Lindsborg has been negotiating with Union Pacific Railroad Company for
public use and trail use conditions pertaining to the following line segments:

Hoisington Subdivision - Milepost 495.80 to Milepost 497 .4, a distance of 1.6
miles;

McPherson Subdivision - Milepost 531.40 to Milepost 530.60, a distance of .80
miles.

The negotiations continue with Union Pacific Railroad for rail banking the

. aforementioned rail corridor. The extension granted is set to expire on September 3,
2002. The negotiations continue on the value of the non-reversionary property that is a
component of the rail corridor. Additionally, fiber optic easements must be registered
before there can be a transfer of property. Union Pacific agrees to continue negotiations
and both parties continue to negotiate in good faith. Therefore, | request that the
Surface Transportation Board extend the period for negotiations another 180 days until
March 2, 2003.
