The Union Pacific Railroad Company (“UP”) filed a Notice of
Exemption on November 12, 2002 pursuant to the Board's exemption
procedures for abandonment of rail lines with no local business
for at least two years, (49 C.F.R. 1152.50).

The filing contained a non substantive typographical error. The
first full sentence on page 3 of the Notice indicates that the UP
sold the track structure along with the real property interest in
the Line to the Utah Transit Authority (“UTA”). While this is
the case for the other UTA abandonments also filed with the Board
on November 12, 2002 (see AB-33 (Sub-Nos. 192X, 193X and 194X),
for the subject abandonment, the track structure will be retained
by UP and salvaged after receipt of abandonment authority from
the Board.
