Union Pacific Railroad Company ("UP") submits this verified Notice of

Exemption pursuant to 49 § C.F.R. 1152, Subpart F - Exempt Abandonments and

Discontinuances of Service and Trackage Rights, for an exempt abandonment of the

Marshall Industrial Lead from Milepost 0.0 to Milepost 2.2, as derived from 1918

Missouri Pacific Railroad Company valuation map showing the line as being from

survey station 0400 at the connection with the River Subdivision, hereinafter equaling

Milepost 0.0, to survey station 116+59 at the connection with the KCS, hereinafter

equaling Milepost 2.2, in and around Marshall, a distance of 2.2 miles in Saline County,

Missouri (the "Line").

Proposed Consummation Date: 49 C.F.R. S 1152.50 (dH2>

The abandonment is proposed to be consummated on or after July 24,

2008 (at least 50 days after filing the Notice of Exemption).

UP certifies that no local traffic has moved over the Line for at least two

years; and that no formal complaint filed by a user of rail service on the Line (or filed by

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a state or local governmental entity acting on behalf of such user) regarding cessation

of service over the Line either is pending with this Board or any U.S. District Court or

has been decided in favor of the complainant within the two-year period. UP further

certifies that there Is no overhead traffic on the Line.

(a) General.

(a)(1) The railroads' exact name is Union Pacific Railroad Company.

(a)(2) UP is a common carrier by railroad subject to 49 U.S.C. Subtitle IV,

Chapter 105.

(a)(3) UP intends to abandon the Line from Milepost 0.0 to Milepost 2.2, a

distance of 2.2 miles. The Line is located in Saline County, Missouri. After

abandonment, UP intends to reclassify and retain up to the first 3000-foot section of the

Line east of central Marshall for various railroad purposes.

(a)(4) A map showing the location of the Line in conjunction with other rail lines,

highways and major roads in the area is attached hereto as Exhibit A and hereby made

a part hereof.

(a)(8) ZIP Code. The Line traverses U. S. Postal Service Zip Code 65340.
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(e)(4) Rural and Community Impact. The Line was constructed

by the Missouri Pacific Railway Company In the late 1880's. The Line is currently

constructed with 85-pound jointed rail. The date the rail was put down is unknown.

After abandonment, Marshall, Missouri would continue to receive rail

service from UP's River Subdivision just east of the Line to be abandoned and from the

KCS to the west of the Line. Marshall lies on U. S. Route 65, which is primarily a north-

south corridor. This highway accesses Interstate 70, a major east-west route, 11 miles

south of town.

The land proposed for abandonment is mostly reversionary. UP does not believe

the property is suitable for public purposes, including roads or highways, other forms of

mass transportation, conservation, energy production or transmission, in that the area is

adequately served by existing roads and utility lines at the present time.

Based on information In UP's possession, the Line proposed for abandonment

does not contain federally granted nght-of-way. There will be no effect on regional or

local transportation systems and patterns and diversion of traffic to other transportation

systems or modes.

Any documentation so related to the Line, including real estate documentation

relating to the Line in UP's possession, will be made available to those requesting it.

Labor Protection

The interests of railroad employees will be protected by the conditions
