Wisconsin and end of track at Mllo Post 89.9 In the City of Fttchburg, Wisconsin, a
distance of 4.4 miles In Dane County, Wisconsin.

The City acknowledges (hat use of the property Is subject to tho City continuing to meet Its
responsibilities described above and subject to possible future reconstruction and reactivation of
