Dear Mr. Grean

The Marine Corps Air Station (MCAS) located in Beaufort South
Carolina and home thMarine Air Group 31 has been serviced by
the Yemassee to Port Roval Rall Road since construction of the
alr station in 1957, Prior to that, Naval Air Station Beaufort
located on this property during the Second World War was
serviced by the same rail road.

Logistics operations and functions have evolved along with
rrangportation technologies’ that have apparently rendered rail
delivery of aviation ordnance and fuel to MCAS as too costly for
suppliers to use. With the shut down of the State Ports
Authority rail service to Port Royal, rail is no longer even a
fall back option.

However, with potential impact from the Global War on Terrorism
and the global competition for petroleum supplies, no one knows
what the future holds for the “movement of things and people”.

Therefore, I believe it is in the best interest of the public
that the Yemassee to Port Royal rail road right of way be
maintained as a government asset. It could be used for
recreational or some tyvpe of public service in the near term and
at the same time preserved as a future option for a
transportation right of way. '
