Answer In view of the fact that there has been no overhead traffic and

no local traffic on the rail line for over two years, applicants believe there arc no

alternatives to abandonment and discontinuance of service. West Shore is owned by a

group of local pnvatc investors who will continue to own other rail line segments along

the west bank of the Susquehanna River in the vicinity of Lcwisburg and West Milton,

Pennsylvania where an interchange connection also exists between West Milton and the

Norfolk Southern Harrisburg/Buffalo Line at Milton, PA. West Shore Railroad

Corporation is a non-operating common earner and service on its lines are provided under

contract and STB operating authority by Union County Industrial Railroad. Union
