Providence and Worcester Railroad Company (“P&W™) submits this Verified

Notice of Intent to Consummate Abandonment, pursuant to 49 C.F.R. §1152.50(dX2),
concerning its intcntion to consummate its abandonment of a portion of the Slatersville
Secondary Track located in Woonsocket, Rhode Island from Milepost 0.85 +/- at the
north side of Boyden Street and continuing to a point that is 1480 +/- feet northerly of the
end of the track at Milepost 0.0 in Blackstone, Massachusetts, a total distance of
approximately 1.1 miles (the “Line™).

Proposed Consummation Date: 49 C.F.R, § 1152.50(d|2)

The abandonment is proposed to be consummated on or after June 10, 2008 (at
least 50 days after filing this Noftice of Intention to Consummate).
Certification: 49 C.F.R. § 1152.50(b)

P&W certifies that no local traffic has moved over the Line for at least two years,
and that no formal complaint filed by a user of rail service on the Line (or filed by a state
or local governmental entity acting on behalf of such user) regarding cessation of service
over the Line either is pending with this Board or any. U.S. District Court or has been
decided in favor the complainant within the two-year period. P&W further certifies that

there is no overhead traffic on the Line.

(a)(1) The railroad’s exact name is Providence and Worcester Railroad
Company.

(a)(2) P&W is a common carrier by railroad subject to 49 U.S.C. Subtitle 1V,
Chapter 105.

(a)(3) P&W intends to abandon the Line from Milepost 0 85 +/- in Woonsocket,
Rhode Island and continuing to a point that is 1480 +/- feet northerly of the end of the
track at Milepost 0.0 in Blackstone, Massachusetts, a total distance of approximately 1.1
miles. The Line is located in Providence County, Rhode Island, and Worcester County,
Massachusetts.

Further, the various state, planning and transportation
agencies in Rhode Island and Massachusetts have been contacted, but none of these
agencies have expressed an interest in acquiring this property for public purposes

reversionary interest, which would affect the transfer of title or the use of property for
other than rail purposes.
