Re Rail Service Issues for the Southern Oregon Coast

Dear Chairman Nottingham

I am writing on behalf of the Oregon International Port of Coos Bay (Port) to ask your assistance with
respect to rail service problems facing the Port and industrial rail users on Oregon's south coast
Specifically, we are interested in any help that your office through the Rail Consumer Assistance
Program can provide to us on an expedited and informal basis

This Port is designated as a State Port, consequently members of the Board of Commissioners, while
being residents of the port district, are appointed by the Governor and confirmed by the Oregon
Senate for 4-year terms An average of 2 5 million tons cargo move through terminals in the Coos
Bay harbor each year The Port owns the mam railroad bridge - the Coos Bay Rail Bridge - crossing
the bay, which was donated to the Port by the Union Pacific (UP) Railroad in 2000 and which the
Central Oregon & Pacific (CORP) Railroad Inc operates over via a lease agreement between the UP
and CORP The Port has obtained state and federal funding and invested tens of millions of dollars in
the rehabilitation of the Coos Bay Rail Bridge and assisted in obtaining significant funding for other rail
infrastructure on CORP's behalf. In addition, the Port invested in the North Spit rail spur that was built
to serve the new Southport Forest Products sawmill and which connects to the CORP Coos Bay line

As you are aware, CORP issued an embargo of its Coos Bay line between Vaughan, OR and Coquille,
OR on September 21, 2007 CORP only provided shippers on the line one-day notice of the
shutdown The shutdown of this line has threatened jobs and the viability of businesses in the Coos
Bay/North Bend and Coos County region While Southport and other shippers are trying to move
product by truck to Eugene and other points for reload on rail, this is not a long-term solution If the
Coos Bay line is not reopened in the near future, Southport and other industrial operations dependent
on rail shipping on the line may be forced to scale back operations or in the case of Southport,
possibly even shut its doors

Prior to the September 21, 2007, shutdown of the Coos Bay line, the Port, CORP and the shippers
worked together to obtain tens of millions of dollars for rail investments in the south coast area to
increase traffic and improve, create and maintain rail properties owned by CORP and the Port Prior
to CORP/RailAmenca's ownership by Fortress Investment Group, and pnor to this embargo, there
was an open dialog between the parties and a willingness on the part of CORP to put an action plan
in place to make any needed repairs In fact, last November there was a tunnel cave-in which was
successfully repaired and put back in service within weeks In that instance, CORP kept in contact
with the Port and the shippers

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However, with this embargo there has been no discussion CORP has not provided any plan or any
indication that it has any intention of repairing the tunnels to restore service on the Coos Bay line In
fact, even though tunnel repairs were made at roughly the same time last year, CORP has stated now
that even if money was available, repairs cannot be made until next spring because of the "rainy"
season

The Port, Southport and other rail shippers have been and continue to be hurt by CORP's problems
While we desperately need a short-term fix to shut down of rail service, we also need a long-term
solution to the service problems in the south coast region

We appreciate your time in this matter and look forward to additional discussions with your staff in the
Rail Consumer Assistance Program

Thank you for your letter dated October 31.2007 requesting assistance through the
Surface Transportation Board's Rail Consumer Assistance Program The Board's Office
of Compliance and Consumer Assistance (OCCA) has been monitoring closely the rail
service problems facing the Port and industrial rail users since the implementation of the
Central Oregon and Pacific Railroad's (CORP) embargo of the Coos Bay rail line on
September 21,2007, and I understand that Kathenne Bezold of OCCA has been m touch
with you recently about this important matter.

By way of general background, the Interstate Commerce Act imposes a common
earner obligation on railroads to provide transportation or services upon reasonable
request Unless and until the Board authorizes a line for abandonment, a railroad may not
refuse to provide service over a line merely because to do so would be inconvenient or
unprofitable But the common earner obligation is not absolute, a railroad may place an
embargo on all or part of a line, thereby temporarily relieving the railroad of its service
obligations, when there are conditions that would make it unsafe to operate over the line
An embargo can be challenged by filing a formal complaint with the Board on the ground
that there is no reasonable basis for the embargo or that the embargo has been kept in place
beyond a reasonable period of time

As you are aware. OCCA's Rail Consumer Assistance provides informal assistance
to parties seeking to resolve rail service disputes short of formal litigation before the
Board In rmd-Octobci the Board received a letter from Southport Forest Products
(Southport) regarding the service cessation resulting from the embargo and requesting
informal assistance on behalf of Southport and the Port of Coos Bay through OCCA
OCCA immediately contacted CORP, providing a copy of Southpon's informal complaint,
and requested a full response and service plan from CORP After receiving an initial
response from CORP which did not include specifics about CORP's plan for moving
forward with rail service, OCCA requested CORP provide more detailed information as to



specific plans for the Ime in question given die severe need of rail shippers on the Coos
Bay line

In response to OCCA's second request for information from CORP, RailAmenca
General Counsel. Scott Williams, responded, explaining the cost of repairs and detailing
CORP's past revenues and operating losses Additionally, Mr Williams explained that
CORP is exploring all alternatives for financing the cost of repairs including a
public/private partnership Recently, RailAmenca made public its proposal, which I
understand would call for the Port, the state of Oregon, Union Pacific Railroad, the rail
shippers on the line, and RailAmenca each to contribute $4 66 million toward the cost of
repairing and rehabilitating the line

Also, the Federal Railroad Administration recently evaluated the condition of
tunnels 13 IS and 18 on the Coos Bay line That report, which has just been released,
found (hat various locations within each of the (hree tunnels "have unsafe conditions that
require repair" and that are "hazardous to tram traffic and maintenance operations." FRA
concluded that "all three tunnels need immediate repairs to permit the sate resumption of
railroad operations "

I understand that the Port has filed suit against CORP in federal district court,
contesting CORP's cessation of service and seeking compensation for damages, and thai
CORP has filed a motion seeking referral of the matter to the Board Because CORP's
embargo could become the subject of a formal adjudicatory proceeding before the Board it
would not be appropriate for me to make any premature judgments or express any views
on the merit* of the matter outside of any such formal proceeding and the record that
would be developed in it If the dispute were to formally come before the Board, we
would consider the merits of this embargo under the applicable legal principles and based
on a careful examination of the factual record developed by the parties in that formal
proceeding

OCCA is continuing to keep a close eye on the situation m Coos Bay I understand
the need for urgency in planning for the future of the rail line OCCA staff remains
available to discuss this matter with you and other shippers on the line, on an informal
basis, at any time

RE: TUNNEL INVENTORY - COOS BAY AND SISKttOU BRANCHES

INTRODUCTION

This report documents our observations and opinions regarding the condition of the Coos
Bay and Siskiyou Branch tunnels, and the estimated costs and schedules to improve
clearances in the tunnels for Plate "H" double-stack traffic (Tables 1 and 2), and Plate "F"
clearances in Table 5. Estimated costs for short-term rehabilitation work are presented in
Table 3, and for long-term rehabilitation work in Table 4. General data on the tunnels are
presented in Appendices A and B.

The tunnel inventory was authorized by Mr. Richard Keller, Chief Engineer of Montana
Rail Link on February 7, 1994. A group consisting of Mr. Keller and Dave Cook (MRL
B&B supervisor), Jacques Fuller (SPRR Director of Plant Rationalization), Ed Barrow
(SPRR B&B foreman), Mr. Larry PrinkkL (Washington Contractors Group Geologist), and
Gerry Millar inspected the tunnels on February 14 through 16 by hy-rail vehicle.
Approximately 15 minutes were spent at each tunnel measuring the clearances and noting the
structural condition of the lining and stability of the ground where visible. The only
documentation available for the visit and the preparation of this report are the SPRR tunnel
data sheet and typical drawings of timber sets and gunite/shotcrete lining.

GENERAL CONDITION GP THE TUNNELS INCLUDING SHORT-TERM

REHABILTTATION REQUIREMENTS

The original tunnel construction (1880s) consisted of drill-and-blast excavation with
occasional support with timber sets and portal structures. Larger clearance requirements and
likely continued rock loosening led the SPRR to enlarge the tunnels and place continuous
timber sets as support, along with concrete portal structures in the 1920's. The significant
maintenance effort required to replace timber sets led the SPRR to a program of replacing
the timber with steel sets (W8-31) covered with gunite (Figure 1). This latter program took
place in the 1970s and early 1980s. At present, approximately 6,500 feet of tunnel are lined
with gunite/steel and 9,000 feet with timber sets. Signs of important instability requiring
immediate repair were observed in the timber sets in Coos Bay Tunnels 15 and 18, and in
the gunite/steel lining in Coos Bay Tunnel 20 (Table 3).

Hie bedrock along both branches is generally slabby to massive blocky ground, almost
always good tunneling ground away from the highly weathered portal areas. Approximately
8,500 feet are unlined or lined with a thin (1 to 4 inches) layer of gunite placed in the 1970s
and 80s. Only localized areas of Tunnels 7 (Siskiyou) and 14 and 19 (Coos Bay) need
immediate support with rock bolts and shotcrete (Table 3).

Lightly reinforced concrete linings were used only as portal structures, and date from the
1920s. All are in good condition, and total approximately 1,150 feet. In most cases, the
concrete lining is the smallest with regard to clearances, the exception being unlined sections
of the Siskiyou Branch tunnels (Tables 1 and 2).

LONG-TERM REHABILITATION REQUIREMENTS

All of the long-term rehabilitation requirements (excluding track structure work) are related
to the removal of timber sets and le-lining with shotcrete and rock bolts in stable ground and
with steel sets and shotcrete or concrete in unstable ground. This proposed work is
summarized in Table 4, and is estimated to cost $8,000,000. It should be noted that the
timber removal and re-lining would improve existing clearances to double-stack
requirements, so that approximately $2,800,000 of-the double-stack clearance program
would be covered in'this -effort

PROPOSED DOUBIJBnSTACK CLEARANCE IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

The proposed double-stack clearance program is summarized in Tables 1 and 2. The Plate
"H" clearance diagram is presented in Figure 3. This information is based on preliminary
clearance data obtained by wide-spaced tunnel measurements taken during the inspection trip
with an extendable surveyors rod and/or a sonic measuring device. These top-of-rail and
sidewaU width measurements were then plotted on the liner dimensions presented in the
SPRR standards drawings for timber sets and gunite/steel linings (Figures 1 and 2), or on
graphs of the concrete portal linings. The clearance standard used is a 4-inch cushion
around a 20*2" high stack that is.8*6" -wide, plus an additional inch of side clearance per
degree of track curvature. For estimating purposes, the following clear top-of-rail
dimensions were used:

> 21'2" for tangent track in timber or gunite/steel areas
> 21'8" for 10 degree curves" "
> 22*0" for tangent track in concrete lined sections
> 22'10" for 10 degree curves

The major work to achieve double-stack clearance on the Siskiyou Branch consists of drill-
and-blast rock removal in Tunnel 8, and major undercutting of Tunnels 13 and 14. The
track structure in the latter two tunnels is severely deteriorated so the expense of clearance
•work also improves operating conditions in those tunnels. Clearance work in the Coos Bay
Branch tunnel is fairly well spread over all of the tunnels, and includes undercutting,
concrete liner notching and timber replacement with shotcrete and rock bolts. The estimated
cost of $2,300,000.4br the Coos Bay and $4,300,000 for the Siskiyou .tunnels assumes live
track work in 10-hour uninterrupted daily windows, except for the work in Siskiyou tunnels
13 and 14 which would be performed with the track out of service. We estimate that the
Coos Bay Branch work would take four months using one work bain (undercutting setup and
crown mining setup), and the Siskiyou work six months using two work setups, one for the
dead track undercutting and stabilization in Ttmnels 13 and 14, and a separate setup for the
live track rock removal in Tunnels 4 through 8. Wark trains in the live track tunnels would
likely consist of a combination of hy-rail trucks and flat cars/air dumps/water tankers moved
by car movers. Locomotives and large locomotive cranes would not be necessary as prime
movers for the work trains.

PROPOSED PLATE "F" CLEARANCE IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

The required clearance envelope for Plate "F" traffic is presented in Figure 4, and the
location and type of obstructions, along with the proposed clearance improvement activities,
are presented in Table 5. Only the Siskiyou Branch tunnels are currently restrictive to this

type of traffic. The proposed clearance improvement work consists solely of the removal of
rock by drill-and-blast methods, with only minor securing of loose slabs with rock bolts.
The rock "tights" ace believed to be less than 12 inches thick, requiring the drilling of short
blast holes in the haunches and crown of the tunnels. We estimate that this work would take
approximately three months to accomplish with daily 10-hour work windows. Because the
amount of rock to be removed per lineal foot of tunnel is minimal (< 1/2 cubic yard), all of
the work could be performed from hy-rail trucks without the need for air dumps or flat cars
to remove the broken rock. The estimated cost for this work is $800,000. It should be
noted that we estimate that more extensive rock removal in these tunnels for double-stack

^* months to accomplish.

SUMMARY

In general, the Siskiyou and Coos Bay Branch tunnels were excavated in fair to good tunnel
ground, and require only a moderate repair program for immediate stability problems other
than track structure work (Bible 3). Long-term maintenance requirements relate exclusively
to the replacement of timber sets with a shotcrete or steel set/concrete lining (lable 4).
Double-stack clearances will require some work in almost all of the tunnels; however, major
crown mining and/or undercutting will be required only in Tunnels 8, 13, and 14 on the
Siskiyou Branch (lable 2), and Tunnels 13, 16, and 21 on the Coos Bay Branch (Table 1).
Plate "F" clearances require only the removal of rock above the springline in four tunnels on
the Siskiyou Branch (Bible 5).

The clearance information and proposed clearance improvement programs presented in
Tables 1, 2, and 5 are based on minimal survey data taken during the three-day inspection
tour. \Ve feel that a much higher level of confidence can be placed on the costs and
schedules for this work if clearances are measured with a hy-rail-mounted template or
similar system. Eventually, a program of drilled probes through the concrete and
gunite/steel linings will be useful in estimating liner removal and stabilization requirements.
Vfe would be pleased to submit a detailed proposal for the clearance measurement, liner
probing, and engineering design work when you require it

John here is a copy of my inspection report on tunnel #15 at Canary I talked with Duke Rodley, the track inspector on the
Coos Bay line, and he informed me that there was a problem with tunnel #18. that a side wall was bulging and he was on
his way to the tunnel to make sure a tram would clear the bulge Tunnel #18 is at MP 734 6 and it is 1.554 feet long It has
700 feet of steel supports covered with gunite. 800 feet of timber, and 54 feet of concrete

There are 9 tunnels on the Coos Bay line. #13 through #21 Duke informed me that only 2 or 3 of these tunnels have been
upgraded, or rebuilt, in the last 20 years

Enclosed please find the information you have requested regarding improvement of the
Coos Bay Tunnels to enable handling of Plate H double stack containers

Clearance work for the Coos Bay Tunnels is feirly well spread out over all of the runnels,
and includes undercutting, concrete liner notching and timber replacement with
shotecrete and rock bolts Double stack clearances will require some work in all of the
tunnels, however crown mining and/or undercutting will be required only in Tunnels 13,
16 and 21 on the Coos Bay Branch

I have enclosed a copy of a study done in 1994, by Shannon Wilson, a review of the
Tunnel conditions by Milbor-Pita in May of 2004 and the most recent estimate of costs
from $1,966,400 to $2,416,400 by Milbor-Pita.

As you are aware, cost for materials changes constantly and these estimates are subject to
change We can do a more in-depth study and firm up these costs once a decision is made
to pursue this further.

Hope this is what you need.

Jim Underwood and I inspected most of the tunnels on the Coos Bay Branch on May 4,
2004 in order to estimate immediate liner maintenance requirements, in effect updating
the March 1994 evaluation performed by Gerry Millar for Montana Rail Link/Southern
Pacific Railroad. The tunnels on bom occasions were subject to a cursory drive-through
inspection because of the limitations of access by hy-rail SUV and minimal track tune,
however even this limited investigation allowed us to identity sections of several of the
tunnels that are in need of structural repairs in the near future! and one extremely serious
section that in our opinion could suffer a tunnel-dosing collapse at any time. These
problems areas are discussed below, starting with the most serious to the least serious
sections.

Tunnel 15 MP 720 2143 feet
Four hundred feet (+/-) of the north end of the tunnel just in from the concrete portal
structure are supported with highly deteriorated timber seta placed on a spacing of 1 to 2
feet, In an area of heavy seepage. lu many cases the timber sets have racked and/or
pushed inward, and the facVto-foce contacts of the timber segments are almost
completely crushed. In our opinion these timber sets have almost no support capacity
and are in a zone of heavy ground, i.e. hence the very close spacing of the sets. Heavy
ground, likely soil and/or very weathered bedrock, combined with heavy seepage in an
area supported with deteriorated timber supports is a recipe for a mqjor collapse that will
close the tunnel for weeks if not longer.

The staged removal of the timber supports and the re-lining with shotcrete and rock bolts
Is not an option in this section because of the unstable nature of the ground and the heavy
seepage. The ouly viable live-track repair in our opinion is the construction of an overlay
liner consisting of steel sets/channel lagging backfilled with concrete placed directly over
the deteriorated timber supports. In effect, the steel sets/channel lagging are used as form

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work for the new liner and provide considerable structural reinforcement to the liner.
The overlay liner is seated on a new footing wall placed just inboard of the existing
footings to the timber supports. This new liner will reduce the lateral clearances from 17
feet total width to 15 feet, and the ATR clearance from 21 feet to 20 feet

We have designed this type of remedial lining several times in the past 5 years, and one is
currently being installed under similar conditions in a BNSF tunnel in Wyoming during
daily 4-hour work windows. The estimated cost for the latter job is $2000 per tunnel
foot. A similar bid 'for Tunnel 15 would place the contractor cost at about $800,000.

Tunnel 13 MP 681 2487 feet
A 200-foot-long section, and several 20-foot-long sections* of very wet, deteriorated
timber sets occur near the middle of the tunnel, and fortunately the ground in back of the
supports is blocky to massive bedrock. The latter condition allows for the staged removal
of the timber sets and re-lining with ahotcrete and rock bolts. This work can be
performed efficiently in 6-hour windows at a cost of about $1000 per tunnel foot.

A ISO-foot section of close-spaced steel sets at the south end of the tunnel ore lagged
with severely deteriorated wood planks that allow rook blocks to punch through and fall
on the track. Voids in back of the planks are observed to be several feet high. The steel
sets should be lagged with steel channel (C6-8.2 or C3-4.1) as an immediate re-support,
and eventually die voids backfilled with lean concrete or expansive grout The estimated
coat for placing the steel channel is $125,000, and $100,000 for the later grouting of the
voids.

Tunnel 20 MP 750 870 feet
The gunited 200 feet at the south end of the tunnel should have an additional 2 to 3-uooh
layer of fiber reinforced shotcrete placed above the sprmgllne because seepage forces are
scaling the 1-inch gunite layer and the underlytngl to 3-inch rock layer. This condition
does not lead to tunnel closure but does represent a safety hazard to maintenance and to a
lesser extent on-board team oxews working in the tunnel. The cost of this repair is about
$100,000, assuming a $700 per cubic yard shotorete cost and an allowance for
mob/demob, with the latter amortized over similar work in Tunnels 18 and 19 (see
below).

Tunnel 19 MP745 4184 feet
Tunnel 18 MP 734 1552 feet
hi both tunnels the last 50 feet at the south end requires 3 inch layer of fiber reinforced
shotorete, in Tunnel 18 after removing the timber sets Furthermore, isolated short areas
of Tmmel 19 require an additional 2 inches of shotcrete over the unreinforoed gunite,
specifically in areas where the latter has peeled off due to moisture* not structural, forces.
The estimated 200 total feet require about J 00 cubic yards of shotcrete, for an estimated
cost of $100,000 including the partial mob/demob cost noted above.

The Central Oregon & Pacific Railroad respectfully submits our application for
grant funds authorized under Senate Bill 753 for track rehabilitation on the Coos Bay
Line between MP 719 (Canary) and MP 768 (North Bend) in the amount of $600,000
Attached is a spreadsheet outlining the various costs associated with the project

You will note that our project includes the commitment of an additional $598,610
by the CORP. a commitment that clearly exhibits a plan to insure the long-term viability
of the entire line The 49 miles between Canary and North Bend is one of the most
critical areas of need, where nearly half of the track is rated as Class 1 Furthermore,
during a recent FRA track inspection, CORP was cited for 4 violations and 30 defects on
this 49-mile section All of the violations and most of the defects were related-to tie t

condition and surface Remedial action will require more resources directed away from
our main freight corridors on the Siskiyou Line to the Coos Bay Line, or reducing more
of the track from Class 2 to Class 1, and in some cases Class 1 to Excepted

Due to reduced train speeds, it is currently taking two 12-hour crew shifts to make
the round trip between Eugene and Hauser Any further reduction in track speed will
require a third crew to complete the round trip, an expense CORP can ill afford The
rehabilitation of the section between Canary and North Bend would be the first of what
we hope would be three phases of improvements on the Coos Bay Line, depending upon
the amount of future funding sources

The Coos Bay Line handled 5,958 revenue carloads in 2001, and our 2002 plan is
for 6,268 carloads With a carload density of 45 8 carloads per mile in 2001, the 130-
mile Coos Bay Line is marginal, and past traffic levels and the lack of outside funding
have prevented the CORP from investing m any substantial capital improvements on the
line

However, many of our customers have made capital investments in their facilities
recently Roseburg Forest Products, at Coquille, invested S3 5 million in their plywood
mill; Georgia Pacific, at Coos Bay, added a track at a cost of $1 5 million in order to
move woodchips by rail; and Roseburg Forest Products put in another SO 5 million at its
export chip facility at Cordes Additionally, we have a new customer, Westwood Lumber
at Franz, who will be building a new spur track into his facility and shipping via rail
soon We are also excited about the American Bridge Company, which has announced
the location for its new plant on Bolon Island We anticipate new inbound traffic during
the plant's construction, and expect a substantial amount of rail traffic in future years
once the plant goes on stream

As you know, the Coos Bay Bridge is also scheduled for a $6 8 million
rehabilitation project of its own, and CORP's proposed line improvement is essential to
insure the bndge money is a worthwhile endeavor If our track to the bridge cannot
handle railcar traffic safety and efficiently, then there is no need for a bridge
rehabilitation project

Needless to say, Oregon's highways in southwestern Oregon are precarious at
best, and considering the heavy tourist traffic and present truck traffic, more trucks on
these roads would be, as you know, a great cause for concern, and place a heavy burden
on road infrastructure costs

We only see great potential for growth in rail in the years ahead This project is
the first of three critical phases of rehabilitation that is needed to insure rail service is
preserved to the Port of Coos Bay, and to many of the industries that made investments m
their own facilities But most importantly, it is critical to the economy of the Bay Area,
as well as to the many small rural communities located along the Coos Bay Line.

Once our application for the infrastructure funds of $600,000 is approved, we will
set a timeline to begin the rehabilitation project and take the necessary steps to secure the
CORP portion of the project We anticipate starting the project in late summer or early
fall

The Central Oregon and Pacific Railroad is submitting our application for grant funds
authorized under Senate Bill 753 for the year 2003 if funds are appropriated

Our application in 2002 was for $600,000 to install 20,000 ties and 20,000 cu yards of
ballast on the Coos Bay Line between Canary and North Bend (44 Miles) We were
granted % or $300,000 so we were forced to cut our project in half to (10,000 ties and
10,000 cu. yards of ballast) to rehab the line between Reedsport (mp 740) and Canary
(mp 721 3) If we are granted our 2003 request we will complete the original project from
Reedsport (mp 740) to North Bend (765) and also rehabilitate between MP 670 and MP
674 The project would cover an area of 29 miles.

The project cost forties and ballast is $418,000 as outlined on the recap sheet attached.
The Central Oregon and Pacific Railroad would match the $418,000 with our own funds
for OTM (plates and spikes), tie installation, surfacing and work train material
distribution We believe this clearly demonstrates our commitment to the long-term
operation of the Coos Bay Line.

As explained in our application last year, this track rehabilitation compliments the $6 8
million rehabilitation of the Coos Bay Bridge and capital improvements made by many of
the rail shippers on the Coos Bay Line. The traffic on the Coos Bay Line continues to
grow on a yearly basis. In 2001 the Central Oregon and Pacific handled 5,958 revenue
loads, 8324 revenue loads in 2002 and we are projecting for 11,922 revenue loads in
2003 Although the carload density per mile has finally grown beyond marginal on the
Coos Bay Line, revenues are still not enough to make up for years of deferred
maintenance because of low traffic volumes. The opportunity to improve the track
conditions with grant funds increases our ability to improve service, reduce derailments
and reduce our operating speeds thereby reducing expenses

Due to the increased railcar traffic volumes we are currently discussing the addition of a
second local switch crew at Coos Bay to provide double switches for both Georgia
Pacific and Weyerhaueser and to make the run to Roseburg Forest Products in Coquille
daily In addition, we are considering increasing our operating from Coos Bay to Eugene
daily instead of the current 3 days per week we now operate.

The State Coastal Highways are very precarious and congested in tourism months The
rail service the Central Oregon provides to numerous rural communities from Eugene to
Coquille keeps approximately 30,000 trucks off the highways reducing the demand for
highway capacity expansion and increasing public safety Having rail service allows our
rail shippers in these rural communities to be competitive regionally and nationally. With
rail access to the Port of Coos Bay, we also provide Oregon manufactures the ability to
compete internationally

We continue to project rail traffic growth for the Central Oregon and Pacific Railroad and
in particular our Coos Bay Branch This project will continue our track rehabilitation
plans on the Coos Bay Branch that will insure rail service that is so critical to the
economy of the Bay Area and the many rural communities along the line remains for
many years to come

Public Benefit from Marginal Cost Avoidance of Additional

The public benefit of the proposed CORP track improvements is based on avoidance of
marginal highway costs. Itese costs are from the impact of each additional truck upon
Oregon freeways (1-5). As Oregon recovers most costs associated wfth additional
pavement damage, the costs evaluated are the social costs including congestion, ak
pollution, noise, and accidents.

The 2005 base year carload traffic was over 52,000 carloads. Existing maximum
mainline capacity Is approximately 55,000 carbads per year. The proposed track
improvements yard would increase mat capacity to approximately 64,000 carloads per
year.

Each cartoad generates the eqiiivatent of 3.5 baded truck trips. Since lumber (the
major commodity moved by CORP) uses unique equipment, the possibility of a backhaul
is nil, and this empty backfaaul is also attributed to a cark^ for another 3.5 trips.

The marginal costs are calculated by multiplying a cost factor per mile for each truck
trip, based on truck weight, and urban/rural freeway dcsignatkjn.

•fte track improvements would ovoid additfanal truck trips associated with the shift
from rafl to truck. Many of the trips would move to another railroad transload ficility,
white others would bo entirerytruck and cross the state line. The estimates used in this
study were conservative in that they limited the additional track trips to 100 miles from
the area of Roseburg. Trips were evenly split between northbound and southbound on I-
5 in the vicinity of Roseburg. This assumption gives the most conservative estimate for
track traffic impacts.

The yard will reduce additional annual truck trips on 1-5 by approximately 63,000 by
2015. Most of these truck trips would increase the Average Annual Daily Traffic
(AADT) in the area of Roseburg. Truck increase is 2% northbound in 2024, and 4%
southbound in 2018.

Diesel engine design has resulted decreased fuel consumption for, both truck and
locomotive engines.

Lower Shipping costs.

Using the LA Basin as a major consumption market for forest products, analysis shows
a transportation rate differential of $1900 per carload for truck vs rafl. This estimate is
conservative hi that many shipments have an even longer length of haul. The additional
logistics costs which could be borne by the forest products industry would be in up to
$17,000,000 per year.

ODOT cannot make these determinations, the determination of whether any specific project is
subject to the prevailing wage rate depends on the details of the specific project Each

279C 800 to 279C 870, as amended by House Bill 2140 (2007) House Bill 2140 establishes a

A recipient approved to receive $100,000 in loan funds does not have a required match to pay
The "total project costs" is $100,000, the two percent fee is $2,000

Project costs bom by the applicant that exceed the required 20 percent will not be considered a
part of the "total project costs" used to calculate the two percent fee

b. How will the 2 percent fee be paid to ODOT?
The two percent fee is an eligible project cost for Co/mecfOregon funds As such, the
agreement between the recipient and ODOT will include a provision for the fee to be paid
directly to ODOT from the recipient's ConnecfOregon funds

c. What will the 2 percent fee be used for?
The Oregon Legislature established the fee and directed the department to use the funds to
conduct a statewide multimodal study of the transportation system The study will include an
assessment of the infrastructure, capacity demand and constraints, development of criteria for
strategic investments and return on investment and identification of potential funding sources
and strategies

Tunnel #15 was inspected today by the contractor who is currently working' on CORP's Tunnel #13 which caught fire last
year CORP's GM Steve Hefley stated that the inspection confirmed our findings from yesterday As a result, CORP removed the
tunnel from service until necessary repairs are made

The extent of the repairs and their duration has not been determined at this time The contractor will re-inspect the tunnel
with a registered engineer and a determination will then be made on the type of repairs and the anticipated time the repairs will
take The contractor is ceasing work on Tunnel #13 and preparing to move their equipment and men to Tunnel #15 to perform the
repairs

An inspection of Tunnel #15 was made today by FRA's Jim Adams and Steve Krause, and CORP's Steve Hefley, Craig
Kelsey and Mark Wohlers, and Oregon Department of Transportation's John Johnson This tunnel appears to have originally
been a timber lined tunnel with much of the timber being replaced with steel beams overlaid with shotcrete Another small area
has been reinforced with steel beam rings placed between the timber nngs The tunnel was built in 1914

Several sections at the north end of the tunnel were found to be in extremely poor condition At one location, 4 or 5 timber
arch nngs in a row completely failed allowing the timber planking and a significant amount of stone to fall into the tunnel CORP
officials stated that this occurred in March or April of this year The result is a large void at the top of the tunnel that is
approximately 10' -15' high, 10' -12* wide and extends from one side wall to the other side wall

5/6/2008
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Just north of the above failure there appears to be a concentrated area of active, very recent movement of the timber
finer This movement is causing two conditions, first, many sections of the timber arch rings at the top of the tunnel are split from
end to end and there are approximately 10 nng timbers in a row with splits that appear to have split very recently, second, many of
the arch nng timbers are shifting and either overlapping each other or crushing severely CORP's Craig Kelsey stated that he did
not see the split timbers during an inspection he made several weeks ago

Approximately 20* south of the failed section there is a 10' +/- portion of the west wall that is bulging outward 6" -12"
Additionally, there are several areas where the timber arch rings and planking are extremely rotted due to water damage Some
of this timber is crushing, shifting or completely rotted away

I inspected this tunnel in October 2005 dunng my Bndge Safety Survey and found serious problems but it has deteriorated
significantly since that time It should be noted that the condition of this tunnel and the FRA's concerns were discussed with
CORP officials as part of the 2005 Bndge Safety Survey CORP is a RailAmenca property and the condition of this tunnel was
therefore also discussed in October 2005 with RailAmenca's Mark Bader, Chief Engineer - West Business Unit

After the inspection today, CORP took the tunnel out of service until they have it formally inspected Jim Adams and I
informed CORP that, before resuming operations thru the tunnel, the FRA will require a wntten statement that the tunnel has been
inspected and is safe for trams

This tunnel has a failed section and other areas of the tunnel appear to be actively moving and very close to failure This
tunnel does not appear to be structurally stable and is therefore not safe for trams If CORP's inspection determines otherwise,
we need to look at an Emergency Order

This agreement made and entered Into between the State of Oregon, by and through the Oregon
Department of Transportation, hereinafter referred to as "STATE" and the Central Oregon & Pacific Railroad
Inc, hereinafter referred to as "CORP"

WHEREAS, the 2001 Session of the Oregon Legislature passed Oregon Laws 2001. Chapter 906
and 942 (Senate Bill 753 and House Bill 2275, respectively) which provided lottery funds for the rehabilitation
of short line railroads in Oregon;

WHEREAS, the Oregon Transportation Commission at its June 20,2002 monthly meeting approved
expenditure of funds under Oregon Laws 2001. Chapter 906 and 942 to eight short lines in Oregon,
including the Central Oregon & Pacific Railroad; and

WHEREAS, CORP is the owner and operator of a line of railroad between Eugene and Cordes.
Oregon, and

WHEREAS, the rehabilitation of said railroad meets the cntena set forth in Oregon Laws 2001,
Chapter 906 and 942, and

WHEREAS, STATE pursuant to authority granted in ORS 624 016 and 824 058 may enter into
agreements for rehabilitation or Improvements of rail properties; and

WHEREAS, state funds are available for accomplishment of the program of rehabilitation described
in Appendix A, and

WHEREAS, CORP is qualified and experienced in the performance of said work,

Subject- Inspection of SB 753 Project on CORP's Coos Bay Line

On October 17th I made a hirail inspection of those portions of Central Oregon
& Pacific Railroad's Coos Bay Line that have been improved by a SB 753 grant
and proposed forimprovement by a second'requested grant.

By way of review, CORP originally asked for a $600,000 grant to install
20.000 new ties and 20,000 cubic yards of ballast over 44 miles of railroad
between Canary and North Bend. They were awarded half the requested
amount, resulting in a reduced project of 10,000 ties and 10,000 cubic yards of
ballast applied over 19 miles from approximately MP 721 near Canary to MP 740
at Reedsport. CORP envisioned purchasing 10,000 7nx8"x81/2' hardwood ties
for $22 each; in reality it purchased 9,575 7"x9Nx81/2' ties costing $30.36'apiece.

The inspection commenced at Reedsport near MP 740. At approximately MP
725 5 east of Ada we encountered the tamper and regulator of the contractor
finishing out surfacing work toward Canary, about five miles distant.

Between MP 740 and MP 725.5, the railroad was much improved from my
last inspection before the project was authorized and Roadmaster Underwood
said he planned to raise it to Class 2 for 25 MPH freight speed. Although the
project averaged about 500 ties per mile the ties were installed heavier in some
areas and lighter in others, depending upon the situation. Ballast had been
added more or less uniformly and the surfacing work was of good quality
throughout the area finished.

New ties were easily distinguishable from most of the existing tie population
because of their extra six-inch length, although some 8'6" ties had been installed
by Southern Pacific in the last years it operated the branch. Upon closer
inspection the new ties really stood out because of their 9-inch width, the only



ties of this dimension under the track The comparison is startling; the new ties
appear much meatier compared to their older companions. You would not think
one inch of extra width would be so dramatically obvious.

Tie installation is complete through to Canary and most of the ballast has
been distributed. Underwood stated he was expecting three or four more
carloads of ballast to complete the project and the surfacing contractor will stick
with the task until done.

Upon arrival Canary we got off the track and drove to Cordes. We then
hirailed from that point to Reedsport, 25 miles, to view the main section for which
CORP is requesting SB 753 funds in 2004. CORP has asked for $418,000 to
purchase 10,000 more ties (at $32 each) and 10,000 cubic yards of ballast. Six
thousand five hundred ties would be installed between Cordes and Reedsport
while the remainder would be applied to a four-mile stretch between MP 670 and
674 between Vaughn and Richardson.

Between Cordes and Reedsport the line is designated Class 1 and 10 MPH
for freight in deference to poor tie condition, although some stretches are good
enough to meet Class 2 specifications However, the district is so chopped up
by slow orders that taking advantage of the better parts for faster running is
impossible. Deteriorated ties were clearly noticeable, worse in some stretches
and better in others, with overall tie renewal averaging 260 per mile over the 25
miles.

We did not have time to hirail the four miles near Vaugh but Roadmaster
Underwood said that tie condition there was considerably worse. Here, CORP
plans to install an average of 875 ties per mile, 3,500 in all, if the project is
approved in full.

If granted, the state's $419,800 will be spent for ties and ballast and CORP
will match this amount equally with costs of installation, material distribution,
surfacing, crossing and turnout work and drainage improvements, resulting in a
total capital outlay of $838,000.

This certification is made
for compliance with ORS 656 029, and Indicates coverage of all employees engaged under this contract by
such Act unless such employers are exempt under ORS 656126. CONTRACTOR shall ensure that each of
its subcontractors complies with these requirements.

CONTRACTOR shall also obey all state and local laws, ordinances and regulations establishing
safety standards for the protection of employees.

All work and material for this Agreement including any extra work, shall be at the sole nsk of CORP
until the entire improvement shall have been finally accepted by STATE Any damage to either permanent or
temporary work, utilities, materials or equipment and plant shall be repaired to the satisfaction of STATE at
CORP's expense, regardless of the cause of such damage

The parties hereto will be excused from performance of any of their respective obligations heraunder
where such performance is prevented by acts of God Where one party's obligations are so excused the
other party's obligations shall be correspondingly reduced or adjusted Nothing contained in this section shall
be construed as relieving CORP of responslbtify for, or damage resulting from. CORP's own operations or
from his negligence, nor shall CORP be relieved from full responsibility for making good any defective work
or matenals.

STATE bonding requirements will apply to any subcontract in excess of $100.000. If for some reason a bond
was not required, a letter citing justification for this decision shall be retained with contract records.

CORP shall bear sole responsibility for damage to completed portions of the Project and to property
located off the project caused by erosion, siltation, run-off or other related Items during the construction of the
Project CORP shall also bear sole responsibriity for any pollution of rivers, streams, ground water or other

PARTC*3 PURPOSE
The principle rail yard along the CORP's Slsldyou line at Roseburg currently operates at-capactty and is Inadequately sized
to accommodate the daily demand for classification and storage of railcars In the last ten (10) years CORP's carloads
have grown from 32,000 to over 52,000 per year. Growth in rail traffic on the line and the increasing size of railcars over
time has antiquated the yard. In order to service future growth, reduce shipping costs, offer competitive multi-modal
transportation opportunities, and alleviate rail traffic congestion on the line, additional yard capacity Is paramount The
following Issues are contributing to the over-capacity situation on the Siskiyou line:
• A daily, 8,000' long tram headed by Union Pacific Railroad (UPRR) locomotives arrives dally at Roseburg yard from
Eugene and returns northbound in the evening. The CORP cannot control the delivery/pick-up schedule of this train, It is
often significantly delayed in departing Eugene Thus, it Is difficult to plan for this operation In addition, this train must sit
on the mainline through Roseburg until it can be handled, often blocking at-grade crossings '
• Once received, the CORP must break the train down, classifying individual groups of cars for storage and delivery. Since
the Roseburg yard is already at capacity, the CORP Is required to run many of these cars up and down the mainline to
store them on sidings far from Roseburg. This has the effect of trying to operate a single rail yard that is spread out over 80
miles The double- and even triple-handling of cars dramatically increases the costs of handling the cars and reduces the
amount of locomotives and crews available for other tasks, as well as tying up the mainline

The proposed rail yard facility will reduce rail traffic congestion on the Siskiyou line by providing a geographically central
location on the line with sufficient capacity to handle the daily train from Eugene, as well as other groups of rail cars The
ability to classify and store the entire train at one location will increase system efficiency by reducing the need to store
groups of cars on distant sidings along the mainline It will decrease the number of tames each car is handled and should
enable CORP to provide more timely switching of rail shippers, thus reducing costs associated with shippers having dock
crews standing idle when waiting for the railroad to provide service It will also Increase the availability of locomotives and
crews to accommodate growth in rail traffic fostered by projected growth In the region's Industrial base

Aside from reducing rail traffic congestion and shipping costs, the project will also foster benefits for the community of
Roseburg Since the daily Eugene train would no longer enter Roseburg, it would not be staged along the mainline in
Roseburg, nor would it block road crossings This has the impact of reducing traffic congestion in central Roseburg,
improving emergency vehicle response times, Improving air quality, and reducing fuel consumption in the community

Also, there is the possibility of future expansions to the proposed Winchester yard which could allow the CORP to further
reduce the size and activity of CORP's switching yard operations In Roseburg This would further alleviate traffic
congestion in downtown Roseburg

PART D - 10 PERMANENT AND CONSTRUCTION JOBS CREATION/RETENTION

Forest products jobs average wages are estimated at $42,408 per year based computer modeling These wages are
above the county average, and all direct jobs are expected to be family wage jobs

As a result of expanded capacity, the forest products industry should increase output of rail dependent products in
Southwest Oregon. A letter from Roseburg Forest Products Indicates that without the added rail capacity they would not
expand local plants which require shipment of products or raw materials by rail. Our analysis indicates that with added rail
capacity, employment in the forest products industry could expand by as many as 4,856 Jobs in the 10 year period
following implementation of Improvement. We estimate that without improvements, half of these jobs would be created in
some other region of Oregon (other than the area served by CORP) and the other half of these jobs would be created in
other states Thus, 2,428 Jobs would be created in other states if not for improved CORP service. Over the 22 year
planning horizon for the CORP project this amounts to an annual average of 1,778 new jobs per year

We believe that the Medfbrd-White City areas and the North Spit area of the Port of Coos Bay present the greatest

Dear Chairman Nottingham, Vice Chairman Mulvey, and Commissioner Buttrey:

During your hearing in Ex Parte No. 677 on April 25, 2008, a representative from
RailAmerica provided inaccurate information about UP's economic relationship with the
Central Oregon & Pacific Railroad. RailAmerica stated that UP's compensation to CORP
consists of $400 per car, plus SO percent of RCAF-U adjustments up to a maximum of
3 percent annually, ttiat information is not correct.

UP's compensation to CORP is currently about $600 per car, not $400 per car. As fuel prices
have escalated, Union Pacific has voluntarily agreed to pass along additional fuel support to
CORP. In addition, Union Pacific provides CORP a 3 percent supplement for reporting car
movements through Railinc, which improves interline operations and information for
customers.

Union Pacific has also given CORP approximately $1 million since 2004 to help it repair
tunnels on the Siskiyou line and maintain a key bridge on the Coos Bay line.

CORP also complained that its contract with Union Pacific limits the amount it can charge its
shippers. In fact, CORP has unilaterally imposed surcharges on its shippers and is proposing
additional surcharges without objection from Union Pacific.

Finally, while this does not represent compensation to CORP, during the Coos Bay line
service interruption, Union Pacific has provided significant financial support to CORP
customers who lack rail service, so that those customers can use transload services on
Union Pacific.

From our external perspective, the basic problem feeing the Coos Bay line is that, since
several major customers closed large shipping facilities on the line in the 1990s, the Coos
Bay line has generated insufficient traffic to support reinvestment in the line. Accordingly,
as I testified on April 24,2008, private entities are unlikely to recover any return on
investment in the line, unless traffic volumes increase substantially.

Supplemental information, regarding the physical losses incurred between
November 18,1996, and March 2,1997, as a result of flooding, mud slides, and washouts:
Maps clearly identifying the affected areas listed below are enclosed.

MP 416.25 - Mt Ashland (1-3-97)
Due to extreme water saturation, 13,000 cubic yards of mountainside slipped out

from under the main line, all of which had to be replaced prior to reopening the line. The
railroad contracted with Huffman & Wright, who removed the slide material at the base
of the slide, dug a keyway, then filled the keyway with rip rap and rebuilt the
mountainside, using 13,000 cu. yds. of material. The majority of the material was
obtained from the Oregon Highway Department who experienced a slide above the
railroad and needed a place to dispose of it, thereby reducing the railroad's cost Railroad
personnel was on the ground 24 hours per day to secure the property for safety reasons,
then to provide a work train to make remedial track repairs, dump ballast, and surface the
track. Work began on January 4th, continued round the clock until completion on January
12th, nine days later. Total physical loss amounted to $175,774.62, which is broken down
as follows: $5,749.67 labor, $473.15 mileage, $1,190.00 equipment, $980.00 materials,
and $167,381.80 contract services.

MP 522.70 - Cow Creek (12-9-96 thru 3-2-97)
On December 9, 1996, water runoff from heavy storms saturated the

mountainside, causing extensive mud slides onto the main line track. Copeland
Construction, a contractor, was hired who created a key at the foot of the slide to contain
further material. The railroad rented loaders, providing its own operators, to clear the
track, stockpile and remove the mud and reload it into work trains. This work often
continued after the mainline was reopened. Work began on December 9th and was fust
completed on December 18th, although the line was actually closed for 2 days. The rail
line was closed again on December 30th following additional mud slides. Work resumed
clearing the mud and debris until the line was deemed safe to be reopened two days later,
but clearing and disposing of mud continued through January 7th. On January 26,1997, a
third mud slide covered the roadbed for two more days until it could be cleared. Work
continued through January 31st. The fourth slide at this same location occurred on March
2, 1997, again shutting down rail service for two days All work was finally completed
on March 6th. Total physical loss amounted to $84,683.30, which is broken down as
follows: $15,036.83 labor, $387.63 mileage, $54,094.59 equipment, and $15,164.25
contract services.



MP 56330 - 564.40 - Green (1-3-97)
In the Green district of Roseburg, water saturation at two locations caused our

track bed to drop 18-24 inches and shift up to 3 feet toward the South Umpqua River.
Huffman & Wright excavated the area and cleared the slide material, with railroad
personnel assisting, using a backhoe. Railroad crews then raised the track by hand, a
railroad's work train then hauled and dumped ballast, and the line was surfaced. Work
began on January 3rd and was completed the next day. Total physical loss amounted to
S10.S38.31, divided as follows: $2,889.80 labor, $172.51 mileage, $3,836.00 equipment,
and $3,640.00 contract services.

MP 688.90 - Richardson (11-18-96)
Heavy rains brought rocks, trees and mud down onto our main line, pushing the

track toward the river. An excavator was contracted to clear the track bed and haul away
debris. Railroad personnel then brought in rail and ties and rebuilt about 90 feet of main
line track, dumped ballast and surfaced the line. Work began on November 19th, in
conjunction with the MP 709 Mapleton slide, below, and was completed on the 21st111.
Total physical loss amounted to $9,938.64, as follows: $1,296.50 labor, $92.14 mileage,
and $8,550.00 contract services. (Material cost was not documented).

MP 707.30 - Mapleton (12-30-96)
Mud and four boulders, each the size of a dump truck, came down the

mountainside, blocking both our rail line and Hwy 126. •'The railroad provided personnel
for safety and track repairs, while Coast Road Construction, a contractor, dynamited and
removed the boulders in dump trucks. The railroad was required to contract for flagging
services for safety while contract work was being performed. Railroad personnel then
made repairs to the track. Work began on December 30th and was completed on the 31st

Total physical loss amounted to $33,403.42, broken down as follows- $588.75 labor,
$172.52 mileage, and $32,642.15 contract services.

MP 709.00 - Mapleton (11-18-96)
Water-saturated ground brought down a mountainside, washing out two rail

lengths of main line and covering 300 feet of track. Coast Road Construction, a
contractor, was hired to excavate, remove and haul away slide material. Railroad
personnel replaced the ties, rail, ballast, and performed the surfacing of the track. Work
began on November 19th and continued through the 21st. Total physical loss amounted to
$23,877.11, and is broken down as follows: $3,881.88 labor, $335.39 mileage, $4,156,14
equipment, $2,748.70 materials, and $12,755.00 contract services.

MP 747.00 - Tunnel 19 (11-18-96)
Both ends of this 4,100 foot tunnel were blocked with mud and trees at the same

time, necessitating work crews to clear one side, then the other. Succeeding storms
closed one end a second time. About 400 feet of roadbed were blocked at the north end
of the tunnel, while another 300 feet were blocked at the south end. Plywood material
was purchased by the railroad and placed onto the sides of rail flatcars to contain log
material. A contractor with two excavators was required, one to load material onto the



cars, while a work train hauled the debns through the tunnel where a second excavator
transloaded the debris onto trucks. There was no highway access to this site. Railroad
personnel replaced one rail and resurfaced the line Work began on November 19th and
was not completed until November 23rd. Total physical loss amounted to $55,555.40,
broken down as follows: $7,423.83 labor, $404.80 mileage, $9,378.42 equipment,
$708.59 materials, and $37,639.76 contract services.

Making Investment Priorities Based on Economic Benefits

Early in the process, the Team recognized their effort would not reach its full potential without a
process to measure the economic performance of public transportation investments

A number of Team members familiar with economic analysis
software developed by Regional Economic Models, Inc (REMI)
suggested the company could provide the needed economic
measurement platform The Team elected to use the nation-

ally-recognized REMI model as its analysis platform

Once Task Force goals had been established, a measurement
process that incorporated existing Oregon Department of
Transportation (ODOT) policies, transportation planning
infrastructure and Team project data needed to be developed
to make the most of existing and future State resources

"Effective distance" can be imagined as the distance between two
centers of economic activity, adjusted for the efficiency of transportation between them Transpor-
tation improvements reduce effective distance between two locations and, consequently, increase
their interaction (in terms of the flows of labor, intermediate inputs and end-use commodities) In
general, as effective distance increases, costs rise through an exponential process called "distance
decay "

The model's transportation cost matrix includes individual matrices for transportation costs,
accessibility costs and commuter costs The travel data enter each individual matrix as changes to

effective distance, which are then analyzed as changes to delivered costs, production costs, and
commuter costs for the region

tor businesses involved in transporting goods, shorter travel times for their delivery vehicles trans-
late into savings on fuel, wages, and perhaps vehicle and inventory costs

Transportation upgrades improve compatibility between employers and employees through two

RECOMMENDATIONS
Putting a Vision to Work

The REMI analysis examined four investment scenarios within southwest Oregon, specifically in
Douglas, Curry, Josephine, Jackson, and Coos counties

From the analysis, the Team developed two recommendations

1. Dredging and widening the channel in the Port of Coos Bay and
upgrading the Central Oregon & Pacific Railroad (CORP) Coos Bay
Une, which connects Coos Bay to the nation's Class 1 rail network
and other short lines;

2. Supporting existing businesses by Improving capacity on existing
transportation systems, specifically Oregon Highway 42 and Inter-
state 5, the CORP Siskiyou Line from Eugene to California and at
the regional airports in Medford and North Bend.

These recommendations match the Team's long-term goals of job creation, expansion, and reten-
tion as well as the strategic investment of limited resources The
Team's recommendations will be presented to local, state and
federal stakeholders in 2007

Recommendation 1: Oregon Gateway

Coos Bay was once the largest exporter of forest products in the
world The community has a rich export history The Oregon
Gateway would provide the needed capacity for freight move-

Recommendation 2: Supporting Existing Businesses

The analysis reviewed major highway projects from year 2006 to 20'iO provided by ODOT with pre-
liminary construction cost estimates Only those projects located on major highways—Oregon 38,
42, 62, 138, U S Highway 101,199, and Interstate S-^are included in the project list

The highway investment results
depict dramatic economic growth
from the $3 2 billion in highway
investments If these investments
can reach benchmark network
efficiency increases of 2 5 percent,
then this investment strategy
would result in substantial eco-
nomic expansion

The Team recommends continued
investment in Interstate 5, the key

Regional Airports

The analysis looked at improvements to the Rogue Valley-Medford International Airport in Mcd-
ford and the Southwest Oregon Regional Airport in North Bend The Team recommends continued
investment that focuses on both air freight and passengers

The Rogue Valley-Medford International Airport handles nearly 20,000 passengers dunng a typical
month Fhe airport also handles air freight that is essential for many types of businesses that rely
on efficient air freight service The airport has seen substantial direct investment over the years and

that direct investment has translated into steadily
increasing passenger volumes and freight movements
Currently, the airport is undergoing a major construc-
tion project to build a new terminal to support future
operations and expansion

The most significant capacity improvements at the
Rogue Valley-Medford International Airport are the
new terminal, new tower and parallel runway project
The Airport Master Plan indicates that the parallel
runway, in particular, will add substantial capacity

Spnngfield to Black Butte, California This line has significant speed restrictions and the tunnel through

a portion of the Siskiyou Mountains is not large enough to allow double-stack intermodal cars

The Team recommends rail improvements from Eugene to Black Butte, California, upgrading the

track to handle a 50% increase in speed

will more than double the current capacity by 2009

CORP Discontinues Operations On Coos Bay Une

Roseburg. OR - The Central Oregon and Pacific Railroad (CORP) announced today that
it is discontinuing operations between Vaughn, OR and Coquille, OR due to unsafe
tunnel conditions The rail line segment has nine tunnels, each more than 115 years old.
several of which are no longer safe to transit The rail carrier has notified its customers
along the line and will Issue an embargo notice to the Association of American Railroads
notifying all other rail earners that rail cars will no longer be accepted for delivery Final
deliveries of goods in transit are expected to be completed by the end of the month

Late in 2006, the earner began extensive repairs to one of the tunnels. The repair work
triggered a tunnel collapse that cost almost $2 million to repair. Since that time. CORP
has engaged an internationally known geotechnical and environmental engineering firm
with particular expertise in rail tunnel repairs to assess the status of the tunnels on the
line The experts determined that three of the nine tunnels require extensive, immediate
repairs to be made safe for FBI! operations and minimize the risk of collapse

CORP General Manager Kevin Spradlm said the company would seek to form a public-
private partnership to make repairs to the line, but that the amount of money required is
significant, totaling nearly $7 million over the next five years for tunnel repairs alone "We
regret any inconvenience that this closure causes our customers, but the line has
become unsafe for our employees to use," said Spradlm "We tried to keep it open as
long as possible " The CORP is making space available for customers that want to truck
their goods to the earner's Eugene to Roseburg line for transfer into rail cars

Previous efforts to increase rail rates on the line through a surcharge were unsuccessful.
The Coos Bay line just doesnt have enough business on it today to justify us making
the repairs," said CORP Marketing and Sales Manager Tom Hawksworth "Even if the
money were suddenly available, it's not safe to make the repairs until after the rainy
season next Spnng" Hawksworth added that the line could be reopened to support a
container terminal at Coos Bay should such a terminal be developed

TTw Coos Bay rail line IB closed for now*, but we plan to reopen It one day.

In September of this year we determined, after a thorough review by an industry renowned englneenng firm with
special knowledge of tunnels, that tt would not be right to continue to ask our employees to take the risks
associated with traveling through the tunnels to reach Coos Bay from Eugene Out of concern for their safety, we
closed the rail line until repairs are made Since that time, Inspectors from the Federal Railroad Administration
have confirmed that we made the right decision

Some have complained that we should have given more notice before closing the line It Is unfortunate that we
were not able to predict such a closure weO In advance We made the decision as soon as we came to
understand that continued operations put our employees In danger. We believe tt was a decision that most others
would have made with similar information Given the unfortunate timing, we tried to help diminish the impact of
the short notice by offering alternative services to our customers at an economic loss to our company

We want to reopen the line, but the rail traffic on the line today does not pay for the repairs In fact, for several
years, we have been putting more money into the line than we have made from Its operation In 1998, this line
earned more than 10,000 loaded rail cars, but last year the number was down to less than 6.000, and this year it
was on pace for even fewer Now the line needs a considerable amount of money to safely reopen and to remain
open for more than a year or two

We believe the owners of CORP will be served with a successful reopening of the line If we have a viable financial
plan after it reopens So we stand prepared to contribute some more of the owners' money to reopening the
line But the owners atone cannot Justify the cost of reopening the line, so we have proposed a public-private
partnership to fund the line's reopening and continued operation

Public-private partnerships to Improve and sustain freight railroad infrastructures are not new, and they are not
uncommon These partnerships are being successfully used to preserve or Improve rail service in a number of
situations In places such as Virginia, West Virginia, Florida and California

Our public-private partnership plan caHs for the five mam beneficiary groups to each pay 20% of the more tlian
$23 million in estimated costs to reopen the fine, and for the State to contnbute to the cost of operating the line
until it can become profitable again

In oddiUon to the owners, the four groups that we have proposed to participate In the costs to reopen the line
are Union Pacific, the large railroad to whom CORP delivers the rail cars, the businesses that CORP serves, the
State, and the Port of Coos Bay Keeping the line open helps the State and the Port attract and keep industries
and the jobs and taxes provided by those industries

Proposals have been matte that the Port, or the State, or some other public entity, acquire our line We don't
believe that will help In any way because the cost of repalnng and operating tin line will not change with a
change of ownership Just having new owners for CORP's Coos Bay line won't bring back the mills that closed
in years past or add other Industnes to spread the cost of operation In addition, new owners would have to pay
many more millions of taxpayer dollars to buy'the line than just to repair and operate it We see the calls for
someone else to own the line as misplaced frustration for the economic conditions and other circumstances that

got us where we are

Tlio sad reality is that America loaes rait lines every year These rail lines are not profitable, are not expected to
be profitable, and do not receive adequate outside funding They are "abandoned" and closed for good But we
are not taking that path with the Coos Bay line



We are working to findj&way to reopen the line We have been disappointed that very little of the dialogue
around this issue has been from anyone trying to help us find a path that will work for all of us CORP is an
Oregon-based business-jî t-hke many others, one that deserves and intends to make a decent profit so we can
remain in business, serglbg f̂jstomers and shippers, providing good jobs for our employees and contributing to
the tax base of the region We ask for and deserve no more than the opportunity to do that

Dear Governor Kulongoski.

I want to thank you for inviting RailAmenca to participate in your meeting on January 24 in
Salem regarding the status of the Coos Bay line of our Central Oregon & Pacific Railroad
("CORP") That line and railroad are important to RailAmerica, as are all of the customers we
serve in the Coos Bay area

During the meeting, you spoke frequently of the good faith efforts our railroad needed to
demonstrate as evidence of our commitment to the community in order to secure your support
As information for you, CORP and its employees have been dedicated to providing quality
service to the shippers of southwest Oregon for over ten (10) years. From 2002 to 2007, the
CORP and RailAmenca have invested over $48 million in maintaining and improving the track
structure in Oregon (including investments in the tunnels of the Coos Bay and Siskiyou lines)
Part of that amount - $5 5 million - is the upfront payment that CORP has made in the
Winchester Yard project, presumably in contractual partnership with ODOT.

In addition to the monetary investments, the CORP recently performed a rigorous Safety
Compliance Agreement with the Federal Railroad Administration requiring enhanced capital and
maintenance improvements to the CORP's track structure CORP's successful completion of that
program is a tribute to the dedication of all its employees, and to RailAmenca's ability to
successfully partner with public entities. The FRA was quite complimentary of CORP's efforts,
and, as you may recall, also concurred with CORP's safety and engineering decisions regarding
the Coos Bay line.

In the context of CORP's and RailAmenca's continuing long term commitment to its Oregon rail
lines and operations and to the rail service CORP provides to its shippers, and in light of our
discussions with you on January 24, CORP and RailAmerica wish to make a further good faith
effort by reopening the Coos Bay line from Vaughan to Coquille As we have stated, we can't do
it alone, but in partnership with the stakeholders we are willing to use our best efforts to reopen
the line

The CORP will begin the process of repairing the tunnels to the extent that service on the Coos
Bay from Vaughan to Coquille can be safely resumed, as promptly as safe engineering and
construction standards will permit The CORP will find these repairs.

In order for CORP and RailAmcnca to make this expenditure, we need to know that our
investment is toward the long term viability of the Coos Bay line, and not merely a transitory
resumption of service until the next infrastructure calamity As such, we request a public
commitment from Oregon, not for the initial restoration of service, but for the funds necessary
for the secondary phase of the capital infrastructure improvements, and for support of the
ongoing operation, necessary to make this rail line viable on a long term basis

We believe this sort of public commitment to be clearly in the State's long term interests of
preserving freight transportation in southwest Oregon. Our plan is practical, realistic, and far less
costly to the public man any plan that presumes the State acquiring ownership of the line from
Vaughan to Coquille. Upon receiving Oregon's commitment, we will ask that ODOT
immediately begin discussions with us as to how these funds will flow

This investment will make it possible for the shippers on the line from Vaughan to Coquille to
rely upon reliable rail service into the foreseeable future, and will avoid the necessity of the
shippers bearing even more costs to ship their goods CORP and RailAmenca will continue to
seek the participation of Union Pacific, for a capital contribution to the restoration of the
infrastructure and improved divisions of the revenues, recognizing that Union Pacific is the long
haul earner for CORP's snippers

The shippers commitment to fund the restoration of the line will be as outlined in the Shippers1

Term Sheet - through a surcharge of approximately $200 per car based on a guarantee of
carloadmgs for the five (5) year period, that surcharge to commence as soon as the line is open
and service resumes

Finally, the CORP and ODOT will resume their contractual commitment to complete the project
at Winchester Yard, including ODOT's restoring the flow of funds currently owed to CORP by
Connect Oregon, and CORP's resumption of the construction at the yard.

As soon as all of these elements are in place, the CORP can immediately begin the work
necessary to restore the Coos Bay line from Vaughan to Coquille, and the shippers can look
forward to rail service by this fall We are committed to working with you and the other
stakeholders, and look forward to our renewed partnership in southwest Oregon.

I icceived youi proposal for a "joint venture" between RailAmerica and the State
of Oregon on the CORP line between Vaughn and Cordes Over two months ago, I asked
RailAmerica, as a sign of good faith, to fix the tunnels and re-open the line Your latest
proposal does not respond to that request.

To put it succinctly, my bottom line has not changed. As I stated when we met in
person on January 24lh and ispeated in my Icttci.on Februaiy 12lh, the State of Oregon
would be open to a discussion with all of the stakeholders on a long-terra solution for the
line after you have re-opened it. Your refusal to address this bottom line leads me to
conclude that you have no intention of fixing and reopening the line without a significant
infusion of public dollars. Since you have made no effort since the September 2007
closure to re-open the line, I believe that your actions constitute an unlawful embargo and
you are violating your common carrier obligation, theieby causing a haidship for
Oregon's businesses and thicatening the economic health of Oregon's coastal
communities.

I continue to maintain that fixing the tunnels and restoring the flow of goods
along the line is not only the right thing to do, but your legal obligation. Your choice
seems clear: either re-open the Ime or seek abandonment. We need to come to a
conclusion on this matter. I will continue to press fedeial authorities and Oregon's
congressional delegation to close this chapter.

Rail service on the Coos Bay Subdivision of the CORP has been interrupted due to safety
concerns related to numerous tunnel conditions on the line. In order to maintain service to the
line over the next five years, there are also significant bridge repairs and other capital work that
must be completed before a safe on-going operation can be reestablished.

Cost
Hie cost to rehabilitate the Coos Bay Subdivision and restore it to service in a safe operating
condition far at least five (5) years is estimated at $23,270,000. The initial repair of the tunnels
can be accomplished in a six (6) month period. The remaining work can be accomplished over a
twenty-four (24) month period. The breakdown of the estimate is as follows:

Thanks for your patience We have finally decided on our revised plan which is outlined in the spread sheet attached

We have moved some taes around from the original proposal but for the most part, we will concentrate our program between
MP 740 Reedsport and MP 765 North Bend. We expect to put in about 550 ties per mile We have Increased the amount of
ties from 10,000 to almost 15,000 because we found some very good relay ties that we are purchasing.

Of course we anticipate purchasing materials (relay ties and ballast) with the State grant money and using our $400,000
match to get the work done.

With the PORT of Coos Bay getting grant money to build a new rail spur to the North Spit at Cordes and the new sawmill
being built there, we want to have the track rehabilitated to handle this new business. We believe the new rail spur and natural
gas to the North Spit will generate many new industrial rail opportunities for the CORP.
