I3y Ictrci- dated December 21,2009, addressed to Chaiiirian Elliott, tiie Si<;kiyou Regional 
Railroad Authority ("SRRA") requests the Surface Transportation l3oard lo defer action in this 
proceeding. 

SRRA mistakenly claims that the proceeding challenges "the level of C'ORP's service 
and tiie rates CORP charges." The Central Oregon & Pacific Railroad, Inc. ("CORP") wants to 
clarify that the type of pioceed:ng that is pending is incorrectly portrayed in SRRA's letter. The 
pending proceeding involves a request for alternative rail service under ^9 C.F.R. § 1146.1. fhe 
proceeding does nut challenge the reasonableness ofthe rates charged by CORP to shippers using 
the line in issue. As to the .service issue, the Board has already concluded "that petitioners have 
failed to make all oi'the shownigs lequiied for the relief tliey seek*' and this proceeding iv slill 
pending becfiuse the Board ga\€ ''the parties an opportunity to submit supplemental information." 
March 4, 2009 decision al 2. CORP would request the Board to confirm its March 4, 2009 
conclusion so that any negotiations involving SRRA can proceed without the bpectcr of this 
litigation. 

Notwithstanding tiie procedural effect of SRRA's letter, CORP is supportive of SRR.A's 
efforts to strike a deal with Union Pacific to acquiie the necessary i ights and/or arrange for an 
alternative operator on the Siskiyou summit, and CORP will consider amending its Lease 
obligations, with Union Pacific to facilitate such an objective.
