CSX Transportation, Inc. (“CSXT") responds to the letter filed by the Metroparks
of Toledo Arca (“Mctorparks™) on January 13, 2011, seeking an extension of time to
negotiate interim trail usc/rail banking.

CSX'T agrecs to the extension of time until June 30,2011 to negotiate interim trail
use/rail banking for the 1.58-mile rail line on its Northern Region, Chicago Division,
Toledo Terminal Subdivision, between milcpost CO-12.73 and milepost CO-14.31, ncar
Gould in Lucas County, OH with Metroparks.

As provided in 49 CFR 1152.29(e)(2), the extension of the trail negotiation period
until June 30, 2011, crcates a regulatory barrier to consummation of the abandonment,
which provides CSXT with an additional 60 days to consummate the abandonment until
August 29, 2011, if trail ncgotiation is unsuccessful. 'CSXT respectfully requests that the
Board confirm that the extension of the consummation period as provided in the
rcgulations applies in this instance.
