Please refer to the Petition of Keokulc Junction Railway Co. (KJRY) to Revoke a class 
exemption from 49 U.S.C. § 10901 for acquisition by Pacific Rim Railway Company, Inc. 
(PRIM) from the City of Keokuk, Iowa (the City) and operation of a railroad bridge over the 
Mississippi River between Keokuk, IA and Hamilton, IL, commonly known as the Keolcuk 
Municipal Bridge. The KJRY Petition to Revoke was most recently supplemented in a 
Supplemental Petition to Revoke, dated April 13, 2010.
