I am writing to request that the Surface Transportation Board (“STB”) promptly issue an
exemption in the above-referenced docket in order to allow the parties to close the underlying
transaction as soon as possxble and before December 31, 2010.

On November 24, 2010, the STB published notice of National Express Corporation’s
petition for exemption in the Federal Register.
