HUBER ENGINEERED WOODS, LLC’S
CONDITIONAL PETITION WITHDRAWING ITS
OBJECTIONS TO MMA’S ABANDONMENT
APPLICATION

The State of Maine (“State”) and the Montreal, Maine & Atlantic Railway, Ltd.
(“MMA”) have jointly petitioned the Surface Transportation Board (“Board”) to approve
the terms of a settlement they reached over which the Board has jurisdiction. The
settlement reflects the terms by which the State will acquire certain assets of MMA in
order. to preserve rail service on the trackage that was subject to MMA’s abandonment
application. Pursuant to the settlement, the State has agreed to withdraw its opposition to
MMA’s abandonment application. Nevertheless, the settlement provides that if the sale
that is part of the settlement fails to close due to certain conditions within MMA’s control
or responsibility, the parties agreed the Board could reopen this proceeding and restore
the parties to their positions before they agreed in principle on a sale.

Huber Engineered Woods, LLC (“Huber”) filed an opposition to MMA’s

abandonment application. To facilitate the implementation of the settlement — which will
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preserve rail service and greatly serve the public interest — Huber conditionally withdraws
its protest to the abandonment application that Huber filed with the Board on April 20,
2010. Huber asks that the Board retain jurisdiction over this proceeding to ensure that if
the parties do not close for reasons under MMA'’s control or responsibility, the Board can
reopen the proceeding to consider the merits of the abandonment application and the

opposition to that application.
