SUPPLEMENTAL EQUIPMENT TRUST AGREEMENT, dated as of
November 1, 1972, by and between MORGAN GUARANTY TRUST COMPANY OF
NEW YORK, a corporation duly organized and existing under the laws
of the State of New York (hereinafter called the Trustee), and
ILLINOIS CENTRAL GULF RAILROAD COMPANY (as successor to Illinois
Central Railroad Company), a corporation duly organized and exist-
ing under the laws of the State of Delaware (hereinafter called
tl ie Company):
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WHEREAS, in accordance with the provisions of a certain
uipment Trust Agreement, dated as of September 15, 1972, by and
tween the Trustee and the Company (hereinafter called the Agree-
nt), certain railroad equipment (hereinafter called the Trust
uipment) has been transferred to the Trustee and the title there-
vested in the Trustee; and the Trust Equipment was leased by the

Trustee to the Company for the term and the rental and upon the
conditions therein provided, which said Agreement constitutes
li.linois Central Gulf Equipment Trust, Series 1; and

WHEREAS, sums paid to the Trustee (a) under the third
11 paragraph of Section 3.4 of Article III of the Agreement

ARTICLE IV

the said Agreement, and such Additional Trust Equipment shall be
part of the Trust Equipment, subject to all the terms and condi-
:ions of the said Lease and of the said Agreement in all respects
as though it had been part of the original Trust Equipment specifi-
cally described in the said Lease.

ARTICLE V

The Company, with all convenient speed, will cause this
Supplemental Equipment Trust Agreement to be duly filed and recorded
with the Interstate Commerce Commission in accordance with the pro-
visions of Section 20c of the Interstate Commerce Act and will
promptly furnish to the Trustee evidence of such filing and recor-
dation and an opinion of counsel for the Company with respect
thereto satisfactory to the Trustee. The Company covenants and
agrees to pay the expenses connected with the preparation, execution,
recording, registration and filing hereof and of any instruments
executed under the provisions hereof.

ARTICLE VI

This Agreement may be simultaneously executed in any
number of counterparts, each of which, so executed, shall be deemed
to be an original, and such counterparts together shall constitute
but one and the same instrument.
