FIRST NATIONAL CITY BANK, a national banking association
duly incorporated and existing under the laws of the United States
of America with its head office in the City of New York, New York
(the "Trustee"), party of the first part; and

SOUTHERN RAILWAY COMPANY, a Virginia corporation, (the
"Company"), party of the second part;

W _ I T N E S _ S _ E T H That :

WHEREAS, by Agreement dated as of September 15, 1975,
(the "Agreement"), between the Trustee and the Company there was
constituted SOUTHERN RAILWAY EQUIPMENT TRUST NO. 3 OF 1975; and

WHEREAS, by the Agreement the Trustee did let and lease
unto the Company certain railroad equipment as set forth in
Schedule A to the Agreement (the "Equipment") for a term as set
forth in the Agreement, all upon such terms and conditions as
therein specified; and

WHEREAS, Schedule A erroneously described the Heavy Duty
Flat Car, to be numbered 50091 and to be purchased from Maxson
Corporation (hereinafter "Car"), as a 300-ton Heavy Duty Flat Car,
and the Car is a 375 -ton Heavy Duty Flat Car; and

WHEREAS, the parties desire to amend the Agreement to
properly describe the Car so as to prevent future confusion;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and of
the sum of One Dollar ($1.00) paid by the Company to the Trustee
at or before the ens ea ling and delivery hereof, the receipt of
which is hereby acknowledged, and in consideration of the rents and
covenants in the Agreement provided for and contained, the Trustee
and the Company do hereby agree that Schedule A is to read "375-ton
Heavy Duty Flat Car, Maxson Corporation, builder, to be numbered
50091," vice "300-ton Heavy Duty Flat Car., Maxson Corporation,
builder, to be numbered 50091."
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This Supplemental Agreement may be simultaneously
executed in several counterparts, each of which so executed shall
be deemed to be an original, and such counterparts shall together
constitute but one and the same instrument.
