SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT

AGREEMENT, dated as of February 16, 1976, between
NORFOLK AND WESTERN RAILWAY COMPANY, a Virginia corporation
(the "Company'), and FIRST ?ENNSYLVANIA BANK N;AL, a corpora-
tion existing under the laws of the United States (the
"Prustee") .

RECITALS

"Norfolk and Western Railway Eéuipment Trusﬁ, Series
Nble,ﬁ wés created by an Equipment Trust Agreement dated as
of70ctober 1, 1975 (the "Trust Agreement'), between the Trustee
and the Company, which provided that thé railroad equipment
described in the Trust Agreement (the '"Trust Equipment'),
having an aggregate final Costlat leést equal to 125% of the
aggregate principal amouﬁt of Trust,Certificétes issued under
the Trust Agreement, was to.be acquired by the Trustee and
leased to the Coﬁpany. The Trust Agreement also provides that,
if deemed necessary and desirable, other Equipment, of the same
or different typés, may be included in the Tfust in lieu of
any of the Trust Equipment specifically described in the Trust
Agreement, - |

The Trust Agreement also pfovides that if the Company

causes Equipment to be substituted for the Trust Equipment



" specifically described therein, sﬁch substituted Eduipment
shall be included by supplement thereto,.

It is deeﬁed necessary and desirabié to procﬁre for
the transportation services of the Company other Equipment in
lieu of some of the Trust Eduipment specifically described in
the Trust Agreement, and at the same time to provide more
current Estimated Cost figﬁres for the Trust Eﬁuipment.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the preﬁises and
‘the mutual agreements contained herein, the Company and the
. Trustee hereby agree as follows:

1. Schedule}A, attached hereto, is hereby éubstituted
for the original Schedule A of the Trust Agreement,

2. The Company shall cause this Supplemental Agree-
ment to be recorded pfombtly with the Interstate Commerce
Commission in the same manner as the Trust Agreement was re-
corded,

3. This Supplemental Agreement, which is dated for
convenience as of February 16, 1976, may be executed in any
number of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed to be
an;original, and such counterparts shall together constitute

a single instrument.



-4, The Trust Equipment described in.attached Schedule
A shall be subject to all of the térms and conditions set
forth in the Trust Agreement as fully as if said terms and
conditions were set forth in this Supplemental Agreement, and
the Trust Agreemeﬁﬁ‘shall be deemea to be supplementéd‘so as
to include the Trust Equipment herein described from and after
_tﬁe date thereof. Except as modified by éhis Supplementél Agrée:
ment, all terms, covenants and provisions of thé_Trust Agreement
shall continue in full fbrcevand effect.
