NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and of
he mutual promises, covenants and agreements hereinafter set forth,
he parties hereto agree that the Cut-Off Date, as that term is defined
n the Conditional Sale Agreement, is amended to mean February 28,
973.

All references to the Cut-Off Date in the Assignment are
imended to refer to the Cut-Off Date as extended hereby.
