This Amendment No. 2 dated as of July 1, 1975, to that

certec.in Equipment Lease dated as of June l,'l973, as amended
("Equipment Lease"), between Continental Illinois National
Bank and Trust Company of Chicago, a national banking association,
not in its individual capacity but solely as Trustee under
that certain Trust Agreement dated as of January 31, 1973
(the "Lessor") and National Railroad Passenger Corporation,
a corporation organized under the Rail Passenger Service Act,
as amended, and the laws of the District of Columbia (the"Lessee");

by deleting the fourth sentence thereof and substituting therefor

the following:

"It is agreed that the standard all-risk
policy shall provide coverage of at least $5,500,000
and may provide for a deductible of not more than
$500,000, with respect to any one loss, (provided, however,
that such policy may provide for a deductible of not
more than $1,000,000 with respect to any one loss, if
such policy shall provide for coverage of at least
$10,000,000), and that the public liability policy
shall provide coverage of at least $50,000,000, and
may provide for a deductible of not more than
$2,000,000, with respect to any one loss."”

2, Except as amended hereby, all of the terms and
provisions of the Equipment Lease shall remain in full force
and effect.

3. This Amendment may be executed in several counterparts,
each of which so executed shall be deemed an original and in each case
such counterparts shall constitute but one and the same
instrument.
