NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual
covenants and promises herein and in the Equipment Trust

Agreement contained, the parties hercto agree as follows:

The Trustee shall relcase funds in the amount of
$371,624.00 pursuant to Sections 4.9 and 3.4 of the Equip-
ment Trust Agreement and there shall be included as part of
the Trust Equipment under and subject to all the terms and
conditions of Gulf, Mobile and Ohio Railroad quisment Trust
Agreement, Series T , dated as of April 15, 1971 , between
said parties, in all respects as though it had been part of
the Trust Equipment therein specifically described, the

following units of substitute Equipment:

Eleven (11) 83-ton Open Hopper Cars,
Numbered 340450-340460, both inclusive
