FOR VALUE RECEIVED, the undersigned, Dr. Hirenda Nath
Chakroborttv (hereinafter called the "Borrower") promises to
pay to the order of MERCANTILE TRUST COMPANY NATIONAL ASSOCIA-
TION ("Mercantile"), at its banking office at 721 Locust
Street, St. Louls, Missouri 63101, the principal sum of Thirty-
Eight Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars ($38,800.00), together
with interest thereon from October 27, 1980, the date on which
the Borrower received said principal sum, at the rate which
shall be egual to two percent (2%) over and above the prime in-
terest rate charged by Mercantile on 90-day commercial loans to
large national companies ("Prime Rate") (which rate shall fluc-
tuate as and when said Prime Rate shall change), payable in
