Supplemental Agreement

. AGREEMENT dated as of the 1st day of July, 1982,
between CITIBANK, N.A., (as successor to Morgan Guaranty
Trgst Company of New York), a national banking association
inéorporated and existing under the laws of the United
Stétes of America, as Trustee (hereinafter called the
"Tfustee"), party of the first part, and BURLINGTON NORTHERN
RAiLROAD COMPANY (formerly Burlington Northern Inc.), a
cofporation duly organized and existing under the laws of
thé State of Delaware (hereinafter called the "Company"),
party of the second part,

WHEREAS, by a certain Agreement dated as of
April 1, 1973, executed by the Trustee and the Company,
thefe was established "Burlington Northern Equipment Trust
of 1973, Series 1"; and

| WHEREAS, by the terms thereof, the Trustee did

lease to the Company the railroad equipment described on

NOW, THEREFORE, it is agreed:

1. That Schedule A of said Agreement be and is

'hergby amended to add one (1) 100-ton, 2200 cubic foot

Cémpany road No. BN 953800, and the Company does hereby
agree to accept delivery and possession of same thereunder.

| 2. Said car No. BN 953800 shall be deemed to be a
portion of the Trust Equipment leased by the Trustee to the
Cdmpany under said Agreement in all respects as if the same
had been so delivered to the Company simultaneously with the
execution and delivery of said Agreement, and shall be
sugject to all the terms and conditions of said Agreement.

v 3. It is understood and agreed that except as
otherwise provided in said Agreement the title to and
owﬁership of said car No. BN 953800 shall be resesrved to and
remain in the Trustee, notwithstanding the delivery of the
same to and the possession and use thereof by the Company.

‘ 4. The Trustee shall not be responsible in any
majner whatsoever for or in respect of the validity or
sufficiency of this Supplemental Agreement or the due
exécution hereof by the Company or for or in respect of the
cor?ectness of the recitals of fact contained herein, which
recitals are made by the Company.

5. This Supplemental Agreement may be executed
simultaneously or from time to time, in several counterparts
andteach counterpart shall constitute a complete original
ins#rument, and it shall not be necessary in making proof of
this Supplemental Agreement or any counterpart hereof to

produce or account for any of the other counterparts.
