TO EQUIPMENT TRUST AGREEMENT DATED AS OF MARCH 15. 1981

BY AND BETWEEN

MANUFACTURERS HANOVER TRUST COMPANY, TRUSTEE

Supplemental Agreement dated as of May 1, 1991 by and
between Manufacturers Hanover Trust Company, as Trustee, and
General American Transportation Corporation, a New York
corporation.

(b) substituting therefor the units of Equipment described
in Schedule II attached hereto.
