Commerce Commission on July 25, 1980 and assigned Recordation No.

11708-A; and

WHEREAS, there is now on deposit with the Trustee the sum

of $626,244.85 and the Railroad has and does hereby request the

Trustee to acquire with such funds so on deposit and deliver to it

under the Equipment Trust Agreement two 3,000 H.P. EMD Model SD40-

2 diesel-electric locomotives bearing the Railroad's road numbers

8172 and 8173.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Railroad does hereby agree to sell,

assign, transfer and set over unto the Trustee, subject to the

terms of the Equipment Trust Agreement, two 3,000 H.P. EMD Model

SD40-2 diesel-electric locomotives bearing the Railroad's road



numbers 8172 and 8173, having a unit Fair Value of $321,095.52 and

an aggregate Fair Value as of the date hereof of $642,191.04.

The Equipment Trust Agreement is hereby amended to

include said additional equipment as Trust Equipment under the

terms of the Equipment Trust Agreement.

The Trustee does hereby agree LO lease said equipment to

any additional funds which may be required for the Trustee to

acquire the additional equipment described herein from the funds

now on deposit.

The Railroad will cause this Supplemental Agreement to

be filed and recorded with the Interstate Commerce Commission

pursuant to 49 U.S.C. Section 11303, and will furnish to the

Trustee certificates or other evidence satisfactory to the Trustee

of such filing and recording.

This Supplemental Agreement may be simultaneously
