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INSTRUMENT OF ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF SUCCESSION

This Instrument of Acknowledgment of Succession, dated as of _yy wy 25,2000,
by and between Fleet National Bank, a national banking association (“FNB”), individually and
as the existing owner trustee under the hereafter defined Trust Agreement (the “Owner
Trustee™), and State Street Bank and Trust company, a Massachusetts trust company (“State
Street™), individually and as the successor owner trustee under such Trust Agreement (the

UTLX 910247, UTLX 910249 - UTLX 910507) with STB Recordation No. 17847 (the

“Rolling Stock™); and
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WHEREAS, State Street is in the process of acquiring substantially all of the corporate
trust business of FNB, including its interests as Owner Trustee under the Trust Agreement;

and

WHEREAS, Section 11.1(d) of the Trust Agreement provides that any corporation to
which substantially all the corporate trust business of the Owner Trustee shall be transferred
shall, subject to satisfaction of the requirements of Section 11.1(c) of the Trust Agreement, be

the Owner Trustee under the Trust Agreement without further act.

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. The Successor Owner Trustee hereby acknowledges to the Owner Trustee that
the Successor Owner Trustee has succeeded to one hundred percent (100%) of the Owner

Trustee’s right, title and interest in and to the Trust Estate (as defined in the Trust Agreement).

2. State Street represents that it satisfies the requirements of Section 11.1(c) of the

Trust Agreement for a successor Owner Trustee.

3. FNB and State Street each represents that State Street is acquiring substantially

all of the corporate trust business of FNB.



4, Upon acceptance by the Surface Transportation Board of a certified true copy of
this Instrument for recordation with the provisions of 49 C.F.R. Part 1177, the Successor
Owner Trustee shall be deemed the Owner Trustee under the Trust Agreement pursuant to

Section 11.1(d) thereof.

5. State Street agrees that it is assuming all of the obligations of FNB under the
Trust Agreement and the other operative agreements identified in the Trust Agreement and the

Successor Owner Trustee under the Trust Agreement and such other operative agreements.
