Reference is made to the Liability Assumption Agreement and Tripartite
Agreement listed on Schedule A hereto which have been recorded with the Interstate
Commerce Commission (now known as the Surface Transportation Board) on the dates,
under the recordalion numbers and relating to the equipment noted on such schedule.

The Liability Assumption Agreement and Tripartite Agreement concern the Lease
