On November 24, 1997, CSX and NS' filed an appeal (designated as CSX'NS-ni) 
requesting that we reverse discovery rulings issued by Administrative L aw Judge Jacob 
Leventhal on November 20. 1997. In his discovery decision, Judge Leventhal denied applicants* 
motion to compel certain responsive applicants (respondents) to produce information relative to 
the conditions they seek in this proceeding Applicants contend that Judge Leventhal's discovery 
rulings are erroneous and result in mamfest injustice by denying access to infonnation relevant 
and necessary to prepare their rebuttal filing. Respondents replied to the appeal on December 1 
1997. 

BACKGROUND 

Respondents Illinois Central Raikoad Company (ICR) and Wisconsin Central, Ltd. 
r.VCL) filed responsive applications on October ?.\, 1997. A separate responsive application 
was filed jointly by Transtar, Inc. (Transtar), and respondents Elgin, Joliet and Eastem Railway 
(EJE) and I&M Rail Link, LLC (IMRL). In each instance, the responsive applications seek 
divestimre or acquisition of track or property to redress adverse competitive impacts allegedly 

' CSX refers to CSX Corporation and CSX Transportation, Inc. NS refers to Norfolk 
Southem Corporation and Norfolk Southem Railway Company. In this proceeding, CSX and NS 
seek approval and authonzation Uiider 49 U.S.C. 11323-25 for: (1) the acquisition of control of 
Conrail '.AC, and Consolidated Raii Corporation (Conrail); and (2) the division of Conrail's 
assets by and between CSX and NS. Conrail did not join in the appeal by CSX and NS that is 
under consideration here. CSX and NS are refened to as applicants for the purposes of this 
decision. 
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resulting fi-om the sought approval of the primary application.* On November 5 and 6, 1997, 
CSX and NS served respondents with intenogatories and document requests to determine the 
relationship between the relief sought and the proposed transaction. In the case of EJE and 
IMRL, applicants sought information with respect to the timing of discussions regarding IMRL's 
joinder with EJE in their responsive application. 

Respondents, all represented by the same counsel, objected to applicants' intenogatories 
and document reque ts on the ground that the information stug'it is not relevant nor reasonably 
calculated to lead to the discovery of admissible evidence. WCL also objected on the ground 
that the discovery requests sought information already within CSX's possession, custody, or 
control. CSX and NS subsequently filed a motion to compel (Sfifi CSX/NS-163), seeking an 
appropriate discovery order fi-om Judge Leventhal. At the discovery oral argument. Judge 
Leventhal denied the motion to compel as it related to all of applicants' discovery requests, 
finding that the infonnation sought was not relevant to the merits of the responsive applications.' 

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS 

On appeal, applicants indicate that, in previous rail merger proceedings, '.vhen the Board, 
or its predecessor, the Interstate Commerce Commission, was asked to apply its conditioning 
authority, the agency has repeatedly cited the principle that conditions will not be imposed to 
remedj' problems that existed before the merger at hand. Because there must be a nexus between 
the merger and the alleged harm, that the proposed condition would remedy, applicants argue that 
it is entirely appropriate for them to inquire about conditions as they existed prior to the 
transaction. According to CSX and NS, Judge Leventhal's denial of the motion to compei 
limited their ability to obtain evidence that would determine whether respondents' alleged 
problems are in fict merger-related or, as applicants will evidently assert, predate the proposed 
acquisition of Conrail. With respect to discovery directed to EJE and IMRL, applicants maintain 

^ ICR and WCL seek Board orders compelling CSX to seU, respectively: (I) 
approximately 2 miles of track fi-om Leewood to Aulon in Memphis, TN, to ICR; and (2) the 
.Altenheim Subdivision of the Baltimore & Ohio Chicago Terminal Railroad to WCL. Transtar, 
EJE. and IMRL seek to acquire Conrail's 51% stock ownership in the Indiana Harbor Belt 
Railroad Company. 

^ See discovery conference transcript, November 20, 1997, at 135 (denying the motion 
to compel with respect to EJE), at 155 (denying the motion to compel with respect to IMRL), 
at 198 (denying the motion with respect to WCL), and at 211 (denying the motion with respect to 
ICR). NS does not join in the appeal insofar as it relates to the Judge's decision with respect to 
ICR, 
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that, because EMRL had not previously appeared in the proceeding, inquiry into the time period 
involved in the carriers' negotiations over IMRL's participation is relevant to a determination of 
how much advance thought and planning went into their responsive application. Applicants 
indicate that their requests regarding timing are similar to questions asked repeatedly of CSX and 
NS witnesses during discovery without objection. 

Respondents contend that applicants failed to meet the strict standards that would justify 
overtuming the Judge's discovery decision. Respondents indicate that, to the extent applicants 
believe the harms described by ICR and WCL previously existed, applicants have asked, and 
ICR and WCL have answered, numerous interrogatories designed to elicit evidence of those past 
conditions. In regard to information about past purchase offers and inquiries, respondents state 
that, bv definition, applicants already possess the evidence they seek. Respondents maintain that, 
accordingly, denial of discovery related to past purchase offers will not deny applicants the 
opportunity to conduct discovery to determine whether the competitive harms predate the 
proposed n-ansaction. With regard to the discovery sought fi-om EJE and IMRL, respondents 
maintain that information relative to the timing of discussions has no bearing on whether the 
condition requested is designed to address an anticompetitive effect ofthe proposed transaction. 

Appeals fi-om uiscovery decisions issued by the Administrative Law Judge will be 
granted only "in exceptional circumstances to conect a clear enor of judgment or to prevent 
manifest injustice." 49 CFR 1115.1(c). Appeals fi-om discovery orders "are not favored," 14. 
and the standards for prevailing on such appeals are "stringent." S££ Decision No. 17, slip op. at 
2 (July 31, 1997). 

It is apparent that applicants have not been denied the opportunity to conduct discovery in 
the areas they are concemed with here. Applicants have asked and ICR and WCL have answered 
a number of intenogatories designed to adduce evidence as to whether the competitive harms 
described by ICR and WCu in their responsive applications predate the proposed transaction. 
Respondents objected to some, but not all, of applicants' discovery requests related to IMRL's 
agreement with EJE. Judge Leventhal exercised his discretion in denying discovery as to these 
additional requests by applicants, ûdge Leventhal's denial of discovery is not a clear error of 
judgmen*, nor does it conatiUite nanifest injustice. The appeal (CSX/NS-171) will be denied. 

This action will not significantly affect either the quality of the human environment or the 
conservation of energy resources. 

It is ordered: 

1 The CSX/NS-171 appeal of Judge Leventhal's discovery order is denied. 
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2. This decision is effective on its service date.

This decision addresses the petition by Steel Warehouse Company, Inc. (SW), filed on 
November 20. 1997, for leave to file comments out of time.' Applicants" replied in opposition to 
SW's petition. See CSX/NS-166, filed on November 21, 1997. 

Numerous responsive applications, comments, protests, and requests for conditions were 
filed with us on or before the October 21,1997 due date for such filings. In its petition, SW 
indicates that it did not file comments by October 21, 1997, as required by our procedural 
schedule established in Decision No. 6.̂  because it believed at the time that its interests would 
net be adversely affected by the proposed acquisition of Conrail. Also, as a small company, SW 
hoped to avoid the cost of submitting formal comments. SW states, however, that after the due 
date for comments passed, it discovered that it would be substantially disadvantaged by the loss 

' SW tendered its comments (SW-2) simultaneously with its petition for leave (SW-3). 

' "Applicants" refers to CSX Corporation and CSX Transportation, Inc. (collectively 
CSX), Norfolk Sc '.liem Corporation and Norfolk Southem Railway Company (collectively NS), 
and Conrail Inc , and Consolidated Rail Corporation (coUecti'. ely Conrail). In this proceeding, 
applicants seek approval and authonzation under 49 U.S.C. 11323-25 for: (1) the acquisition by 
CSX and NS of control of Conrail; and (2) the division of Conrail's assets bv and between CSX 
and NS.

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of competitive rail service, as described more fully in its tendered comments."* SW asserts that 
we pre 'iously granted similar requests to late-file comments in this proceeding and that, because 
applic ats have until December 15, 1997, to respond to comments, applicants will not be 
prejudiced by our granting SW's petition and accepting its comments. 

Applicants argue that SŴ  has made no showing that it was prevented in any way fi-om 
participating in this proceeding or following our established procedures. According to 
applicants, SW failed to mention that switching carriers have access to its plant and that therefore 
SW does not qualify as a siiipper whose rail options would decline fi'om two carriers to one 
carrier. Applicants submit that, even if SW's contentions are true regarding NS's refusal to 
negotiate and the carrier's imposition of service terms (claims that NS states are not true), SW 
had sufficient time to prepare and submit comments by the October 21 deadline. Applicants also 
contend that SW's request, filed nearly I nionth after the due date for comments, is untimely and 
that, contrary to SW's claim, applicants would be prejudiced by such a delayed filing. 

SW's request will be denied. SW's petition and comments, filed almost 1 month atter the 
established deadline, is much too late to be accepted into the record. Although we have granted 
previous extensions to file comments in this proceeding,- the requests were made on or before 
the conmient due date and our extensions were limited to only 10 days. We recognize that 
declining to accept this late-filed pleading might appear harsh, bul SW's reasons for asking us to 
accept the pleading are by no means exceptional or compelling. Moreover, were we to accept the 
pleading at this late date, the meaning of deadlines in the proceeding would be much diminished 
and management of the proceeding would be seriously undermined. 

This action will not significantly affect either the quality ofthe human environment or the 
conservation of en resources 

^ SW indicates in its comments that, because NS will acquire Conrail's rail line serving 
its facilities at South Bend, FN, SW will lose the competitive service provided by its current 
access to both camers. According to SW, NS is unwilling to negotiate and has imposed 
significantly less favorable terms on its future rail service to SW's plant. To remedy SW's 
claimed loss of competitive rail service, SW asks us to require NS to grant trackage rights to 
Chicago SouthShore & South Bend Railroad Company between SW's South Bend plant and 
Chicago, IL.

This decision addresses four motions (CSX/NS-148, 149, 150, and 151) filed by CSX and 
NS' to treat various responsive applications, filed October 21,1997, as comments, protests, or 
requests for conditions. Numerous comments, protests, and requests for conditions were filed 
with us on or before the October 21, 1997, due date for such filings. A number of responsive 
applications were also filed on that due date. By the above-referenced motions filed November 
10, 1997, applicants CSX and NS ask us to designate as comments the following pleadings filed 
as responsive applications: New York State Electric and Gas Corporation (NYSEG-14); State of 
New York and New York City Economic Development Corporation (NYS-11/NYC-10); Jacobs 
Industries Ltd. (Jacobs); ASHTA Chemicals Inc. (ASHT-11); U.S. Congressman Dennis H. 
Kucmich; Southem Tier West Regional Planning and Developmenl Board (STW-2); and Stark 
Development Board, Inc. (SDB-4).̂  

Applicants indicate that the parties referred to in their motions are not rail carriers and do 
not seek authorify fi'om the Board to act on their own behalf Applicants argue that, because a

According to the applicants, allowing the entities 
seeking trackage rights in favor of third parties to pursue responsive applications would result in 
administrative duplication and inefficiency and would be unfair to parties that elected to file 
comments. CSX and NS . ssert that "confusion" arising from Board precedent permitting 
noncarriers to file respon .iVe applications requires us to revisit and overrule the precedent. 
Applicants also maintain that the submissions in STW-2 and SDB-4 and by Congrecsman 
Kucinich and Jacobs fail to comply with our procedural requirements apphcablc to the filing of 
responsive applications. 

New York State Electric and Gas Corporation, the State of New York, acting by and 
through its Department of Transportation, and the New York City Economic Development 
Corporation (jointly NY parties) replied in opposition to the motion in CSX'NS-148. The NY 
parties contend ihat applicants' motion is both untimely and contrary to Board precedent that 
permits noncarriers such as themselves to seek the prescription of trackage rights in favor ofa 
third-party nominee. They also argue that the relief sought by applicants is an attempt to secure 
procedural advantage by denying them the right to close the evidentiary record on their 
applications for affirmative relief In addition, the Southem Tier West Regional Planmng and 
Development Board (STW) has late-filed a reply in opposition to the motion in CSX/NS-150. 
STW also argues that applicants' motion is untimely and unfounded and that its STW-2 
submission complies with the informational requirements of 49 CFR part 1180.̂  

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS 

The motion in CSX/NS-148 will be denied with respect to New York State Electric and 
Gas Corporation (NYSEG-14) and the State of New Yoric and New York City Economic 
Development Corporation (NYS-l 1/NYC-10). Our regulations goveming raihoad control 
proceedings define a responsive applic-'ion as one seeking "affirmative relief either as a 
condition to or in lieu of the approval .e primary application," including requests for 
"trackage rights, purchases, construction * * * etc.". 49 CFR 1180.3(h). Nothing in our rules 
resmcts responsive applications for trackage rights to rail carriers, or to a party that "seeks 
authority for ngfiif to act * • * ". CSX/NS-148 at 5 (emphasis in original). Indeed, the ability of 
noncarrier parties such as NYSEG and the NY parties to seek the prescription of trackage rights 
in favor ofa nominee is well-established within the rail merger/control context. Sfifi Umsm 
Pacific Corporation. Union Pacific Railroad Company, and Missouri Pacific Railroad Cnrripapy-
Control and Merger-Southern Pacific Rail Corpnratinn. Southern Pacific Transportation 
Company. St. Louis Southwestern Railwav Companv. SPCSL Corp , and The Denver and Rin

Grande Westem Railroad Company. Finance Docket No. 32760, Decision No. 44 (STB served 
Aug. 6, 1996) slip op. at 232-33; and Burlington Northem Inc.. and Burlington Northern 
Railroad Comoanv-Control and Merger-Santa Fe Pacific Corporation and The Atchison. 
Topeka and Santa Fe Railway Company. Finance Docket No. 32549, Decision No. 38 (ICC 
served Aug. 23, 1995) slip op. at 26 n.34. The responsive applications in NYSEG-14 and NYS-
11/NYC-10 comport with our applicable mles and precedent. 

Applicants' motions, however, will be granted with respect to the filings by Congressman 
Kucinich and Jacobs and in ASHT-11, STW-2 and SDB-4. In contrast to NYSEG-14 and NYS-
11/NYC-10 it is apparent that these filings do not comply with our procedural and informational 
requiren en s applicable to responsive applications, nor have waivers been sought with respect to 
such requirements. Pursuant to 49 CFR 1180.4(d)(4), a responsive application must comply as 
fiilly as possible with appropriate Board regulations, as if it were a firee standing primary 
application. STW and the other parties mentioned above have complied with virtually none of 
the informational requirements of 49 CFR part 1180. Accordingly, the submissions by 
Congressman Kucinich and Jacobs and those in ASHT-11, STW-2, and SDB-4, will be treated as 
comments and requests for conditions.* 

This action will not sigmficantly affect either the quality ofthe human environment or the 
conservation of energy resources. 

It is ordered: 

1. STW-3 is accepted into the record. 

2. The motion in CSX/NS-148 is denied with respect to New York State Electric and Gas 
Corporation (NYSEG-14) and the Stats of New York and New York City Economic 
Development Corporation (NYS-ll.^TC-10). The motions in CSX/NS-148, 149,150, and 151 
are granted in all other respects. The filings by Congressman Kucinich and Jacobs and the 
filings in .^SHT-l 1, STW-2, and SDB-4, will be considered comments and requests for 
conditions.

On October 21, 199", Transtar. Inc.. Elgin. Joliet and Eastem Railway Company, and 
Wisconsin Central Ltd. (reterred to collectively as appellants) tiled an appeal (designated "EJE-
11 WC-11" and refened to herein as EJE-11) requesting ihat we reverse a discovery order issued 
by .Administrativ e Law Judge Jacob Leventhal on October 16. 1997. .After a heanng on the 
matter. Judge Leventhal concluded that the 51"o stock ownership interest in the Indiana Harbor 
Belt Railroad Company (IHB) held by Consolidated Rail Corporation (ConraiU did not give 
Conrail control ofthe IHB. as that term is used in 49 CFR 1114.30.' Appellants ask us to 
ovenum the judge's finding, and compel Conrail to produce information currently within the 
possession or custody of IHB. 

IHB. one of tiiree terminal camers in Chicago, is owned 51% by Conrail and 49% by Soo 
Line Railroad Company, d/b a Canadian Pacitic Railway (CP Soo). .Appellants indicate that, 
subsequent to approval ofthe pnmary application, applicants- propose that CSX will assume 
management and dispatching control over the IHB. To detennine the impact of the 
CSXNiS Conrail transaction on IHB. appellants seek trom Conrail information relative lo IHB's

- CSX Corporation (CSXC) and CSX Transportation, Inc. (CSXT) are refened to 
collectively as CSX. Norfolk Southem Corporation (NSC) and Norfolk Southem Railway 
Company (NSR) are refened to collectively as NS. Conrail Inc. (CRI) and Consolidated Rail 
Corporation (CRC) are retened to collectively ab ConraU. CSX, NS, and Conrail are refened to 
collectively as applicants. 
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operations, including IHB's contracts with shippers. 100%o IHB traffic tapes, density charts, 
IHB's current timetable, current slow order and track speed documents, yard diagrams, and signal 
system information. .Applicin's objected to eight ofthe ten discover.' requests, alleging that 
Conrail does not exercise control over IHB. 

Appellants argue that information regarding IHB's operation is critical to determining the 
impact ofthe CSX,^S/Conrail transaction on shippers who depend on IHB for neutral switching 
services. Appellants contend that, even though Conrail permits IHB to operate independently. 
Conrail has the ability to control IHB and to acquire documents trom IHB. According to 
appellants, the ii-sue here is not whether Conrail actually wields its controlling powers, but 
whether Conrail has such powers. .Appellants indicate that IHB's president. secietar> . and 
treasurer are all Conrail employees, who work out of Coru'ail's headquarters in I'hiladelphia. P.A. 
.Appellants cite Winston Network. Inc. v. IHB. 944 F.2d 1351, '354 (7th Cir. 1991), to support 
their position. 

Appellants refer to other indicia of the relationship between IHB and Conrail; three IHB 
directors with offices in Philadelphia; IHB executive meetings conducted by telephone from 
Philadelphia; IHB payments to Conrail for IHB officers' salaries and for administration of IHB 
pension programs, procurement, insurance, property taxes, and corporate tax and property 
accounting; IHB bank accounts and certificates of deposit in Philadelphia; and IHB corporate 
seal, articles of incorporation, bylaws, and ^oard of directors' minutes in Philadelphia. 
.Appellants contend that the following Board decisions recognize Conrail's controlling interest in 
IHB; Decision No. 12. ser\ed July 23. 1997, slip op. at 8 ('NS and CSX will be "parties 
controlling the controlling shareholder in the Indiana Harbor Belt Railway . . ."): Rio Grande 
Ind.. Inc.-Pur. & Traci<.-Soo Line R. Co.. 6 I.C.C.2d 854. 863 n.9 (1990) ("Conrail now owns, 
and will continue to own a 51 percent controlling interest in iHB"); and Indiana Harbor Belt 
Railroad Companv-.Acquisition of Line of Chicago .And Westem Indiana Railroad Company-
E.xemption from 49 U.S.C. 11343. Finance Docket No. 31148 (ICC served Sept. 22. 1988) slip 
I p. at 2 ("Conrail, which controls IHB . . ."). 

Applicants reply that the appeal is moot because appellants concede that thty cannot use 
the documents, and that it is premature because Judge Leventhal has not had an opportunity to 
rule on all objections raised to appellants' discover}' requests. .According to applicants, 
appellants have not remotely met our stringent standard for reversing discover}' rulings because

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they have not shown that the requests m.eet the tests of relevance, need, burden, and 
contldenliality. Nor. applicants maintain, have appellants shown that the judge would have 
commined reversible enor if he had concluded that those standards had not been met. 
.Applicants maintain that discoverv is sought from the wrong party and that the requests should 
have been addressed to IHB itself, which is a separately represented party of record in this 
proceeding. .Applicants argue that, given the particular circumstances ofthe Conrail IHB 
relationship, neither IHB nor IHB documents should be deemed within Conrail's control merely 
because of Conrail's 51% ownership of IHB stock. 

DISCUSSION .AND CONCLUSIONS 

Appeals from discovery decisions issued by Judge Leventhal will be granted only "in 
exceptional circumstances to conect a clear enor of judgment or to prevent manifest injustice." 
49 CFR 1115.1 (c/. See Decision No. 6, slip op. at 7. 62 FR 29387. 29390 (May 30. 1997), 
Judge Leventhal's finding that Com-.-̂ il's 51'' o ownership of IHB's outstanding stock does not 
provide Conrail with "control" over IHB, as that term is used in 4Q CFR 1114.30. constitutes 
neither a clear enor of judgment nor manifest injustice. Because Judge Leventhal's conclusion is 
supported by the evidence of record, the appeal will be denied. 

Appellants seek commercially sensitive, competitive and confidential matenal. including 
all IHB contracts with shippers and 100% IHB traffic tapes."' We recently stated the goveming 
standards for such discoverv̂  requests in Decision Nos. 34 and 42; 

[T]he standard against which the relevance of commercially sensitive information is 
judged is necessarily higher than the standard against w hich the relevance of less 
sensitive information is judged. Disclosure of extraordinarily sensitive information 
should not be required without a careful balancing ofthe seeking party's need for the 
information, and its ability to generate comparable information from olher sources, 
against the likelihood of harm to the disclosing party. See Decision No. 34. slip op. at 2 
n.^: Decision No. 42. slip op. at 8. 

Appellants fail to demonstrate that they requLe the IHB infomiation from applicants. 
The documents and information that appellants seek are the property, and within the control, of 
IHB. IHB has been a party of record in this prt̂ ceeding since June 27. 1997. a status noted in our 
Decision No. 21. served .August 19. 1997. at 12. Because the information sought b\ appellants 

With the exception of its shipper contracts and traffic tapes. IHB voluntarily tendered to 
appellants the other operating infomiation they sought through discover.. See applicants' replv. 
L.xh. C.

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relates exclusively to IHB. appellants could have made timely requests to IHB for discovery 
monihs ago. IHB could then have voiced its own concems about relevance, burden, and 
confidentiality. and the p.irties could have explored altemative means of providing relevant 
infonnation that was requested. However, appellants made no timely attempt lo secure this 
discover\̂  from IHB. .Absent a showing that these documenls would have been unavailable upon 
timely discover, to IHB. appellants have failed to show that they need to obtain them from or 
ihrough applicants. Indeed, appellants have not demonstrated any substantial need for the 
particular documents, and certainly not the compelling need required to justify discovery of 
sensitive documents such as shipper contracts and traffic tapes. 

.Appellants also fail to demonstrate that Judge Leventhal's substantive finding was 
enoneous. IHB operates a separate railroad with over 800 employees from its offices in 
Hammond. IN. Its labor agreemenis are separate from those goveming Conrail employees, and 
are separately negotiated by IHB. Its day-to-day operafions are under the direction and control of 
a general manager who is an IHB employee. IHB operates as a switching canier for most major 
railroads operating from and to the Chicago area. The commercial relationships ofConrail and 
IHB as interconnecting railroads are governed by agreements negofiated at arm's length, as they 
are with other railroads with whom IHB connects. Conrail does not dictate to or un laterally 
exercise dominion ov er IHB. 

IHB is a railroad operated independently of the applicants. Conrail owns 51% of IHB's 
common stock. The remaining 49" o is owned hy CP 'Soo. CP'Soo competes with Conrail, CSX, 
and NS. and is a party of recoid in this proceeding. .As CP'Soo's counsel staled al the discovery 
conference. CP Soo agrees that discover)' of IHB documents and personnel cannot be made 
through Conrail. Transcript at 8-9. 53-55. .Appellants omit any reference to CP/Soo's position, 
which was a factor in Judge Leventhal's decision. Thus, in denying appellants" discover, 
request, the judge expressly considered CP Soo's interest in IHB as vveli as CP Soo's opposition 
to appellants' cunent discover.- request. Transcript at 57 In these circumstances, appellants 
have failed lo make the requisite showing for overturning .i dge Leventhal's decision. 

This action vvill not significantlv affect eit.her the quality ofthe human environment or the 
conservation of energy resources.

Tms decision addresses tbe ACE-17 monon m Imune' filed October 9 1997 bv 
movants.- and the reply filed Oct ,ber 15. 1997. by applicants.' In their mouon in lunine 
movants ask us to issue an order limiting applicants' presenunon of evidence in rebunal tc tne 
comments and evidence that movants intend to file m this proceedmg. Movants requesi a; order 
imposmg limitations on the scope of applicants' rebuttal in response to limiunons that movants 
allege were imposed on them durmg tite discovery process. 

BACKGROL'ND 

On July 3. 1997, movants served on appi.cai.ts certain discovery requesu islur j for 
virtually all documents concermng coai shipments and coaJ rate negonanons by applicants fo.-
the years 1978 through the present. Applicants objected to the document requests, claiming that 
they were overbroad, birdensome. and not likely to lead to the discovery of admissible evidence 
In Decision No 1!. served July 18. 1997. Judge Leventhal determined that at least some ofthe ' 
documents were relevant, but limited dis overy to: (a) a cenain number of vears for each 
applicant; (Ij) Conrail-served desunanons only; and (c) mformation related only to movants' 
plants. Movants appealed the judge s decision. In Decision No. 17. served August 1 1997 we 
affirmed Judge Leventhal 's limits on discovery, findmg that the information and docuinents 
sought by movants, but excluded by Judge Leventhal. would not assist us m our decision m th.s 
proceeding. 

In their second set of interTogaiones and document requests, served September 4 199̂  
movants asked applicants to produce their revenue masking factors applicable to the so^alled ' 

1 »\^ayb,ll Samples" filed with the Board for the yeai5 1978 through the present Over 
applicants- objections. Judge Leventhal required the production of i-evenue masking factors for 

A motion m limine is usually made before or after the begimung of a jury tnal for a 
prot«:tive order against prejudicial questions and statements. The purpose ofthe motion is to 
avoid mjecuon ot irrelevant, inadmissible or prejudicial maners mto the tnal. Black's Uw 
Dictionary 914 (5th ed.

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the years applicants were required to divulge with respect to movants' first discovery request 
However, m Decision No. 42, served October 3. 1997. we reversed the judge's decision and 
denied the discovery request, findmg that the disclosure ofthe masking factors would undermme 
our poUcies with respect to the confidenuality ofthe Waybill Samples. Sa; Decision No 42. slip 
op. at 7. We also found that the mfonnanon sought by movants was not shown to be relevant to 
any legitimate issue m the proceedmg. Id. 

AJthough movants disagree with our nilings on the two discovery requests, they contend 
that applicants' rebunal submission should be limited m the manner, and to the extent, their 
discovery requests were restncted m Decision Nos. 11, 17. and 42. Movants specificallv request 
that apphcants not be allowed to introduce, m their rebuttal m suppon ofthe applicauon, any 
documentary evidence or mfonnanon that movants were precluded &om examining as a result of 
the limitations imposed by Judge Leventhal or by us. 

.Movants argue that a limitation of this son will not hann applicants because applicants 
have argued that the mfonnanon and documents excluded by Judge Leventhal or by us are not 
relevant to the issues m this proceedmg. Accordmg to movants, such an onler would place the 
same limitation on applicants thai was imposed on them and will preserve procedural due process 
m the proceedmg. Movants contend thai a Board onler is warranted now to give the panics 
appropnale nonce ofthe scope of the evidennary foundanon for coal rate issues, the so-called 
acquismon premium, and junsdicnonal threshold maners, so that the pames may prepare their 
pieadmgs acconlmgly. Movants mamtam that granung their relief is also appropnate because it 
would relieve them of the allegedly inadequate altemanve of moving to stnke evidence that 
permeates apphcants' rebunal and is unpossible to ignore or extncate. 

Applicants oppose the monon m limme. Applicants contend that movants seek to prevent 
us from considenng potennally probanve evidence sunply because movants have filed an overly 
broad discovery request. Applicants argue that gnrnng movanu' monon would encourage in 
the fumre unreasonably broad discovery requests, the demai of which could be used by a 
requester to hmit the mnoducuon of evidence by the other party Acconling to applicants, rather 
than adopnng movants' posinon, which would preclude the innoducnon of evidence before its 
probative value or prejudicial efTect could be detennmed, we should delay anv such mlmg until 
comments and supporting evidence, and any rebunal filmgs. are considered. Applicants believe 
that mer • nc reason that such an approach would not adequately protect the interests of all 
panies t proceeding. 

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS 

The motion in limme will be demed. So far as we are aware, there is no precedent for 
granung, or even considenng. a motion in limine m Boart proceedings. Fedem! distnct courts 
have the ability to exclude evidence m limine pursuant to their power to manage tnaJs 
particularly jury tnals. Lucc V, l;nUC(1 Sliltn. 469 U.S. 38. 41 n.4 (1984). The use of'the motion 
inlimme m federal courts takes two fonns SfiC 21 Wnght & Graham. Federal Pnicnce and 
Procedure: Evidence §5037 (1997). The first of these fonns, which Wnght and Graham call the

Under the procedural scnedule 'governing tius proceeding, all respoasive (including 
inconsistent) applications, all commenis. protests, requests for conditions, and any otiier 
opposition evidence and argument were due by October 21, 1997. Sfifi Dccisio.i No. 6. served 
May 30, 1997, slip op. at 9; Decision No. 12. served July 23. 1997. slip op. at 26. The Board has 
received requests for extensions ofthe filing time from the Commonwealth of Massachusetts 
(Massachusetts) and the Ann Arbor Railroad (Ann Arbor). 

By lener dated October 21. 1997, Massachusetts states that it intends to file comments m 
this proceeding. .Massachusetts states that it has been in active negotianons with CSX 
Corporation and CSX Transportation. Inc., on substanti\e issues, and has reached agreement in 
most areas, but that several pcints remain to be resolved. Massachusetts requests an extension of 
time of not more than 10 days to complete the filing with the Board. 

By letter (designated AA-4) dated October 21, 1997, Ann Arbor requests a two week 
extension to November 4, 1997, to file comments, requests for conditions and a responsive 
application. Ann Arbor requests this extension to allow it more time while it is negotiating a 
settlement with applicants. Ann Arbor states that this extension is needed because it is a 
Class III railroad w ' ''mited resources, and was unable to dedicate the resources ner .ssary to 
prepare comments, 'r, ijsts for conditions, and a responsive application while 11 the process of 
negotiations with applicants. 

By reply dated October 23, 1997 (CSX/NS-117), applicants replied in opposition to 
Ann .Arbor's extension request. Applicants state that while negotiations berween Norfolk 
Southem Corporation and Norfolk Southem Railway Company (collectively, NS) and 
Ann Arbor only recently concluded, the extent of the negotiations was not more intensive than 
negotianons NS had with other parties during that same time penod, none of whom has 
requested an extension. Applicants also note that they have 55 days to file rebuttal to the scores 
of submissions that have been filed and that a 14-day extension significantly reduces applicants' 
time to analyze and prepare responses to Ann Arbor's comments, responsive application, and any 
supporting evidence. Applicants ftirther state that granting the requested extension will prejudice 
their ability to timely put in place their plans for prepanng the most thorough and responsive 
rebunal filing. 

The extensicn requests, though belated, are reasonable if they are limited to 10 days 
Therefore, we wili grant a 1 (-day extension (to October 31,1997) for the filing of the requested 
pleadings by Massachusett.' and Ann Arbor. No further extensions are contemplated. 

This action will not sigmficantly affec, either the quality of the human environment or the 
conservation of energy resources.

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS 

To allow us to fiilfiU our responsibiUties under the National Envnonmental Policy Act 
(NEPA) and other enviroamenlal laws, we require responsive apphcants to subrort certain 
envuonmenta. infonnation before, or at the time, they submit their appUcadons. SfiC Decision 
No 6 slip op «3-4 62 FR at 29388-89 Accordmgly. to faciUtate the environmental review 
pnx«k responsive applicants must file either (I) a venfied statement that the ineonsistenl or 
responsive application will have no sigmficant environmental impact, or (2) a responsive 
environmental report that contains detailed envm)mn«ital mformation regardmg the inconsistent 
or responsive apphcation.' Although we found in Decision No. 33 that NJT need not file a 
responsive application, we required that ,t make a comparable environmental submission as if it 
were a responsive applicant so that we could comply with NEPA and related laws. 

NJT's requested climfication will be demed. We believe that, if we were to grant NJT's 
request, we would, as applicanu argue, lack the information wc need to meet our environmenta. 
review responsibihues Moreover, we cannot defer envuonmental review of a proposed 
condiuon because conditions are self-execuimg. not permissive. Therefore, we will provide NJ 1 
10 davs from the service date of this decision to file an environmental submission (eiiht. a 
verified statement that the proposed operations will have no sigmficant environmenUl impact or 
an environmenUl report contaimng detailed environmenUl information regarding the proposed 
operations) as if it were a responsive applicant. If NJT does not provide adequate environmental 
mformation. it will be impossible for us to complete the appropnate underlying environmental 
review of NJT's requested conditions.
