In a letter .signed bv 12 mdi'»iduals (copy attached to this decision), vanous rail labor 
unions representing emplovees ofthe applicant camers in this rail consolidation proceeding have 
requested that 1 recuse mysolf from tunher panicipation in this case Given the senous nature of 
the allegations that their letter raises. 1 will treat it as if it were a formal petition, and will respond 
to It formally 

This case involves the application filed by CSX Corporation (CSX) and Norfolk Southern 
Corporation (Nortblk Southem) to acquire control of, and thereafter to partition the assets of, 
Con.ail Inc (Conrail) Petitioners argue that I should recuse myself because I have made public 
statements that compromise my ability to act impartially in this case In particular, petitioners 
claim that, in a telephone interview that the\ say I initiated with a Washington Pn<i\ reporter, I 
publicly expressed my suppon for "the breakup of Conrail assets between Norfolk Southern and 
CSX " My statements, according to petitioners, in essence directed CSX officials to abandon an 
earlier anangement under which CSX and Conraii wouid have merged, and instead to 
"negotiate[] an agreement with Norfolk Southem to divide the assets ofConrail " Because I 

"publicly disapprove[d] a transaction [a CSX/Conrail combination) and indicate(d] a desire for 
another result [the CSX'Nortblk Southem application]," thereby giving CSX and Norfolk 
Southem a "road map," petitioners assert that I am unable to address the issues in this proceeding 
objectively 

The allegations on which "-•itioners' recusal request is based are entirely unfounded: to 
put It bluntly, I did not make the conclusory commems that petitioners attnbute to me ' I did 
have a face-to-face conversation about railroad mergers with Don Phillips ofthe Washington Post 
on January 13, 1997. at .Mr Phillips' request Shortly after that conversation, on January 21, 
'997. the Washington P^'il pnnted an article discussing the likely disposition of Conrail's 
propeny However, as the Washinpon Post article indicates. I "careftjily avoided discussion of 
specifics in the [Conrail matter] " Indeed, Mr Phillips did not meet with me to talk about the 
Conrail matter, he called me to discuss the already-consummated Union Pacific/Southern Pacific 
(UT/SP) merger,- and. as the article itself references, the thnist of my remarks concemed the

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Board's action in that matter 

Thus, as the anicle points out, 1 stated that, with respect to the UP/SP merger, the Board 
acted so as to ensure that both ofthe remaining large westera railroads would remain strong 
competitors With respect to any Conrail restructuring proposal brought to the Board for 
consideration, and refemng to the statutory requirement that the Board consider competition in 
its merger cases, I said that "an argument is cleariy going to get made that what we must do is 
ensure some sort of competitive balance in the East " My conunents did not describe precisely 
what the Hoard would do with any such proposal presented to it, what competitive balance would 
be reached, or what specific coaditions might be used to achieve that balance. Rather, because, as 
1 indicated in the interview, each situation must be assessed on a case-by-case basis, I said that 
"what is important is how the Board will define preservation of competition in the context ofthe 
record, the facts, the region and the arguments that are made." 

Mr Phillips was clearly correct in concluding in his article that the Board "is prepared" to 
do whatever is necessary to carry out the law People may draw different inferences and 
conclusions, in Ught ofthe Board's action in UP/SP and the well-established principles ofrail 
merger review that I laid out in the interview, as to how the Board might specifically act in the 
Conrai' matter I can only say that in the pending Conrail proceeding, as in all other proceedings 
before the Boa'd, I will base my actions on the law. the Actual record developed, and the 
arguments that are made My statements to Phillips provide no basis whatsoever on which I 
should recuse myself; they in no way indicate that I can not be objective or act impartially in this 
matter 

In ftirther support of their request that I recuse myself; petitioners contend that theBoan̂  
demonstrated bias by permitting CSX and Norfolk Southern to proceed with 7 minor constructi >n 
proposals that relate to track necessaiy to carry out the proposed consolidation successfully. I» Ji 
aware of no case in which an individual agency member bas recused himself or herself on the 
ground that an on-the-record full agency decision in a fonnal adjudicative proceeding establishes 
personal bias. But in any event, I do not believe that the Board's action - which was taken only 
after notice and comment - allowing CSX and Norfolk Southern to seek construction authority 
refleas either personal or institutional bias in this proceeding. 

In allowing CSX and Norfolk Southern to seek approval to undertake these 7 constiuction 
projects, involving short segments of track, the Board recognized that completion of these 
construction projeas would facilitate competition between CSX and Norfolk Southern 
immediately if the overall transaction is approved. However, the Board indicated that, even if the 
construction proposals are approved,' CSX and Norfolk Southern would receive no authority to 
actually operate over these connecting lines unless and until the overall consolidation transaction 
is approved, it pointed out that approval of the constructions would not make approval ofthe 
merger any more likely; and it reflected CSX's and NorfoUi Southem's recognition "that any 
resources they expend in the construction of these connections may prove to be of little benefit to 
them if we deny the (consolidation] application .. " Decision No. 9, at 6. The Boaid's action 
a.s to the construction appucations, while it should facilitate competition if the transaction is 
approved, plainly did not indicate a predisposition to approve the consolidation transaction, aod 
the decisions implementing the Board's aaions are quite clear on this point 

Board members shall aa impartially and shall not give, or appear to give, preferential 
treatment to any private organization or individual. 49 CFR 2635.10I(bX8), (14). It is up to 
each Board member to assess his or her own impartiality. S « Supplemental Standards of Ethicai 
Condua for Employees ofthe ICC 9 I C C 2d 838, 840 (1993).*

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The case law indicates that recusal is necessaiy in an agency adjudication such as the 
Conrail proceeding only tf a disinterested observer would conclude that the agency member has in 
some measure prejudged both the facts ard the law of the particular case in advance of hearing it. 
Association of Natl Advertisers v FTC ; :7F2d I15I, 1158 (DC Cir. 1979). cert denied 447 
U S 921 (1980) As previously discussea, my comments to Mr. Phillips did not indicate a 
prejudgment ofthe faas to be presented or the way in which the law would be applied to those 
faas, m fact, my comments cleariy stated the contrary — that what is important in any such 
Conrail matter brought to the Board is "how the Board will define preservation of competition in 
the context ofthe record, the facts, the region, and the arguments that are made." Furthermore, 
the fact that an agency m .mber has policy views - even strong views, such as the views about the 
Board's responsibility to preserve and promote competition that I have publicly expressed in 
various contexts - does not diaate recusal. To the contrary, an agency bead has the right to 
discuss the applicable law and how the agency has implemented that law in prior cases, as in the 
case ofthe LT»/SP merger and its precedential value from a legal standpoint. Indeed, "[cjabinet 
officers and agency heads are not assumed to be silent, opinioniess creatures. Even m 
adjudicatory proceedmgs, impartiality is not incompatible with strongly held views on law or 
policy publicly expressed, and a presumption of regularity applies to the actions of agency 
officials " United Steelworkers of America, etc. v MarshajL 647 F.2d 1189, 1208 (D C. Cir. 
1980, as amended 1981), cen. denied. 453 U S. 913 (1981). Accord, United States v Morgan. 
313 U S 409, 421 (1941). FTC v Cement Inntimte 333 U.i,. 683 (1948). 

Unda' these legal standards, and given the inaccurate allegations on which petitioners' 
recusal request is based, I see no reason wby I should not participate fiilly m this case, and do the 
"job" that I was appointed to do Petitioners state that "it is critically imponant that the decision 
made by the . Board be fair to all parties." I share that view, and I am prepared to ao in a fair 
and evenhanded way in this case, as I do in all others in which I participate < I stated in say 
interview with Mr. Phillips, however, I can only reach a decision on the basii; „ the law and the 
faas and argument formally presented on the public record. Therefore, if petitionen have 
substanuve positions that they want the Board to take into account in assessing tbe pubiic interest 
in the Conraii matter - be they the competitive concems that petitioners have raised here, or labor 
issues germane to our responsibilities under the law - they should present their positions formally 
and completely so that they can be considered, aiong with the other pleadings filed in the case. 

It is ordered: 

Petitioners' request that I recuse myself is denied.

As Uraons which represent employees of Conrail, Norfolk Southem and CSXT who 
will be significantly and permanently affeaed by the proposed acquisition of Conrail by 
Norfolk Southern and CSX, we believe it is critically important that the decision made by the 
Surface Transponation Board be fair to all parties. 

Unfortunately, we are obliged to ask you to recuse yourself from participating in the 
decision on this transaaion. You have indicated in vour public comments that you believe 
the breakup of Conrail assets between Norfolk Southern and CSX is the preferred option. 
When Conrail had an existing agreement with CSX, which did not include Norfolk Southem 
and which Norfolk Southern had indicated it would fight financially and politically, you 
indicated publicly that you preferred the division of Conrail assets between the two carriers. 

In your phone call to a Washington Post reporter, Don Phillips, you made clear that 
you, as Chair of the Surface Transportation Board, preferred an outcome that satisfied the 
demands of both CSX and Norfoll'. Southern. The obviotis and unsurprising result after Mr. 
Phillips" story in the Washington Post was that CSX abandoned its contraa and intenrion to 
merge with Conrail, and negotiated an agreement with Norfolk Southem to divide the assets 
of Conrail. CSX officials and others have cited your comments in Mr. Phillips' story as their 
motivation in altering course. If the chief regulator publicly disapproves a transaaion and 
indicates a desire for another result, it is no surprise that the parties change course. 

The appeal ance of STB pre-judgrient of the proposed Transaaion wa* magnified by 
the recent decision to allow consideration of the proposals to build CSX-Conrail and NS-
Conrail conneaing tracks in advance of a decision on the Application as a means of saving 
Applicants' time in operating Conrail as their own property. The job of the Board is to 
review merger/control transaaions to protea the public interest, not to enhance the financial 
circumstances of carriers in advance of such review. This recent decision amplifies our 
concern that you prejudged the proposed Transaaion. 

The members of the STB are charged with regulating the carriers and proteaing the 
public interest, not with refereeing the intramural disputes among the carriers or advising 
them on how best to obtain regulatory approval to accomplish their ultimate goals. The 
Court of Appeals for the D.C. Circuit has repeatedly held that rccvisal of an agency 



adjudicator is required when the adjudicator has made public statements which show that the 
adjudicator "has in some measure adjudged the facts as well as the law of a particular case in 
advance of hearing it". United Steelworkers v. Marshall, 647 F. 2d 1189, 1209 p . C . Cir. 1980). 
In Texaco, Inc. v. FTC, 336 F. 2d 754 (D.C. Cir. 1964) and Cinderella Career and Finishing 
Schools, Inc. V. FTC, 425 F. 2d 583 (D.C Cir. 1970), public statements of agency 
Commissioners which indicated their predispositions about matters before the agencies were 
held to necessitate recusal of the Commissioner who made the remarks. Under those 
decisions the test for recusal is "whether a disinterested observer may conclude that [the 
agency] has in some measure adjudged the facts as well as the law of a particular case in 
advance of hearing it" Cinderella, 425 F. 2d at 591. The faa only one member of a tribunal 
has apparently prejudged the case does not immunize the agency's decision from challenge 
when that member is not excluded from the decision-making process in that case. Cinderella, 
425 F. 2d. at 592. 

Under these decisions, we believe that your comments regarding the desirable outcome 
of the competing CSX and NS efforts to acquire control of Conrail necessitates your reaisal. 
Any disinterested observer would reasonably conclude from your remarks that you approve, 
indeed encouraged, the joint acquisition of Conrail by CSX and NS and the division of its 
routes between those carriers; the only remaining questions are subsidiary issues as to the 
technical details as to how that division is to be accomplished. Having given CSX and NS a 
road map as to how they can reach their desired ends, you have compromised your ability to 
fully perform the funaions assigned to you under the statute. 

This transaaion is of profound importance to the transportation system of this 
country and to the employees of the three railroads involved. Ê ecause the Surface 
Transportation Board, and the predecessor Interstate Commerce Commission, have approved 
thirty-one of thirry-five mergers in the last [four decades], we will face, if this transaaions is 
approved, four major railroads in this coimiry, two in the East and two in the West. Every 
knowledgeable observer believes that the approval of this transaaion means that East-West 
mergers will immediately follow, leaving only two railroads in the covmtry. 

At a time when every other industry (such as energy, telecommunications, health care, 
financial services) is being challenged by federal regulators to compete, it is strange that the 
federai regulator of the rail industry is instead offering advice on how competitors should get 
together to eliminate a vigorous rival in the Northeast. While indi'viduals are, of course, 
entitled to their views on what is the best course for the rail indtistry in this country, as a 
federal regulator whose job is to judge the merits under the Statute of proposals made to the 
Surface Transporution Board, your aaions in speaking out on this matter and changing the 
course of this Transaaion indicate to us that you have made judgements in this matter which 
will prevent the objeaive exercise of your statutory responsibility. 

We therefore respectfully request that you recuse yourself in this matter.

CPR IS one of two maior Canadiar lailroads and, through its whollv owned subsidiaries 
D&H. Soo and StL&H. serves maior centers in midwestem and nonheastern Lnited Stales To 
ameliorate what it refers to as the proposed transaction s adverse competitive effects rn D&H, 
CP states that D&H plans to file a responsive application .seeking the following (11 reciprocal 
switching rights, at non-discriminatorv rates uith respect to the (a) Nonh Jerse\ S'lared .Assets 
.Area, (b) South Jersev Philadelphia Shared Assets .Area, (c) Buffalo-Niagara Frontier terminal 
area, and (d) Baltimore. MD terminal area i2i elimination of panicular restrictions in D&H's 
existing trackage rights over Conrail lines including an .Amtrak-related interchange restriction, 
whether dcnveo from the Final Svstem Plan u bv contract. (3) full service trackage rights, at 

In Decision No 12. we also accepted for consideration the application filed June 23. 
1997, by CSX Corporation (CSXC). CSX Transponat.on, lnc (CSXT) (collectivelv with their 
whollv owned subsidiaries. CSX), Norfolk Southern Corporation (NSC). Nortblk Southern 
Railwav Companv (NSR) (collectivelv with their whollv owned subsidiaries, NS), Conrail Inc 
(CRI). and Consolidated Rail Corporation (CRC) (collectively, Conrail) seeking approval and

In us petition, CP requests waiver or clarification that D&H"s responsiv e application 
constitutes a minor transaction If the responsive application is deemed to he a signiticani 
transaction, CP requests waiver or clanfication of cenain reuuirements of 49 CFR I ISOdibi 
(financial and intercorporate infonnationi and 49 CFR 1180 8 (operating plani CP also seeks 
clarification that D&H is the onlv "applicant" in regard to the responsive application, and that 
"applicant can-iers' will be limited to affiliates CPR. D&H. Soo. StL&H. and those Board-
regulated .-ailroads in which a CP entity has more that a 50% interest CP specUuailv seeks to 
exclude its Canadian railroad affiliates not subiect to our lunsdiction. its motor camer ano water 
c-imer aftiliates. and the pnmar. applicants from the tenn "applicant carriers ' To minimi2e its 
intcrmational burdens. CP seeks clarification that any information required in this proceeding, to

CSX. NS. and Conrail (colhctively applicants) oppose CP"s request to designate the 
responsive application a minor transaction .Applicants contend that the trackage rights and 
reciprocal switching descnbed in CP's waiver petition are at least regional in scope and. it 
granted, vvould undennine the anticipated benefits ofthe CSX'NS-CR transaction. Applicants 
funher argue that the competitive consequences ofthe relief sought by CP cannot adequately be 
considered under the procedures applicable to a minor transaction. According to applicants, 
hecause Ihe inpact ofthe requested conditions will affect markets and operations elsewhere m 
the CP system, the informational requiremems should not be limited to D&H only, bui shouid 
extend to CP affiliates as well 

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS 

' Pyfinmcip "Arrlltani" 49 CFR ll80.3(ai defines "applicant" as "Itlhepamjs 
initiating a transaction ' CP requests that we clanfy that D&H is the onlv "applicant" in the 
proposed responsive application and that D&H's other rail can-ier affiliates would not be 
considered "applicants" under 49 CFR 1180.3(a). CP maintains that the requested conditions 
penain only to D&H and would not be exercised by any other CP railroad Although applicants 
oppose this request. CP indicates that D&H's camer affiliates will be included as "applicant 
camers" (see belowi and all infonnation required from such panics will be made available The 
relief sought by petitioner is reasonable and will be granted Similar waivers and or 
clarifications have been granted bv the Board or the ICC in prev ious mergers 

2. Deliniiionof ".AÎ ĥL̂ anl Cnmpr." 49 CFR n 80.3(b) defines "applicant can'iers'as 
including "applicant, all can-iers related to the applicant, and all other camers involved m the 
transaction " CP seeks a waiver or clanfication that "applicant camers" will be limned to 
affiliates CPR.

continue providing necessan rail serv ice, the proposed relief is designed to ameliorate the 
adverse competitive impact of applicants' proposed transaction 

The responsive application that petitioner anticipates clearly is not a major transaction 
because it does not involve the mercer or control of two or more Class I railroad.s Therefore. 11 
IS necessarilv either a significant transaction or a minor transaction. .A significant transaction is a 
transaction thai is of regional or national transportation significance: a transaction is noi 
significant if 11 clearlv will not have any anticompetitive ef.''ects SfiS -1^ CFR 1180.2iai. (bl. and 
(c). .Applicants argue that the competitive consequences of D&H 's proposed relief cannot 
adequatelv be considered under the procedures applicable to a minor transaction Thev contend 
that CP has not shown lhal the proposed conditions meet the cntena for a minor transaction. The 
conditions sought, which if imposed would provide CP with new. direct access to the Ports of 
New N ork and New Jersey as well as reciprocal switching nghts in major eastem municipalities, 
appear to be regional in scope. Moreover, it is unclear from the waiver petition what the 
competitive effect ofthe conditions will be Without additional evidence. CP's bare assertion 
that the transaction will have no anticompetitive effect is insufficient to suppon a minor 
transaction classification Accordingly. CP's waiver petition, to the extent it seeks to designate 
the responsive application a minor transaction, will be denied.

CP proposes to list 
only those officers and directors who ore common as between (i) any ofthe CP parties (including 
their maionty ow-ned subsidiaries) and (ii i either anv of the pnmarv applicants i includini; men 
maionty owned subsidiaries) or any camer outside ofthe corporate families ot the pnmarv 
applicants (including their maionty owned subsidiaries) With respect to the disclosure required

CP s statements, it may be that not all cf the operating infomiation required under section 
1180.8(a) is necessary We will therefore conditionally grant petitioner's waiver request in this 
regard. Nevenheles.̂  we remind CP that the burden of proof will be on D&H to demonstrate, 
among other things, that the conditions it seeks are operationallv feasible and will not interfere 
with applicants operations. 

D&H may also need to submit operating infomiation in coniunction with the affimiative 
relief it seeks to allow us to camy out our responsibilities under NEPA and related laws As 
explained m Dec.sion No. 6. slip op. at 3-4. 62 FR at 29388-89. to facilitate the environmental 
review process. D&H must file by October 1. 1997. either: (Da venfied statement that the 
proposed operations will have no significant environmental impact: or (2) an environmental 
report containing detailed environmental infomiation regarding the proposed operations If an 
action proposed does not involve signiicant operational changes or would tvpicallv fall withm 
the exemption cntena of 49 CFR 1105.6(c)(2). an environmental report would not "be required 
because such an action is generally exempt trom environmental review If that is the case D&H 
must file a venfied statement demonstrating that ihe proposal would meet the exemption cntena 
ot 49 CFR 1105.6(0(2). CP or D&H must consult with SEA as earlv as possible regarding the 
appropnate environmental documentation. 

Fhis action will not significantly affect either the quality ofthe human environment or the 
conservation ot energv resources

<' ^ Clarification Request, nf Ntj flptj vpp Petitioners NJT and VRE request 
clanfication that they are not required to file responsive applications because the commuter rail 
operating nghts that they mtend to seek would not other^vlse require our authonzation NJT and 
VR£ maintain that, where the Board does not have junsdiction over the transaction encompassed 
within a proposed condition in a rail merger, a responsive application is not necessarv If we 
deny petitioners' request in this regard.

Requinng NJT and VRE to provide such infomiation would he 
burdensome and contusing and would not matenally assist us or other panies in evaluating the 
ments of their proposed operatmg authonty NJT and VRE will, however, be required to suomii 
evidence about the feasibility of their proposed operations and whether thev will interfere w ith 
freight operations that are conducted over these lines. Moreover, even though petitioners' 
requests are not technically responsive applications, they could raise the same kinds of 
environmental issues.

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The redactions were brought to Judge Leventhal's attention at a heanng held on 
Aueust 20, 1̂ 9'̂ . and were thereafter the subject of bnefs filed August 25, IQ'J'*, by applicants, 
and .August 29, 1997, by movants In Decision No 26 (ALJ wntten decision served September 5, 
1997), Judge Leventhal noted that the essence of applicants' argument was a claim that the 
redacted information was not relevant to any matters at issue m this proceedmc, held that 
relevance had been decided in Decision Nos 11 and 17, directed applicants to produce the 
redacted mformation witiiout tunher delay, and noted that the non-redacted documents could be 
designated Highly Confidential and would be subject to the terms of the protective order 
previously adopted in this proceeding In an A U oral decision announced at a heanng held on 
Septeinber 5, 1997.

.Applicants contend that Judge Leventhal's challenged decisions should be reversed 
because the redacted materal is not relevant to issues properly before the Board, because the 
redacted ma'.enal is '•\traordinanly commercially sensitive, and because, in rate negotiations 
conducted outside the context of the Conrail merger proceeding, the redacted matenal mav be 
used against applicants by movants' outside counsel and outside consultants, who have heretofore 
represented movan" ' may be expected to continue to represent movants in r ,te negotiations 
with applicants 

Applicants' objection respecting relevance has come much too late Applicants should 
have argued relevance in their July 11 submissions objecting to movants' July 3 discovery-
requests Applicants had one opponunity, not nultiple opponunities, to object to movants' 
discoverv- requests, we cannot accept the premise that relevance was an objection that applicants 
could hold in reserve until afifir Judge Leventhal had overruled applicants' initial objections and 
ordered production Judge Leventhal's oral decision of July 16 (which was confirmed in his

' Applicants indicate that they did not raise a relevance objection in their July 11 
submissions because thev "had not yet undenaken their search for responsive documents and 
discoverec the highlv sensitive matenals at issue "" CSXTMS-̂ O at 14 We realize that, when 
confronted '.vith a trulv massive document production request, a pany may be unable to review-, in 
the time ordinanly allowed, all potentially responsive documents, and may therefore be unable to 
raise, within the time ordinanly allowed, all appropnate objections Applicants, however, shouid 
have attempted to make a relevancy objection in some form or should have at least informed the

A U Decision No 26, slip op at 3 .Applicants argue, in essence, that the Highly Confidential 
designation provided for in the protective order will not suffice to protect the extraordinarily 
sensitive matenal they wish to redact It bears repetition, however, that the protective order 
goveming this proceeding was drafted by applicants and adopted at their request, and, given the 
procedural schedule applicable to this proceeding, now is not the time for applicants to be urging 
a de £a£ii2 modification of the protective order that would restnct the discovery available to their 
opponents" 

Finally, we recognize that outside counsel and outside consultants for railroads, shippers, 
and other pames tend to have continuing professional relationships with the parties they 
represent This is not a new phenomenon It is a situation that requires ouiside counsel and 
outsiae consultants to exercise extreme care in preserving confidentiality, but it is not a sufficient 
rea-on to grant the relief applicants seek here 

This action will not significantly affect either the quality ofthe human environment or the 
conservation of energy- resources

In Decision No 12 m this proceeding, served July 23, 1997, and published that day in the 
Federal Register at 62 FR 39577, we affinned the procedural schedule established m Decision No 
6. served May 30. 1997 ' L'nder that schedule, we imposed an August 22, 1997 due date for the 
tiling of: (1) descnptions of anticipated inconsistent and responsive applications, and (2) petitions 
tbr waiver or clarification, with respect thereto 

On .-\ugust 22, 1997, descnptions of anticipated inconsistent or responsive applications, 
and petitions for waiver or clanfication, with respect thereto, were filed separately by, among 
othei3 .\nn Arbor Railroad (.'VA), Bessemer and Lake Erie Railroad Company (BLE), Canadian 
National Railway Company (CN), Connecticut Southerti Railroad (CSO), Elgin, Joliet and 
Easterti Railway Company (EJF), Indiana Southem Railroad, Inc (ISRR), Indiana & Ohio 
Railway Company (lORY), .New England Central Railroad, Inc (NECR), and R J Corman 
Panies (RJC) Petitioners' waiver or clarification requests were filed in AA-2, BLE-4, CN-9, 
CSO-2, EJE-4, IORY-2, ISRR-2, NECR-2, and RJC-3 ' 

.\A is a Class III railroad operating over 53 miles of track between Ann Ar^or, MI, and 
Toledo. OH ,AA states that it intends to seek berwee. 275 and 325 miles of trackage rights over 
applicants' lines to remedy alleged anticompetitive effects ofthe CSX/NS/CR transaction 
.Accordingly, AA anticipates filing a responsive application seeking one of the following locai 
trackage nghts (I) between Toledo and Chicago. IL via Elkhan, IN, over the Conrail line to be 
acquired by NS, (2) between Toledo and Chicago via Detroit and Grand Rapids, MI, over CSX, 
or (3) between Ann Arbor and Chicago, via Kalamazoo, MI, jver the Conrail line to b« acquired 
by NS 

BLE is a Class II camer that operates 150 miles ofrail line between North Bessemer, PA 
and Conneaut, OH To preserve its current interchange of coal traffic with Conrail, BLE expeas 
to file a responsive application seeking, as a condition to any approval ofthe primary application. 

' In Decision ^n. 12. we also accepted for consideration the application filed June 23, 
1997, by CSX Corporation (CSXC), CSX Transportation, Inc (CSXT) (collectively with their 
wholly owned subsidianes. CSX), Norfolk Southern Corporatioi. (NSC), Norfolk Sou!hem 
Railway Company fNSR) (collectively with their wholly owned subsidiaries, Nb), Conrail Inc. 
(CRI). and Consolidated Rail Corporation (CRC) (collectively, Conrail) seeking approval and 
authonzation under 49 U S C 1 1321 -25 for (I) the acquisition by CSX and NS of control of 
Conrail, and (2) the division of Conrail's assets by and between CSX and NS. The transaction 
proposed m the primary application will be referred to as the CSX/NS/CR transaction, 

• By motions filed August 28 and September 5, 1997, ASHTA Chemicals Inc., requests 
leave to late-file, respectively, its Description of Responsive or Inconsistent Applicacion (ASHT-
4) and a Certificate of Service (ASHT-7). ASHTA's requests will be granted. 
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overheid trackage rights (1) over the Pennsylvania Lines LLC (Conrail) lines between Pinsburgh 
and Shire Oaks. P.A. or (2) over CSX's Une between Pittsburgh and Brownsville, P.A. If N'S 
provides coai haulage services to CSX over these lines, BLE indicates that it will also seek the 
same terms and conditions as applicable to CSX. 

CN mdicates that, although it has reached an agreement with CSX conceming CSX's 
acquisition ofConrail .ind does not oppose the pnmary application, it anticipates that u will file 
responsive applications seeking the following relief: (I) in the Detroit, MI, area, specified 
trackage rights, connection construction, non-discriminatory dispatching, and a "paired track" 
anangement;̂  (2) in the Chicago area, trackage rights from South Bend, IN, on the Conrail 
Chicago main line, over the Conrail Porter Branch, to the Gibson Yard, or, in the alternative, 
from Hays on the Conrail Kankakee Line northward to the Gibson Yard, together with authority 
to construct connections to the subject lines as may be required; and (3) in the Buffalo. NY. area, 
trackage nghts over the Conrail lines from CP 'H" to CP "Draw," a distance of approximately 9 
miles. 

CSO is a Class III corner providing rail service over 78 miles of track between 
Spnngfield, MA. and New Haven. CT. CSO states that it intends to file a responsive application 
seeking 75 miles of local truckage rights between New Haven and Fresh Pond Junction. .NY. 
over the Conrail line to be acquired an- operated by CSX. 

IJE is a Class II railroad which operates 196 miles of .-ail line in the Chicago area of 
northem Indiana and Illinois. To preserve switching services in the Chicago area, EJE expects to 
seek the divestiture of Conrail's controlling, 5\% stock interest in the Indiana Harbor Belt 
Railroad Company to itself, its parent Transtar, Inc.. or another corporate affiliate. 

lORY is a Class III carrier operating 244 miles of rail line between Cincinnati. OH, and 
Diann, MI. lORY intends to seek local and overhead trackage rights over 550 miles of specified 
rail lines to be acquired by applicants in Cincinnati, Columbus, and Lima. OH, and between the 
following pomt combinations in Ohio: Columbus-Cincinnati, Monroe-Middletown. Sidney-
Quincy. Sharronville-Columbus. Quincy-New London, Delu-Toledo, Springfield-Columbus, 
Lima-Fort Wayne, and Quincy-Maryville. 

ISRR, a Class III railroad, operates over 176 miles of rail line between Evansville and 
Indianapolis, IN. ISRR intends to seek approximately 300 miles of local and overhead trackage 
rights in Indianapolis and between Indianapolis, on the one hand, and, on the other, Terre Haute, 
Shelbyville. Crawfordsville. Frankfort, and Muncie, IN. 

NECR is a Class III rail earner providing rail service over 343 miles of track between 
East Alburg, VT, and New London, CT NECR will seek 267 miles of local trackage nghts, over 
Conrail's lines to be acquired by CSX, between: (1) Palmer and West Spnngfield, MA, (2) West 
Spnngfield, .MA. and Selkirk. NY. and (3̂  Selkirk and New York. NY. 

RJC indicates that its subsidiary, R. J, Corman Railroad Company/Westem Ohio Line 
(RJCW), is a Class III railroad operating a fl.S-mile line between Lima. OH. and the 
Ohio/Indiana state line. According to RJC, RJCW anticipates filing a responsive application 
seeking acquisition of, or trackage rights over, Conrail's rail line berveen mileposts 52.1 and 
54.4 in Lima, OH, subject to terms and conditions tc be negotiated by the parties or, 
altematively, set by the Board. 

' .Although CN specifically describes the conditions it intends to seek in the Detroit area. 
It reserves the right to modify its requests on (October 21, 1997, aa may be needed to achieve its 
intended purpose.

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DISCUSSION .AND CONCLUSIONS 

(I) Minor Transaction. Our regulations provide that responsive applications that are not 
major transactions are presumed to be significant transactions. 49 CFR I I80.4(d)(4)(ii). The 
regulations ftirther require, for signit'icant transactions, certain evidentia./ submissions more 
extensive than those required for minor transactions. These include 49 ChR 1180 6(aH8) 
(environmental consultation); 1180 6(c) (ownership information, other relevant issues, a 
corporate chart, noncamer information, and cenain other relationships); U 80 ' (market 
analyses); and 1180.8(a) (operational data). Petitioners .A.A. CN. CSO, ISRR, lORY. NECR. 
and RJC. seeking to avoid compliance with these requirt lents. urge that their respective 
responsive applications be considered minor transactions. 

Tne responsive applications that petitioners anticipate clearly are not major transactions 
because they do not involve the merger or control of two or more Class 1 railroads. Therefore, 
they are necessanly either sigmficant transactions or minor transactions. SfiC -̂ 9 CFR 1180 ""a). 
I b), and (c). We agree that, in the case of each, the anticipated responsive application will be a 
minor transaction, rather than a significant transaction. SfiS -̂ 9 CFR 1180.2(bi significant 
transaction is a transacuon that is of regional or national transportation sigmficance; a transaction 
13 not sigmficant if it clearly will not have any anticompetitive effects). 

The National Railroad Passenger Corporation (Amtrak) opposes the .AA-Z and CSO-2 
waiver requests insofar as they would relieve AA and CSO oftheir obligation, under 49 CFR 
1180 8(a). to provide specific data for proposed operations over rail line segments ONvned by 
.-Amtrak and 'osed for passenger service. .Amtrak indicates that it operates, or intends to operate, 
high-speed passenger service over .Amtrak-owned portions of two lines over which petitioners 
seek to operate: (1) Conrail's .Ann .Arbor to Chicago line to be acquired by NS, and (2) Conrail's 
New Haven, CT, to Fresh Pond Junction. NY, line to be acquired by CSX. If we grant 
petitioners' requests to consider their proposals minor transactions, .Amtrak alternatively asks 
that .AA and CSO be required to submit pertinent operatmg information. We will grant 
.Amtrak's altemative request. With regard to their responsive applications, AA and CSO must 
produce sufficient operational data to permit a determination of whether the resulting operations 
would adversely afTect Amtrak's present and planned high-speed passenger operations. 

Our authority to condition the primary application (e.g., by imposing the conditions to be 
sought by petitioners) is found in 49 U.S.C. 11324(c). The critena for imposing conditions to 
remedy anticorapeutive effects were set out in Union Pacific-Control-Missoun Pacific; 
Western Pacific. 366 l.C.C. 462, 562-65 (1982). There, the Interstate Commerce Commission 
(ICC) stated that it would not impose conditions on a railroad consolidation unless it found that 
the consolidation may produce effects harmful to the public interest (such as a sigmficant 
reduction of competition m an affected market), that the conditions to be imposed will ameliorate 
or eliminate the harmful effects, that the conditions will be operationally feasible, and that the 
conditions wiil produce public benefits (through reduction or elimination of possible harm) 
ourweighmg any reduction to the public benefits produced by the merger. .Additionally, the 
cntena for imposing conditions to remedy a claim of harm to essemial services appear at 49 CFR 
1180.1(d). In this regard, we note that, although tlie responsive applicauons to be filed by 
petitioners will be considered minor, the burden of proof is still on petiuoners to submit 
sufficient evidence to justify a grant of their respective responsive applications. 

(2) Definition of "Applicant". 49 CFR 1180.3(a) defines "applicant" as "[tJhe parties 
initiating a transacuon." Each petitioner (AA. BLE. CN. CSO. EJE. ISRR. lORY, NECR. and 
RJC) requests that we clarify that their rail carrier affiliates not involved in the proposed

transactions need not be considered "applicants" under 49 CFR 1180 3(a)' Petitioners ,A.A. CSO, 
lORY, ISRR, and NECR also request that we permit them to exclude their noncamer parent. 
RailTf X. Inc., from the responsive applications. Petitioners maintain that requinng information 
from such entities would impose significant burdens on them without matenally enhancing our 
ability- to evaluate the proposed transactions. Because the rei.ef sought by petitioners is 
reasonable, it will be granted. Similar waivers and/or clanfications have been grantee' by this 
Board or the ICC in previous mergers. 

(3) Defimtion of "Applicant Camers" 49 CFR 1180.3(b) defines 'applicant camers" to 
include "applicant, all carriers related to the applicant, and all other camers involved in the 
tionsacuon.' BLE. CN. EJE. and RJC seek a waiver or clarificauon to exclude the primary 
applicants from the definition of "applicant carriers." so that petitioners need not provide separate 
inlbrmation on the pnmary applicants in their responsive applications. 

The requested waivei conceming 49 CFR 1180.3(b) is reasonable and we will grant it as 
we have done in previous merger proceedings. We believe provision of such infonnation would 
be burdensome to petitioners anc' is not necessary for a proper evaluation of their responsive 
applications. Moreover, sufficient data for the primary applicants should be available in the 
pnmary applicauon. 

This action will not significantly affect either the quality ofthe human environment or the 
conservauon of energy resources. 

It is ordered: 

1. The petitions for waiver or clarification filed by AA. BLE, CN, CSO, EJE. ISRR, 
lORY, NECR, and RJC are granted to the extent set forth in this decision. 

2. With regard to their responsive applications, AA and CSO must produce sufficient 
operational data to permit a determination of whether the resulting operations would adversely 
affect Amtrak's present and planned high-speed passenger operations. 

3. The requests by ASHTA Chemicals Inc., for leave to late-file its Description of 
Responsive or Inconsistent Application (ASHT-4) and its Cenificate of Service (ASHT-7) are 
granted. .ASHT-4 and ASHT-7 are accepted into the record. 

4 This decision is effective on the date of service.

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS 

Appeals from discoverv decisions issued by Judge Leventhal will be granted only "in 
exceptional circumstances to correc: a clear error ofjudgment or to prevent manifest injustice " 
4"̂  CFR 1115 1(c) isf i Decision No 6. slip op at 7, 62 FR 29387, 29390 (May 30. 1997) 
Because ARU has not met this standard, we will deny its appeal 

ARU has a nght to ask applicants to identify the savings they believe will be obtained by. 
and to explain how they believe the public will be benefitted by, any envisioned "consolidations" 
related to the control transaction that applicants have asked us to approve in this proceedmg The 
challenged interrogatories, however, ask applicants instead to identify- the savings they believe 
were obtained by, and to explain how- they believe the public was benefitted by. cenain 
"consolidations" related to the control transactions that the ICC approved i.-. the CSX Control and 
NS Control proceedings The answers called for by the challenged interrogatones have very little 
or no connection to the matters at issue in the present proceeding 

ARU comends that the information sought in the challenged interrogatones "is relevant to 
this proceeding " ARU-14at4 We disagree Such information, in our opinion, is at best 
marginally relevant to the matters at issue in this proceeding, 

.ARU contends that "(tjhe only way to test the validity of the assumptions on which [pnor 
merger decisions] have been predicated is to seek actual evidence from prior transactions and 
coordinations to test whether pnor savings/public benefits assertions have been verified by actual 
expenenee " ARU-14 at 17 We agree with Judge Leventhal, however, that infonnation about 
the five referenced "consolidations" would have very little or no predictive value regarding the 
savings and benefits that applicants project can be achieved if we approve and they execute the 
transaction at issue in the present proceeding CSX/NS-64 at 6-7 The savings and benefits fi'om 
the transaction at issue in the present proceeding must stand or fail on their own merits 
Moreover, the challenged interrogatones are extremely burdensome and would require applicants 
to undertake studies of activities that have taken place over manv vears Given the burden of 
producing such evidence and its very limited relevance, we com 'hat Judge Leventhal 
properly denied discovery 

This action will not significantly afTect either the quality of the human environment or the 
conservation of energy resources

In Decision No 12 in this proceeding, served Juiy 23, 1997, and published that day in the 
Ecjlfiiai EcBSlfil at 62 FR 39577, we affirmed the procedural schedule established in Decision No 
6, sei-ved May 30, 1997 ' Under that schedule, we imposed an August 22. 1997 due date for the 
filing Qt' (1) descriptions of anticipated inconsistent and responsive applications, and (2) petitions 
for wa.v er or clanfication, with respect thereto 

On August 22, 1997, descnptions of anticipated inconsistent or responsive applications, 
and petitions for waiver or clanfication wtre filed separately by, among others American 
Trucking Associations, Inc (ATA), Wisconsin Central Ltd. (WCL), Kokomo Grain Co , Inc. 
(KGC), State of New York, by and through its Department of Transportation (NYS); and New 
York St- Electric and Gas ("NYSEG).' 

ATA describes the conditions that it expects to request to be placed on the control 
iransactlon, if approved ' ATA seeks clanficalion as to whether such conditions, if requested, 
must be in the form of a responsive application or as comments to the primary application to 
acquire Conrail If .AT A's request for conditions is required to be in the form of a responsive 
applicatioa ATA also seeks clanfication as to what parts of our Railroad Consolidation 
Procedures, 49 CFR part 1180, must be complied with at the time it files its responsive 
appiication 

WCL is a Class II railroad which owns and operates over 2,000 miles of rail line in 
Wisconsin, Illinois, Michigan, and Minnesota WCL states that it depends on competitive, neutral 
switching carriers in the Chicago area to ensure the efficient interchange of its rail .'raffic. It 
contends that the proposed CSX'NS/CR transaction, by dominating switching carriers and 
interchange options in the Chicago terminal area, will have serious anticompetitive etTects To 

' In Decision No. 12, we aiso accepted for consideration the application filed June 23, 
1997, by CSX Corporation (CSXC), CSX Transportation, Inc (CSXT) (collectively with their 
wholly owned subsidiaries, CSX), Norfolk Southem Corporation (NSC), Norfolk Southem 
Railway Company (NSR) (collectively with their wholly owned subsidiaries, NS), Conrail Inc. 
(CRI), and Consolidated Rail Corporation (CRC) (collectively, Conrail) seeking approval and 
authonzation under 49 U S C 11321-25 for: (1) the acquisition by CSX and NS of control of 
Conrail, and (2) the division of Conrail's ass'Jts by and between CSX and NS The transaction 
proposed in the pnmary application will be referred to as the CSX/NS/CR transaction.

' ATA's conditions relate generally to motor carrier intennodal operations and 
rail/highway safety concems. 
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ameliorate these effects. WCL expects to file a responsive application lo: (1) purchase the 
Altenheim Subdivision of The Baltimore & Ohio Chicago Terminal Railroad Company 
iB&OCTX a CSXT subsidiary, between descnbed rail interchanges m Chicago, and i2) di\est 
Conraifs controlling, 5 l̂ 'o stock imerest in the Indiana Harbor Belt Railroad Companv to a 
camer or consonium of non-eastern camers that may include WCL WCL also anticipates that it 
will seek a condition requinng the merger of B&OCT into its parent, CSXT WCL seeks 
clantication that its request for a condition requinng the merger of B&OCT into CSXT does not 
require the filing ofa responsive application by WCL 

KGC indicates that it expects to tile a responsive applicauon for overhead trackage rights 
on behalf of Central Railroad Company of Indianapolis, or another camer not al'filiated with ' 
applicants, over NS's rail hne between Tipton and Frankfort. IN. a distance of approximatelv 25 
miles, mciuding the nght to interchange traffic with CSXT at Frankfort. 

N YS states that, although the CSXNS.CR transaction, as proposed by applicants, will 
introduce dual rail service to the .New York metropolitan area, communities and shippers in New 
York Ciry and Long Island would not have the rail service aitematives that ' M I I be available to 
their neighbors west ofthe Hudson River. To address this situation. NYS anticipates filing a 
responsive application seeking trackage rights on behalf ofa third-party carrier: (1) over Conrai! 
lines from connections with the Delaware & Hudson Railway (CP Rail) at "CP-160" near 
Schenectady, NY, and at "CP-VO" near Voorheejville. NY, through Rensselaer and Selkirk. NY, 
respectively, to Poughkeepsie, NY; (2) over lines owned by New York Metropolitan Transit 
Authopty between Poughkeepsie. NY, and Oak Point, NY; and (3) over Conrail lines from Oak 
Point. NY. to a point of connection with the lines ofthe Long Island Railroad at or near Fresh 
Ponds, NY 

NYSEG indicates that it annually ships 3 million tons of ccal from mines in Ohio, 
Pennsylvania, and West Virginia, to its four electnc generating plants in New York. NYSEG 
maintains that, whereas it currently benefits from the cost efficiencies of Conrail's single-line 
service from 2 .s coal sources, it will lose such savings writhout corrc; ponding benefit under 
applicants' proposal to split service to NYSEG's plants between CSX and NS. .According to 
NYSEG, to preserve its eff.ciency gains, it anticipates filing an application seeking one ofthe 
tollowing altemaUves: (1) trackage nghts on behalf of NS. or a suitable third-party camer, over 
CSX's lines between Buffalo. NY, and NYSEG's Kintigh Plant; or (2) trackage nghts on behalf 
of CSX, or a suitable third-party camer, over NS's lines between Buffalo and NYSEG's Goudey, 
Greemdge, and Milliken Plants, 

In their peutions, WCL, KGC, NYS, and NYSEG each seek waiver ofall requirements in 
49 CFR 1180 for the mclusion of information from "applicant camers" in a responsive 
applicauon. KGC, NYS, and NYSEG indicate that they are seeking trackage nghts on behalf of 
suitable third-party camers for the purpose of preserving rail competiuon and that they are not 
themselves camers. Rather than requinng "applicant camers" infonnation as part of their 
responsive applications. KGC, NYS, and NYSEG ask that such infonnauon be required only if 
and when their camer nominee is objected to by applicants, at which point the suitability of the 
nominee could be determined. KGC and NYS additionally seek waiver ofthe 6-month pre-
notification requirement, at 49 CFR 1105.10(aKI), for applicauons requinng preparation of an 
environmental impact statement. In lieu of such notice, NYS offers to consult with our Section 
of Environmental Anaiysis (SEA) to determine whether the ttackage rights raise any prospect of 
a sigmficant environmental impact. Finally, NYSEG requests clanfication that a responsive 
application seeking only trackage nghts as a condition does not require the histoncal 
documentation of 49 CFR 1105.8. 
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DISCUSSION .AND CONCLL SIONS 

(1) Clanfication Rgquests hv .AT.A and WCL. Peutioners seek clarification that their 
proposed conditions (i.e., .AT.A's intermodal and raiLhighway safety concems and WCL's 
proposal to require the merger of B&OCT into CSXT) are not required to be sought in 
responsive applications. .As a rule, conditions to our approval ofthe CSXNS CR transaction 
need not be sought in responsive or inconsistent applications, unless the person seeking the 
condition seeks authonty for itself or an entity of its choosing to acquire or operate over lines of 
one of the applicants. The conditions described by .AT.A and WCL, as in the case of any 
requested condition, mav be sought in comments, requests for conditions, or other opposiuon 
ev idence and argument due in this proceeding on October 21.1997. 

Our authority to condition the primary applicauon is found in 49 U S.C. 11324(c). i he 
critena for imposing conditions to remedy anticompetitive effects were set out in L'nion Pacific-
Contrcl-Missoun Pacific: Westem Pacific. 366 l.C.C. 462, 562-65 (1982). There, the Ir.terstate 
Commerce Commission (ICC) slated that it would not impose conditions on a railroad 
consolidation uniess it found that the consolidation may produce effects harmfiil to the public 
interest (such as a significant reduction of competition in an affected market), that the conditions 
to be imposed will ameliorate or eliminate the harmfiil effects, that ihe conditions will be 
operauonally feasible, and that the conditions will produce public benefits (through reduction or 
elimination of possible hamO ourweighmg any reduction to the public benefits proauced by the 
merger. .AddiUonally, the cntena for imposing conditions to remedy a claim of harm to essenual 
services appear at 49 CFR 1180.1(d). The burden of proof is on pt̂ uUoners to present substanual 
evidence that approval ofthe primary application without imposition ofthe conditions will harm 
either their ability to provide essential services and/or competition. Sfifi Lamoille Vallev R.R. 
Co. v. ICC. 711 F.2d 295 (D C. Cir. 1983). 

(2) Applicant Carriers. 49 CFR 1180.3(b) defines "applicant carriers" to include 
"applicant, aii carriers related to the applicant, and all other camers involved in the Uansaction." 
KGC, NYS, and NYSEG, notmg that they a.** noncarriers seeking uackage nghts on behalf of 
third-partv carriers yet to be determined, request waiver ofall requirements for the inclusion, in 
their responsive applications, of information respecting "applicant carriers." WCL seeks similar 
relief to exclude the pnmary applicants from the definition of "applicant carriers" for purposes of 
us anticipated responsive appiication. 

The waiver requests respecting "applicant carriers" are reasonable and \» <; will grant them 
as we have done in previous merger proceedings. We believe that provision of >uch information 
would be burdensome to peutioners and is not necessary for a proper evaluation of their 
responsive applications. .Moreover, sufficient data for the primary applicants should be available 
in the primary applicauon. 

If vve approve the primary application and condition our approval thereof by granting any 
or all ofthe responsive applicauons to be filed by KGC, NYS, and NYSEG, tliat approval will 
amount to a requirement that applicants allow a carrier designated by KGC, NYS, or NYSEG to 
conduct the authonzed trackage nghts operations. Any matters not resolved in the present 
proceeding (e.g., the suitability ofthe nominee or other specific trackage rights issues) would 
necessanly have to be resolved in a follow-up proceeding. The primary applicants would be 
allowed to consummate an approved CSX/NS/CR transaction even if a follow-up proceeding has 
not been completed, or even though the trackage rights operation of a designated nominee might 
itself be delayed pending resolution of environmental or other issues. 

(3) Pre-Noufjcation. KGC and NYS seek waiver ofthe 6-month pre-notificauon 
requirement, at 49 CFR 1105.10(a)(1), for applications that may require the preparation of an 
environmental impact statement. The requested waiver is reasonable, and we will grant it. We 
emphasize, however, that anyone expecting to file a responsive application must constilt vvith

•4) HlSIont DQtumcniaiiOn- NYSEG requesu clanfication that a responsive application 
seeking only ttackage nghts does not require historic documentauon. We cannot grant the relief 
sought by NYSEG. .Although we note that, for a trackage nghts application, neither 
environmental documentation nor a historic report is ordinanly required, we indicated in 
Decision No 6, that, m order for us to fulfill our responsibiliues under the National 
Environmental Policy .Act and other envtronmentai laws, responsive applicants must submit 
certain environmental information' before or at the time they submit their applications. To 
facilitate the environmental review process, we have required that responsive applicants file by 
October 1, 1997, either: (1) a venfied statement that the inconsistent or responsive application 
will have no sigmficant environmental impact, or (2) a responsive environmental report i RER) 
ihat contains deuuled environmental information regarding the inconsistent or respon.̂ ive 
appiication. We indicated that, if an action proposed under an inconsistent or responsive 
transaction does not involve sigmficant operational changes or would typically fall within tne 
exemption cntena of 49 CFR 1105.6(c)(2). an RER would not be required because such an 
action is generally exempt from environmental review. We added, however, that the responsive 
applicant would be required to file a verified statement demonstrating that its proposal meets the 
exemption cnteria of 49 CFR 1105.6(c)(2).' As previously noted, anyone expecting to file a 
responsive applicauon must consult with SE.A as early as possible regarding the appropnate 
environmental documentauon. 

This action will not significantly affeci either the quality ofthe human environment or the 
conservauon of energy resources.

I The peutions for waiver or clarificauon filed by /^TA. WCL, KGC, NYS. and NYSEG 
are granted to the extent set forth in this decision. 

2. This decision is effective on the date of service.

In Decision No 12 in this proceeding, served July 23. 1997. and published that day in the 
Essisial Register at 62 FR 39577. we affinned the procedural schedule established in Decision No 
6, served May 30, 1997 ' Under that schedule, we imposed an August 22, 1997 due date for the 
filing of (P '••escnptions of anticipated inconsiitent and responsive applications, and (2) petitions 
for waivei or cianfication. with respect thereto 

On August 21. 1997, a descnption of proposed responsive application and petition fot 
determination of minor transaction were lied by Housatonic Railroad Company, lnc (HRC) • On 
AugustI9<J7, descnptions of anticipated inconsistent or responsive applications, and petitions 
for waiver or clarification were filed separately by, among others Central Railroad Company of 
Ino.,. < (CIND), Central Railroad Company of Indianapolis (CERA), Eastem Shore Railroad, lnc 
(ESHR), Livonia, Avon & Lakeville Railroad Corporation (L/KL), Louisville & Indiana Railroad 
Company (LIRC), and Wabash & Westem Railway Co D/B'A Michigan Southem Railroad 
(MSRR)' Each petit !oner seeks clanfication that its responsive application involves a "minor' 
transaction as detined m 49 CFR 1180 2{c) 

HRC is a Class III railroad that operates 1613 miles of track in Massachusetts, 
Connecticut, and New York It curremly interchanges all of its interline traffic with Conrail at 
Pittsfield. MA HRC contends that, should the CSX/NS/CR transaction be approved, NS intends 
to establish intermodal facilities in the New England market area and eliminate or adversely affect 
competing regional railroads, such as HRC HRC claims that it will be unable to meet NS's 
comretitive pressure unless it obtains equal access to all carriers serving the New England market 
Accordingly, to remain competitive, HRC indicates that it will seek overhead trackage rights ver 
Conrail's Boston-Albany main line as follows (1) from Pittsfield to Albany, NY, a distance of 
approximately 47 miles, for interchange purposes at .Albany, (2) from Pittsfield to 

' In Decision No 12, we also accepted for consideration the appiication filed June 23, 
1997, by CSX Corporation (CSXC), CSX Transportation, Inc (CSXT) (collectively with their 
wholly owned subsidianes, CSX), Norfolk Southem Corporation (NSC), Norfolk Southern 
Railway Company (NSR) (collectively with their wholly owned subsidianes, NS), Con.ail Inc 
(CRI), and Consolidated Rail Corporation (CkC) (collectively, Conrail) seeking approval and 
authonzation under 49 U S C 11321-25 for (1) the acquisition by CSX and NS of comrol of 
Conrail, and (2) the division of Co,.rairs assets by and between CSX and NS The transaclion 
pioposed in the primary application will be referred to as the CSX/NS/CR transaction.

MA. a distance of approximately 67 miles, for interchange purposes at Springiicid and 
Palmer, .Vl.A. and (3) from HRC's Berkshire lme at milepost 151 (CP IfOi to milepost 148 iCP 
14") at Pmstield, including the North .Adams Junction Yard and the North .Adams Secondarv 
track. 

CIND. CER.A. and LIRC (collectivelv IND Railroads) are Class l i l rail camers that own 
and operate, respectively 85 miles of hne in Indiana and Ohio (CIND); 80 miles ot line in 
Indiana (CERA); and 106 miles of line in Indiana and Kentucky (LIRC). IND R.iilroads contend 
that they will lose substantial traffic as a resu't of the CSX'NS/CR transaction In view ot these 
e.xpected traffic losses. IND Railroads indicate that they will ask us. in responsive applications, 
to require that each oftheir nul assets becomes pan ofthe proposed transaction. IND Railroads 
state that inclusion oftheir propenies in the transaction will not result m any anticompetitive 
effects IND Railroads indicate that t ley wiil also seek to obtain nghts or propenies as 
conditions to the transaction, as are necessarv- to ensure preservation ofthe essential serv ices that 
they maintain they provide on behaif ot shippers m the region. Conceming environmental 
maners. IND Railroads seek waiver ofthe requirement that responsive applicants tile a 
responsive environmental repon (RER) or environmental venfied statement b\ October 1. I'J'^" 
They maintain that they do not have the information necessary to predict with anv assurance the 
operational changes the pnmary applicanis may make as a result ofthe inclusion oftheir 
propenies. According to petitioners, their environmental filing should be delayed until after the 
Board determines that their propenies must be included m the transaction 

L.AL IS a Class III railroad operating: (1) 30 miles ofrail line between Chili and 
Lakeville. NY; and (2) 35 miles of trackage nghts between Hammondspon. Bath, and Way land. 
N Y. owned by the Steuben Counry Industnai Development .Authontv .Although LAL currentiv 
interchanges traffic with Conrail at Conrail's Genesee Junction Yard at Chili. L.AL indicates that, 
on consummation ofthe transaction, its tiaffic interchange at Chili will be adversely affected 
because CSXT will acquire the yard and prevem or limit LAL's access to NS. which will acquire 
Conrail 's proximately located Souihem Tier line. In view of applicants' proposed yard transfer, 
LAL LiteT '̂s to ask that approval of the CSX'NS/CR transaction be conditioned on the 
conveyai Conrail's Genesee Junction Yard, consisting of approximately ihree-quaners of a 
mile of tracKage. to LAL at a pnce to be negotiated or set by the Board. L.AL also seeks 
clanfication or waiver of 49 CFR 1180.3(b) to exclude the pnma-̂  applicants from the definition 
of "applicant camers." so that L.AL need not provide separate information on the pnmary 
applicants in its responsive application. 

ESHR and MSRR are Class III carriers operating, respectively (I) 63 miles of railroad 
between Pocomoke City, MD. and Cape Charles. VA; and (2) 49.6 miles of railroad in souihem 
Michigan and nonhem Indiana. ESHR and MSRR maintain that the CSX,NS/CR transaction, if 
approved a.s proposed, will diven substantial traific and revenue from them. Petitioners state 
that, to ensure that essential rail serv ices in their operating areas are maintained, they intend to 
file respoasive applications seeking (1) local trackage nghts over 44 miles of ConrailNS lines 
between Pocomoke City and Seaford. DE (m the case of ESHR); and (2) overhead trackage 
nghts over 80 miles ofConrail/NS lines between White River, Ml . to a connection with the 
Indiana Harbor Belt Railroad m nonhwest Indiana (in the case of MSRR). With regard to 
environmental matters. ESHR and MSRR also have filed venfied statements indicating their 
opinion that the trackage rights they intend to seek in responsive applications will have no 
significant envircnmental impact.* 

' Our Section of Environmental Analysis (SEA) will review the verified statements 
submitted by ESHR and MSRR. As discussed la&a, if the statements are insufficient, we may 
require additional environmental infonnation or reject the responsive applications.

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DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS 

(1) Minor Tran.saction. Our regulations provide that responsive applications that are not 
maior transactions are presumed to be significant transactions. 49 CFR 1180 4(d)(4)(iii The 
regulauons turther require, for significant transactions, certain evidentiary submissions more 
extensive than those required for minor transactions. These include 49 CFR 1180 6ia](Si 
(environmental consultation); 1180 6«c) (ownership information, other relevant issues, a 
corporate chan. nonvamer infomiation. and cenain other relationships); 1180 i market 
analyses); and 1180 8(ai (operational data). Petitioners CIND. CER.A, ESHR. HRC. L.AL. 
LIRC, and MSRR, seeking to avoid compliance with these requirements, urge th.ii their 
respective responsive applications be considered minor transactions 

The responsive applications Lhat petitioners anticipate clearly are not major transactions 
because they do not involve the merger or control of two or more Class 1 railroads. Therefore, 
they are necessanly either sig.Tificant transactions or minor transactions. Sss 49 CFF. 1180.2ia). 
(b). and (c). We agree that, in the case of each, the anticipated responsive application will be a 
minor transacuon. laiher than a significant transacuon. Sse -̂ ^ CFR 1180.2(b) la significant 
transaction is a u^saction that is of regionai or national transportation signiticance; a transaction 
is not significant it it clearly wil! not have any anticompetitive effiects). 

Our authonty to condition the pnmary applicauon (e.g.. by imposing the conditions to be 
sought by petiuoners) is found m 49 U.S.C. 11324(c). The critena for imposing conditions to 
remedy anticompetitive effects were set out in Union PacifiC"Control-Mis.souri Pacific; 
Westem Pacific. 366 l.C.C. 462. 562-65 (1982). There, lhe Inlerslale Commerce Commission 
stated that it would not impose conditions on a railroad consolidation unless it found that the 
consolidation may produce effects harmful to the public interest (such as a significant reduction 
of competiuon in an alfected market), that the conditions to be imposed will ameliorate or 
eliminate the harmful effects, that the conditions will be operationally feasible, and that the 
conditions will produce public benefits (through reduction or eliminauon of possible harm) 
outweighing any reduction to 'he public benefits produced by the merger. Additionallv. the 
cntena for imposing condiuons to remedy a claim of harm to essential services appear at 49 CFR 
1180.1 (d). In this regard, we note that, although the responsive applications to be filed by 
petitioners will be considered minor, the burden of proof is still on petitioners to submit 
sufficient evidence to justify a grant of their respective responsive applicalions. 

(2) C jfimtion o f Applicant Camers" 49 CFR 1180 3(b) defines "applicant earners" to 
include "applicant, all camers related to the applicant, and all other camers involved in the 
transaction." LAL seeks a waiver or clarification to exclude the pnmary applicants from the 
definition of "applicant camers." so that LAL need not provide separate information on the 
pnmary applicants in its responsive application. 

LAL's requested waiter conceming 49 CFR 1180.3(b) is reasonable and we will grant it 
as we have done in previous merger proceedings. We believe provision of such information 
would be burdensome to LAL and is not necessary for a proper evaluation of its responsive 
applicauon. Moreover, sufficient data for the pnmary applicants should be available in the 
pnmary applicauon. 

(3) Environmental and Histonc Documentati()r) Regarding IND Railroads' request to 
delay or waive the environmental and histonc reporting requirements until after a detennination 
IS made that their propenies must be included in the transaction, we indicated in Decision No. 6 
thai, m order for us to fulfill our responsibilities under the National Environmental Policy Act 
and other environmental laws, responsive applicants must submit certain environmental 
mformation before ot at the lime they submit their applicalions. To facilitate the environmental 
review process, we .-equired that responsi"e applicants file by October 1, 1997. either: (1) a 
venfied staiement that the inconsistent or responsive application will have no significanl

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environmental impact, or (2) a responsive environmental repon (RER i that contains detailed 
environmental information regarding the inconsistent or responsive application \\ c indicated 
Ihat, il an action proposed under an inconsistent or responsive transaction does not involve 
significant operational changes or would typically fall within the exemption criteria of 4̂^ CFR 
1105.6(c)(2). an RER would not be required because such an action is generally exempi trom 
environmenul re .iew. We added, however, that the responsive applicant vvould he required to 
file a venfied statement demonstraung that its proposal meets the exemption cntena of 4*̂  CFR 
1105.6(c)(2).' We advised that anyone expecung to file a responsive application should consult 
with SEA as early as possible regarding the appropnate environmenul documentation. Decision 
No. 6. slip op. at 3-4. 62 FR at 29388-89. 

We cannoi grant the deiay or waiver IND Railroads seek with regard to the env ironmental 
documentation for their responsive applications. Rather, petitioners must determine vhether 
their requested actions require submission cf an RER. as discussed above, or a verified 
stalcment. The RER (or venfied sutement of no impact) must be filed bv October 1. 1997. 

If an RER is required, it is critical that the responsive applicant consult with SE.A 
immediately to determine the scope and content of this document. The RER should complv w i.h 
all requirements for environmental reports conuined in our environmental rules at 49 CFR 
1105.7. Also, the RER should address the environmenul issues identified in the final scope ol 
the Environmental Impact Sutement for the entire merger, to the extent such issues are 
applicable to the particular responsive applicatio.i. If a responsive applicant is uncertain whether 
to file an RER or a verified sutement of no impact, the responsive applicant should aiso consult 
with SEA immediately. 

This action will not significantly affect either the quality oflhe human environment or the 
conservation of energy resources. 

It is ordered: 

1. The peutions for waiver or clarification filed by CIND, CERA, ESHR. HRC. L.AL. 
LIRC. and .VISRR are granted to the exient set forth m this d^ision. 

2 This decision is effective on the dale of service.

Pursuant to the r u l i n g i n a discovery dispute decided on 
July 18, 1997 and affirmed on appeal to the Board i n Decisirn No. 
17, the Applicants produced documents and interrogatory 
responses. In the course of production of the responsive 
documents. Applicant CSX redacted c e r t a i n information from s i x of 
i t s responsive documents which t h t i t claims to be highly 
c o n f i d e n t i a l i n t e r n a l management cost information. Applicant 
claims t h a t d3=":losure of t h i s redacted material t o ACE's counsel 
and consultants wculd r e s u l t i n a r i s k of substantial commercial 
harm to CCX. Although t h i s dispute concerns CSX documents, CSX 
says the issue i s common t o a l l of the Applicants. NS has 
s i m i l a r l y redacted cost information from documents provided to 
the movants. 

Because of the redactions, the movants seek an order 
compelling the Applicants t o supply the redacted material. I n 
accordai.c:e with the established procedure i n t h i s proceeding, a 
discovery conference was held on August 20, 1997. " Because of 
the extreme importance the Applicants placed on the issue, t h e i r 
request was granted over the objections of the movants, who 
wanted both sides to rest on t h e i r o r a l arguments. 

Accordinglv". Applicants f i l e d t h e i r b r i e f on August 25, 1997 
and movants f i l e d a reply b r i e f on August 29, 1997. On September 
3, 1997, Applicants f i l e d a response to the movants' reply b r i e f . 
In t h e i r response, the Applicants claim t h a t they should be 
permitted to f i l e a response because they f i l e d t h e i r b r i e f 
before f i r s t seeing that of the movants. Therefore Applicants 
say they could not a n t i c i p a t e movants' arguments. The Applicants 

The movants are American E l e c t r i c Power, A t l a n t i c City 
E l e c t r i c Company, Delmarva Power & Light, and the Ohio Valley 
Coal Company ( c o l l e c t i v e l y referred to as "ACE"). 



seem to overlook the fact that they requested the b r i e f i n g . We 
now have had oral argument, i n i t i a l and reply b r i e f s on t h i s 
dispute. Both sides have had an ample opportunity to present 
t h e i r respective arguments. Argument must be concluded at some 
time. Applicants' response i s rejected. 

Applicants advance a number of arguments t o support t h e i r 
claim that they should not be required to reveal tht redacted 
material. 

They argue that the highly c o n f i d e n t i a l , p r o p r i e t a r y cost 
information i s i n no way necessary f o r AEP or any other party 
de ^lop testimony that the "one lump theory" does not apply i i 
th case and tha^ there i s nc basis f o r order: ig the producti ..-̂  
of ine documents at issue. In other words, the Applicants are 
arguing the relevancy of the redacted material. I n Decision I. 
I I , the Discovery Judge ruled: 

I f i n d that the discovery as l i m i t e d below 
may lead tc admissible evidence th a t may 
enable the movants to prove t h a t the "one 
lump" economic theory does not apply i n t h i s 
proceeding. Balancing the burden asserted by 
respondent against the need of the movants to 
know, I f i n d that the need to know outweighs 
the burden, sub:)ect to the l i m i t a t i o n s 
described below. The discovery ordered below 
is nece<^-sary for the movants t o e s t a b l i s h 
t h e i r premise. Slip Opinion at 2. 

On the p e t i t e .n of ACE for reconsideration, the Board i n 
denying the ACE's p e t i t i o n f or reconsideration found: 

The discovery request made here was extremely 
broad, embracing l i t e r a l l y thousands of 
commercially sensitive f i l e s of each of the 
applicant c a r r i e r s . . . As explained below, given 
the marginal relevance to t h i s case of the 
material ACE seeks, the ALJ properly determined 
that t h i s extraordinary discovery request was not 
j u s t i f i e d . The ALJ properly exercised h i s 
di s c r e t i o n i n imposing l i m i t s on the requested 
information. 

The Board went on to say: 

The ALJ properiy tailored discovery to the 
evidence that might be relevant for these 
shippers to show that the one-lump theory i s 



for some reason inapplicable to t h e i r 
p a r t i c u l a r s i t u a t i o n . Decision No. 17 at 2. 

Thus, both the Discovery Judge and the Board have ruled upon 
the relevance of the disputed documents. In apparent submission 
to the r u l i n g s , the Applicants have produced documents with 
redactions. However the redacted cost and price information 
negate the usefulness of the produced documents. The e f f e c t of 
the redactions i s an ephemeral compliance with the decisions but 
without substance. I f i n d once again that the material sought by 
ACE should be produced without the redactions subject to the 
Highly Confidential provisions of the Protective Order i n e f f e c t 
in t h i s proceeding. 

The Applicants do raise a serious claim as to the highly 
c o n f i d e n t i a l commercial s e n s i t i v i t y of the information they are 
required to produce. The Protective Order i n e f f e c t m t h i s 
proceeding should s u f f i c e to al l a y Applicants' concerns. 
V i o l a t i o n of the Protective Order would be a serious offense and 
could lead to s i g n i f i c a n t consequences. 

All the cases cited by both sides have been considered. 
Discovery disputes have to be resolved on a case by case basis. 
In the instant proceeding, the Discovery Judge finds that the 
discovery of the redacted material is warranted subject to the 
Highly Confidential designation of the Protective Order. 

In a l e t t e r dated August 28, 1997 to the Board, ACE and CSX 
stated that ACE i s withdrawing an appeal from the order of the 
Presiding Judge that CSX need not produce c e r t a i n information 
that was redacted from two documents. Subsequent t o the f i l i n g 
of the appeal CSX discovered that, through an inadvertence, the 
material redacted from those documents was produced to appellants 
in another document. ACE and CSX request that the Presiding 
Judge or the Board vacate that portion of the order t h a t was the 
subject of the appeal. For good cause shown, that portion of the 
order is vacated. 

I t i s ordered; 

1. CSX is ordered to produce the documents without the 
redactions and without further delay subject t o the Highly 
Confidential designation of the Protective Order. ' 

Although t h i s dispute involves CSX, the r u l i n g applies to 
any other Applicant under the same circumstances.

On August 12 1998. Indiana Rail Road Company (INRD or petitioner) filed a petition for 
leave to intervene (designated as INRD-1) for the purpose of seeking reconsideration of one aspect 
ofthe transaction we authorized in Decision No. 89, served July 23, 1998.' Petitioner seeks to 
intervene- to advance its position that we allegedly overreached our authority to impose remedial 
conditions in rail consolidation proceedings when we required it in ordering paragraph number 23 to 
grant trackage rights lo NS that would enable NS to serve the Stout plant of Indianapolis Power and 
Light Company (IP&L) directly, rather than via a switching arrangement with INRD. 

Petitioner argues that our decision giving IP&L the right to be served at Stout directly by NS 
far exceeds the adverse competitive effects alleged by that shipper. According to petitioner, instead 
of placing IP&L in the same competitive posture after the transaction as it was before, our decision 
unjustifiably improves IP&L's position at the expense of petitioner. INRD argues that our decision 
in regard to Stout is inconsistent with our policy of not granting broader relief than necessary to 
remedy the adverse competitive effects of a rail consolidation. 

INRD owns and operates a rail lin; between Newton, IL, and Indianapolis. IN, where it 
interchanges traffic with Conrail at a point on the Indianapolis Belt Railway (BRT). INRD states

' Petitioner states that, because of CSX's 89% ownership interest in INRD, INRD is an

a party in this proceeding. Petitioner maintains that CSX has not approved the filing of its request 
and that it is seeking to intervene through the action of its senior management, which is affiliated 
with the non-CSX minority interest in INRD. 
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that it is the only rail carrier currently serving IP&L's Stout plant, which is located on INRD's line 
approximately 2 miles south of its interchange with Conrail.' According to petitioner, IP&L has 
acknowledged that its pre-transaction railroad competition at Stout consisted of either an INRD 
switch with Conrail, or a build-out potential from Stout to Conrail on the IBRT. Petitioner contends 
that, other than maintaining this build-out potential, direct rail service to Stout by a carrier 
unaffiliated with INRD was never within IP&L's competitive options or proposed remedies for its 
situation there, so that the remedy we imposed was unnecess* ry- In CSX-163, filed on August 27, 
1998, CSX indicated that it accepts the Board's conditions as set forth in ordering paragraph 
number 23 of Decision No. 89, and that it does not support the relief sought by INRD in its petition 
for reconsideration. 

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS 

INRD's petition to intervene will be denied. Even though it has r.ot become a party, as a 
railroad affiliated with and controlled by applicant CSX, INRD had ample notice ofthe pendency of 
this proceeding. Petitioner had constructive, if not actual, notice ofthe relief sought by the U.S. 
Department of Justice (DOJ), Indiana Southem Railroad, Inc. (ISRR), and IP&L as regards IP&L's 
plant at Stout. Both DOJ and IP&L expressly requested that NS be granted direct access, via 
trackage rights over INRD, to IP&L's Stout plant as a remedial condition to the CSX/NS/CR 
transaction, and ISRR sought similar access for itself £ ^ IP&L- 3, at 38; ISRR-4, at 2. Such 
access clearly risked the loss of switching revenue by INRD, the potential harm that is the basis for 
INRD's intervention request here.̂  Petitioner should have presented its case before the record was 
closed and cur decision on the merits of the transaction was rendered. It is now too late for INRD to 
intervene for the purpose of arguing its position for the first time in this proceeding. Moreover, it 
seems anomalous at best to permit INRD to make an argument not made by its majority owner, 
which has now acquiesced in the Board's grant of this particular ••"medy. Having permitted itself to

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be represented by its majonty owner throughout this case, it is too late for INRD now to take a 
different stance.' 

This action will not significantly afTect either the quality ofthe human environment or the 
conservation of energy resources.
