During 19'< ' and 1976, 201,405 shares and 133.93'' 
shares, rnspectively, were purchased and 123,438 shares were cancelled during 1977, 
pursaint to 1977 s irking fund requirements. C e r t i f i t a t e of Reduction of C a p i t a l , in 
the amount of $1,23-4,580, the par value of the 123,458 shan^u cancelled was f i l ed 
December 15, 1977 vi th the Secretary of the State of Delaware. 

NC PAR VALI'i: PREFERRED STOCK 

')n June 4, 1976 tbe Company issued 344,850 shares of No P^r Value Preferred 
Stock in excnange for certain trackage serving coal mining operavions. The Preterred 
Stock, designated ".Series A " , has a stated value of $30 per share, voting r ights , 
and 7-1/4% cumulative dividends. The Company has voluntary redemption privi leges at 
104% i f stated vaiue in 1977 and thereafter at prices declining to the stated value 
ill 1950 and i s rei4 '''rad to redeem, at stated value, 2 5 o f the outstanding shares 
annually beginning in 1983 and continuing to 1986. In addition, i;he Preferred Stock 
i s convertible at any time into 287,375 shares of common stock. The Crrapany did not 
redeem any shares, no were any o-inverted into common stock during 1977, 

On May 12, 1977 the ^toc'..oiders of the Company approved an amendment to the 
Company's Restated C e r t i f i c a t P of Iat,'!rporation to authorize 10,100 Rede«;.nahle 
Prefcrgnce Shares having a par value of $10,000 per share. The Kedeemablo preference 
Shares may be issued and sold only to the Secretary of Transportation puruuant to 
the Railrcad Revita l izat lon and Regulatory Reform Act of 1976. The shares; may be 
issued from time to time in ser ie s , each ser ies to have such rights and preferences 
as raay be fixed by the Board of Directors in the resolution cre8tin,<- such s e r i e s . 
No Redeemable Preference Shar-^s have been issued, and the Company has no present 
plans to issue such shares. 

On July 7, 1977, the Company marketed two mi l l ion snares of a $2.85 Con/ert ible 
preferred Stock at a s e l l ing price of $50 ptr share. The shares rank pr ior to the 
Common stock and to any Redeemable preference Shares which may be issued and equal 
to the outstanding $10 Par Value Preferred Stock and the No Par Value Prefcx-red 
Stock as to cash dividends, which sha l l be cumulative. The Company may redeem shares 
at i t s option in whole at any time or i " part fron ttise to time up^n nr.t less thtn 
30 days notice at a price equal to 105,7% of the s e l l i n g price riuring the twelve 
month period ending June 30, 1<J78 and thereafter at prices decl ining to the s e l l i n g 
price in 1988 and beyond. 

At December 31, 1977, the Company has authorized and avai lable f j r issuance 
2,633,150 of No Par Value Preferred Stock. The Company's Board of Di-ectors »-.<is the 
authority to provide for the Issuance of such Preferred .Stodc from title to time in 
ser ies and to f i x before issuance the number of shores, preferences, rights and other 
r e s t r i c t i o n s and qual i f i cat ions of each ser ie s , subject to a -laximum l iquidating 
value ol $2fi0,000,000 for shares outstanding.
